Our Mighty Nation. 

' According to the estimates ot skilled 
and trustworthy statisticians, the popu­
lation of the United States is now about 
58,200,000. These estimates are based 
upon the„ratio of increase that has been 
observed during the existence of the 
nation and Biuoe the taking of the first 
census. The increase in population 
has never been less than three per 
cent- per annum, compounded, and has 
at times been above that rate, with the-
exceptions of the decade during which 
the war of the rebellion waa in pro­
gress, when the average increase was 2i 
per cent., and the 10 years preceding 
the last census. From 1870 to 1880 the 
increase was from 38,558,371 to 50,155,-
783, or about 2} per cent, per annum, 
compounded. But Binoe 1880 the growth 
of the ̂ country has again been very rap­
id, and by a oarefnl observation of im­
migration statistics and the natural 
increase of the resident population, 
there is the best reason to- believe the 
old ratio of increase, three per cent , 
has been restored, if not exceeded. 
Taking'that ratio as the basis of calcu­
lation, it would give us 53,200,000 as 
the figures at whioh the population may 
be placed" to-day. How this compares 
with the statistics of other countries 
the following table, prepared from the 
latest returns of the census, will show: 

Bussia 82,380,864 
Germany 45,194,172 
Austria 37,741,413 
Franoe 86,905,788 
Great Britain and Ireland:.. .35,246,633 
Japan 34,388,404 
Italy 28,209,620 
Turkey 25,036,480 
Spain .* 16,333,293 

Canada has 4,352,080, British India 
252,441,210, and China 434,626,000. 
The former, however, is not to be con­
sidered a national entity, while the two 
latter oan hardly with justice be placed 
upon the same plane of comparison aB 
the countries named in the table. Tak­
ing the figures therein as representing 
the strength of the principal civilised 

Inations of the globe, we find that nom­
inally the United States stands seoond, 
Bussia alone ranking onr country. "But 
even this is not a fair comparison. 
Bussia comprises a vast and varied mass 
of persons who are far from oivilized, 
in the ourrent acceptation of the. term. 
Our own laud, then, may assert its 
right to the first place among civilized 
nations in respect of numbers, wealth 
and influence,,* ;_, •_ - . ^ 

Next year we shall celebrate the cen­
tennial anniversary of the conclusion of 
peace between the several colonies, Bell* 
deolared independent states, and the 
mother country. It- is~Tfelieved by that 
time we will possess a population of 
fully 55,000^000. What a marvelous 
speotaole for the world's contemplation 
will bet presented in the growth of the 
poor, wea£ and thinly settled colonies 
numbering 3,000,000vi^^abitants in all, 
to the wealthy, mighty nation of 55,-
000,000! Carrying the reflection into 
the future,-what possibilities .do not 
seem to await this favored country? 
Should the present rate'of increase con­
tinue, by the time the nation is 200 
years old it will number 881,500,000 
soula, or 60,000,000 more than the pres­
ent entire population of Europe. .And 
with such a mass, animated and con­
trolled by the Bpirit of self-government, 
keeping pace in anlture and virtue with 
the opportunities, necessities and inspi­
rations of ^ e progressive years, what 
mind of the present day oan venture to 
predict our coming greatness?
