We have received from Gen. Merritt, 
Consul-General of the United States 
for Great Britain and Ireland, a copy of 
his annual report to the Department of 
State. I t is a summary of the trade 
and industry of the United Kingdom, 
as well as of its trade with the United 
States. From the great mass of inter- -
eating information whioh the pamphlet 
contains we extraot the following sta­
tistics: 

The total cultivated area in the Uni­
ted Kingdom iB 47,646,112 aores. 

The total output of ooal during 1880 
was 146,818,622 tons, valued at 8811,-
977,070. 

The total value of exports dnring 
1880 amounted to $1,298,406,376. 

The total value of exports from the 
Kingdom to the United States for the 
year ending Sept . 30, 1881, was 8.158,-
786.061. 

Th^ total value of imports for 
year amounted to $2,000,681,833, an 
increase over previous year of 8243,-
676,861. Of these the United States 
contributed to the value of $520,950,-
829^ The exports to the United States 
were valued at $184,647,143, showing a 
balanoe in favor of this ooantry of 
$336,303,186, for 1880. The largest 
items of imports from the United States 
were: Grain, $177,880,690; ootton, 
$158,923,810; bacon and hams, $48,-
249,315; animals, $19,555,130; cheese, 
817,058,125; beef, $9,407,345; butter, 
$6,719,835. v~ 

The number of emigrants from t h e 
United Kingdom for the year was 227,-
542, of whioh 166,570 came to the Uni­
ted States. 

The total' numbsr of paupers in re­
ceipt of relief J a n . 1, 1882, was 803,126 
in England and Wales, 98,608 in Soot-
land, and 109,655 in Ireland. 

Of the 11,320 vessels that ' entered at 
the port of London during the year, 
but 88 were American.

Gen. Curtis Found Guilty. 

That absurd faroe oalled the trial of 
"Gen. Curtis closed Thursday evening, 
and the jury retired with instructions 
to bring in a sealed verdiot. Friday 
morning the verdiot was opened in the 
United States Oironit Coart, before 
Judge Benediot. I t declared the de­
fendant, Newton Martm Curtis, gnilty 
nnder the first and eighth counts of the 
indictment, and not guilty under the 
seoond, third, fonrtb, fifth, sixth, sev­
enth, ninth and tenth counts. The 
first count charges General Cortis 
with having received $5 for political 
purposes from Peter Vogelsang, a ' mes­
senger in the Custom House, The 
eighth count oharges the receipt of a 
oheok for 880 from Charles Treiohner, 
employed as an auditor in the CuBtom 
House. E, B. Smith, ooansel for Gen. 
Curtis, gave notice that he would move 
for an arrest of judgment, on the 
ground that the conviotion was uncon­
stitutional, and June 2 was fixed as the 
date for argument on the motion. Gen? 
Curtis was allowed to go on his own 
reoognizanoe. 

The law whioh is found to have been 
violated is an enactment of Congress of 
1876, and forbids any exeoutive officer 
or employee of the United States not 
appointed by the President with the 
advice and consent of the Senate to re­
ceive from or give to any other offioer 
or employee of the United States any 
money or other thing of value for polit­
ical purposes. 

«-*-«, 
Who Were Mr. Conkung's Advisera? 

Mr. Conkling says: "Not one of those 
whose judgment had been given in 
favor of my standing for a re-election 
ever advised or suggested a withdrawal. 
On the contrary, though I repeatedly 
made the snggestion myself, not one of 
the friends whose advice had determined 
my aotion ever .approved or assented to 
any ooarse other than the one puisoed." 

Now let us in answer to this state a 
few well known facts. 'Mr. Conkling 
has never yet been able to name a man 
who advised him to resign. Who were^ 
his "party associates" that counseled' 
anon a , step? If 'Senator Edmunds 
advised it the oonntry ought to 
know it, for he is a wise statesman. If 
either Snator Logan, Cameron, Morrill, 
Bollins, Jones of Nevada or David 
Davis advised it the country ought to 
know it, for they too were wise and oaa-
tious friends of Mr. Conkling, and 
would -not oountenanoe any steps but 
those of prudence. This aotion was 
taken in Washington, but not a line or 
word has ever oome from his party asso­
ciates there. How was it in this State? 
Who knew of or expected his resigna­
tion here' at borne? N<5t a man. I t 
came upon ns all, from tbe highest to 
the lowest, like a clap of thunder m a 
clear sky. 

And as bis resignation was not advis­
ed, there were grave reasons for. advis­
ing against the wisdom and expediency 
of his attempting a re-election^ His de­
nial ' on this point is controverted by 
well-known facts. Mr. Conkling has ex­
plained that he went to Albany at the 
instance of others, who thought it nec­
essary that he should give information 
upon the resignation and itsoanses; that 
he went with great reluctance, and not 
to solioit votes. But we have it on the 
authority of a Senator of the late Legis­
lature that when M.x, OoDkling arrived 
in Albany a conference of three Sena­
tors and eighteen Assemblymen, all 
stalwart Bepublieans and friends of M: 
Conkling, appointed a committee of 
three to wait upon him and inform him 
that* friendly as they were to him, these 
twenty-one members could not votD for 
him, that they 'believed his eleotion to 
be" so utterly hopeless as to m & e the at­
tempt absurd, and they advised him to 
withdraw. I n regard to his statement 
that "Idid hot go to Albany to solicit 
votes; Inever asked any man to vote for 

me," the memory of the members of 
the Legislature does not sustain him. 
There is not a member of the Legisla­
ture or anybody else familiar with the 
course of the canvass who cannot say 
with safety that Senators atid Assembly­
men were taken into his room and talked 
to by tbe hour. These men werestal 
warts who refused to vote for him, and 
he could make no impression upon 
them. After his resignation the caucus 
of stalwarts oalled for tlfe pnrposo_of_ 
secaj^g=siFUTiaeretannTrig^in'^eferenoe 
To future aotion was attended by be­
tween forty and fifty of these devoted 
adherents. Ba t when he came to Al­
bany the highest vote that he opnld 
oommand was thirty-five ballots. Ani 
though he remained in Albany for 
weeks, taking oommand of his own 
forces and marshaling them with all the 
eloquenoe and skill of whioh he is a 
master, his vote never rose abova the 
first ballot, but gradually-fell off from 
the moment that he made his appear­
ance. If this was the effect of the ex­
planation of his resignation and its 
causes, the result proved it an act whioh 
onuld. not bear explanation.—Kingston 
freeman.

Insolvent Insurance Companies and 
Their Receivers, 

The oommittee appointed by the 
Speaker of the Assembly to investigate 
tbe abuses of the insurance receivership 
system is oomposed of Assemblymen 
Chapin, Welch, Erwin, Haggarty and 
Baker. Through ita chairman, Mr. 
Chapin, the oommittee made its report 
to the Assembly on Thursday last. The 
magnitude of the task performed by 
this oommittee may be imagined when 
it is stated that the testimony taken 
makes a printed volume of 683 pageBl 
A digest of the testimony was presented 
with the report, prepared by Messrs. 
Erwin and Weloh. 

The extent to whioh insurance oom-
pany wrecking has been carried in this 
State, protected by the statutes as inter­
preted by Judge Westbrook, is a start­
ling revelation of rapaoity, rascality and 
corruption. In fully and fearlessly ex­
posing the abnseB of this system the 
oommittee has done one of the best 
pieces of work ever performed by'a Leg­
islative oommittee. 

Until within a very few years all life 
inaaranoe companies were olassed alike 
by the general public, in point of re­
sponsibility. Tbe failure of any one of 
them was not deemed a oontingenoy 
worthy of serious consideration in 'tak­
ing out a policy. Like'sewing machines, 
all were considered ' 'good enough," 
and the most' persistent agent secured 
the customer. Not one time in ten did 

l̂ -the oustomer know anything definite 
about the system or soundness of the 
company with whioh he was investing 
his money for the benefit of his familv. 
He relied..iar protection upon the laws 
under which the companies were formed 
and operated, and the offioers whose 
sworn duty it was to see that tbe intent 
and meaning of the laws were carried 
out. How easy a matter it was to delude 
him and cheat his widow and children 
out of the benefits that should have ao-
orued from his investment, with a West-
brook on the benob and a Smythe at the 
head of the Insuranoe Department, the 
report of this committee makeB as clear 
as daylight. 

But few realize to what enormous 
proportions the life insuranoe basinees 
has grown in this country. In 1858 but 
43,000 polioies were outstanding in the 
whole United States. Now.'. 'the cor­
porations organized under the laws of 
this State alone," we quote from tbe re­
port, "have outstanding one-quarter of 
a million of polioies, amounting to over 
eight hundred millions of dollars, while 
the amount of existing polioies of all 
companies doing business within the 
State more than equals our entire inter-
eBt*bearing national d e b t The high/s t 
authorities assert that since 1860 there 
has been paid to polioy holders by the 
life insuranoe companies of the Union 
not less than eight hundred millions of 
dollars, and that the funds now held in 
truBt for policy holders by the life insur­
anoe eompanies of the United'States ex­
ceed five hundred and fifty millions of 
dollars." 

A business of this magnitude, the re­
port truly says, affecting all classes and 
interests so widely, should have been so 
proteoted and looked after by the State 
as to have been kept strictly within the 
lines of its legitimate oharaoter and pur-' 
pose, and to have imposed upon corporate 
managers the restrictions necessary in 
all cases where a few handle the money 
of many others^ . And yet "the story of. 
certain life insurance companies ex­
amined-by this committee-shows that 
during the period preoeding their insolv­
ency, their management displayed al­
most every conceivable objectionable 
feature, and of the 13 companies consid­
ered by this ^committee only one—the 
Atlantio Mutual—^can be seriously claim­
ed to have been decently conducted dur­
ing its deolining years. The others 
afford a spectacular exhibition of varied 
phases of incompetent, unscrupulous, 
irresponsible, and uncheoked miscon­
duct. In plaoe of the simple oontract 
of life insurance, fantastic diversions in 
the nature of polioies were introduced. 

" The management of the Continent­
al, the largest and most notorious of 
these organizations, had departed so far 
from all recognized business methods 
that its history reads like a tale of the 
imagination. When the first Receiver 
was appointed its leading officers fled 
from justioe. Dnring the 10 years of 
its corporate existence no examination 
of the oompany was ever made by the 
Insurance Department, nor was any ex­
amination attempted untU after its bus­
iness had ceased and its Reoeiver had 
been appointed. One Referee, Mr. 
William Allen Batler, who examined its 
affairs soon after the company's dissolu­
tion, deolared that tbe evidenoe disclos­
ed a systematic course of flagrant and 
criminal abuse of trust on the part of 
its offioers. 

" Of the Universal, the North Amer-
ioa, and the companies associated with 
the latter, it may be said that swindler 
succeeded swindler, oompany swallowed 
company, until the last one, empty and 
denuded of all available assets, fell into 
the Receiver's hands." 

The oommittee examined into the af­
fairs of the following thirteen compan­
ies, viz.: The Ecleotio, of which a re­
oeiver was appointed in 1873; Guardian," 
in 1877; National, 1878; North Amer­
ica, 1877; Contineutal, 1877; Seourity, 
1876; American Popular, 1877; Atlantic 
Mutual, 1877; Globe, 1879; Universal, 
1881; Widows and Orphans, New Xork 
State Life, and 'Rescue Mutual None 
of the Receivers have been discharged 
or have dosed their trusts, save one, and 
of him it was testified that he became 
insane and died. 

The report -summarizes forcibly the 
several oounts proved against the Re-

oan be saved for those to whom it right­
fully belongs, if the birds' "of p>ey can 
only be dislodged! 

While the oommittee do not find in 
Judge ffeBtbrook'B oonduot any ovjdouce 
of aotual corruption, they dCffBa* muoh 
tha t is peculiar, and they characterize #1 
with plainness and severity, Iheyaay: 
" I t is the committee's opinion that 
the Judge forgot the obligations 
of hie position. He was a Jus­
tice of the Supreme Judioial Court, our 
highest Court of original jurisdiction." 
The judicial system in part embodied in 
him is an integral element o.f the oivfl 
polioy of an imperial State. The errora 
and misdeeds of so important an offioial 
i n such a community scandalize the na­
t ion and depress the friends of publio 
rnorality at home and abroad. Suoh un 
offioial in such oiroumstanoes was not 
justified in repeatedly siguing orders 
that will not stand the test of olose in­
spection, although they were consented 
to by those among whom the money 
was divided. To say that such oousont 
relieves the Judge from responsible and 
attentive aotion is to assert an unworthy 
and intolerable conception of the naturo 
of the judioial function and attitude. 
The committee feel*" foroed, therefore, to 
say that the judicial methods and atti 
tnde of Mr. Justice Westbrook have 
aggravated and intensified the waste at­
tendant upon the management of the 
trusts whioh they have examined. It is 
just to record that there is no diBolosure 
of venality, or corruption, direct or indi­
rect,, but the evils oomplained of, whioh 
led to the appointment of the oommittee, 
are due, in tbeir opinion, to the idiosyn­
crasies of this Just ice as well as to the 
vibes of the system." 

The report oonoludes by making sev­
eral recommendations, whioh the oom­
mittee believe would remedy the evils 
oomplained of, and the statement that 
the compilation and revision of the in­
suranoe statutes by a oommisaion is a 
work grievously needed, and if well per­
formed would substitute a homogeneous 
body.of law in place of the present 
wilderness of enactments.

ALBANY MATTERS. 

After a good deal of baoking and 
filling the Legislature has passed a 
railroad commission bill. And a botch 
they have made of it. T h e Legislature \ 
had neither the courage to name the I 
commissioners in the bill nor the man-1 
liness to allow Gov. Cornell tn appoint, 
them. So they hit upon a Boheme pro- '• 
viding thai the next Governor Bhall ap- j 
point one Bepublioan and one Demo­
crat, while the third commissioner most 
be nominated to the Governor, by the 
concurrence of the Chamber of Com-
me®ee aml.^the Board of Trade and 
Transportation in New York eity with 
the Anti-Monopoly League . The bill 
passed the Senate 30 to 1, and the As­
sembly 75 to 39. Messrs. Lynde, Erwin 
and'Godard voted aye and Mr. Cham­
berlain no. Mr. Lynde praised the ad­
ministration of Gov. Cornell and regret­
ted that the appointment of the com­
missioners had not been placed in his 
hands. The matter had got into suoh 
shape that it was this bill or nothing. 
There is some doubt as to the constitu­
tionality of the method of seleoting the 
third commissioner. The Albany cor­
respondent of the Ufcioa Herald says: 
••Whatever of. credit there may be in 
the breaking of the dead lock in the 
Senate-on the railroad commission bill-
belongs to Senator Lynde , of the St, 
Lawrence distriot." 

The berme bank railroad scheme was 
practically killed last week by being re­
committed to the senate canal commit­
tee, f 

T h e Racket river appropriation bill' 
had its third reading laBt Thursday in 
the Senate. The bill has already passed 
the Assembly. 

Jt is believed the Legislature will ad­
journ this week, although the Senate 
has not j e t adopted the concurrent res­
olution, v 

The Assembly Judiciary Committee 
had not reported on tbe Judge Weat-
brook inqairy up to Monday night, Tbe 
general opinion is that there will be a 
majority report exculpating Westbrook 
from oriminal collusion in his decisions, 
and a minority report demanding his 
impeaohment for mat and corrupt prac­
tice. Messrs. Chapin, of Kings, Cham­
berlain, of St. Lawrence,. Morrison, of 
New York, Nortbrup, of Washington 
and possibly Livingston, of Putnam, 
are expeoted to take ground m favor of 
impeachment. 

The following bills have beoome laws 
without the governor's signature; Pro­
hibiting the coloring of oleomargarine 
and butterine and the adulteration of 
cheese. Regulating the manufacture 
and sale of oleomargarine or any other 
form of imitation butter, lard or an; 
other form of imitation oheese. The 
governor vetoed these bills last year, on 
the ground that they were unconstitu­
tional. This year he will let them take 
their chances in the courts. 

The Assembly voted to adjourn Jane 
2d. All tbe S t Lawrence- membero 
voted no, believing that so early an ad­
journment would prevent the considera­
tion of several important measures. 

The democratic reapportionment 
scheme omits Livingston and Warren 
counties altogether, ffit, Lawrence and 
Jefferson are placed together as the 22d 
distriot and Essex, Clinton and Frank­
lin as the 21st. 

9 ® . Close observers have apprehen­
ded for some time that this season 
would witness unusual disturbances in 
the labor marke t The prolonged 
drought last year caused a remarkable 
advance in the cost of articles of 1,008, 
and in articles of food whioh especially 
affeot the coat of living Jorj^eople^oj 

T h e average in­
crease has been about 25 per contain 
wholesale, and more in retail prioes. 
The^WofSihg people see the quotations 
of the prod note of their labor and infer-
that the capitalists are making large 
profits, but they do not know that sales 
are dull and large stocks are accumula­
ting. There is an increase over last 
year of 64 per cent, in pr in ts alone, .to 
say nothing of the made-up ^garments 
that accumulated during a.' mild and. 
dull.- winter. Steel rails, bar and pig 
iron are sold at prices considerably 
lower than those of a year or two ago. 
Prints and sheeting are selling at about 
the same price now as a year ago, but 
the material from whioh they are made 
oofits about 13 per oent. more than it 
did then. Wool costs more than it did 
a year ago. These facts all point to the 
conclusion that it is not a favorable 
time for laborers to inaugurate strikes. 
The demand of the Pittsbnrg/iron work­
ers for ah advance of wages has been 
refused, the manufacturers declaring 
that an advances was entirely unwar­
ranted by the state of trade, and that 
they will resist to the end. If the or­
ders of the laborers association are gen­
erally' obeyed, between 80,000 and 
60,000 men will cease work to-morrow, 
This'Wpatd be a greater calamity to the 
workmen than to the manufacturer, 
and vfould inevitably result in great 
suffering. 

The oommeroial oommcuity of State-j 
and country will be muoh interested in 
the fact that Governor Ctrnell has just 
signed the Fenner and Chamberlain 
oleomargarine bill in an amended shape. 
The first bill, as it stanls today ahd 
placed on the archives of the Secretary 
of State's office, reads as follows: 
AN AOT to prohibit the oo'oring of oleo­

margarine, butterine ani adulterated 
oheese. 
SECTION 1,—Every person ^who shall 

use or permit any person xn his employ­
ment to use annotto or any other sub­
stance for the purpose c( ooloriug the 
artiole in semblance of bitter known as 
oleomargarine or butlorine, or any 
obeese whioh has been adulterated by 
the use of lard or any other greasy sub­
stance, with an intent t> sell the same 
for food, or who shall sell or expose for 
sale any oleomargarine, butterine or 
adulterated obeese whioh has been col­
ored contrary to the provisions of this 
aot. shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, 
and upon conviction shall be punished 
by a fine of*not less than fifty dollars 
nor more than two hundred dollars, or 
by imprisonment in the oounty jail for 
not less than thirty nor more than nine­
ty days, or by both such fine and im- 1 
prisohment for each and every offence; 
but nothing in this aot shall be so con­
strued as to interfere vith or abridge 
any right obtained, seoured or guaran­
teed by a law of Congress or by any 
patent duly -granted by the United 
States government. 

S E C 2.—This aot Bhall take effect on 
the 1st day of September, 1S82. 

THE AMENPinWTS.*. , . 

This bill was introfluoed by Mr, 
Chamberlain, of St. Lawrence. Mr. 
7ames Wilson, representing the New 
York Oommeroial Manufacturing Oom­
pany, and Mr. Nathan Eastbrook, Jr . , 
appeared before the Governor in oppo 
Bition to these measures. I t was then 
ascertained that the authors of the bills 
in question had withdrawn oertain ob­
jectionable olauses and permitted 
amendments whioh recognized the 
Mege patent and its licenses as to the 
r ights granted by laws of Congress. 
Suoh rights, it is understood, permit 

. t h e use of coloring matter. An impbrt-
an t statement is also made in connec­
t ion With this bill to the effect that 
wherever its provisions become opera­
tive persons who manufacture oleomar­
garine in violation oi thia patent not 
only incur the liability of infringement, 
b u t also make themselves liable to pen­
alties. The amendment, whioh is 
really the material point of both meas­
ure? oovering this ground, reads : 

Bat nothing in this act shall be so 
construed as to interfere with or abridge 
any righ^obtained, secured or guaran-
tee'd by a law of Congress or by any 
patent duly granted. 

The second of those important laws, 
advocated by Mr. Fenner, reads as fol­
lows: 
A N ACT to regulate the manufacture 

and sale of oleomargarine or any 
form of imitation butter and lard or 
any form of imitation oheese, for the 
prevention of fraud and the better 
protection of the publio health. 
SECTION 1.—No person, persons, firm 

or corporation manufacturing with in­
tent to Bell any article or substance in 
semblance of natural butter or natural 
oheese not the legitimate prod not of 
t h e dairy, and not made exclusively 
from milk or cream, or both, with salt 
or rennet, or both, and with or without 
coloring matter or sage, but into whioh 
a n y animal, intestinal or offal fats, or 
any oils or fats of any kind whatsoever 
not produced from milk or cream, or 
in to whioh melted butter, lard or tallow 
shall be introduced, shall add thereto 
or combine therewith-any annotto or 
compounds of the same, or any other 

-substance or substances whatsoever, for 
t h e purpose or with the effect of im­
part ing thereto a color resembling that 
of yellow (or any shade of the same) 
but ter or cheese; nor shall they intro­
duce said coloring- -matter into any of 
the articles of whioh the same ia com­
posed. 

SEO. 2.—No person, persons, firm or 
.corporation shall deal in, Bell, .expose 
for sale or give away any article or sub 
stance in semblanoe of natural butter 
or natural oheese described in the first 
section of this aot and known as oleo 
margarine or imitation butter and lard 
or imitation oheese; and no keeper of 
any hotel, restaurant, boarding bouse 
or other place of publio entertainment 
shall keep, use or serve, eithet as food 
for their guests or for cooking purpos­
es, any such imitation butter or cheese 
which shall contain any of tbe coloring 
mattar therein prohibited, or be colored 
contrary to the provisions of this a o t ' 

SEO. 3.—No person, persons, firm or 
corporation shall manufacture, with 
intent to sell, deal in, sell or expose for 
sale any artiole or substance in sem­
blance of natural cheese not the legiti­
mate produot of the dairy, and not 
made exclusively of- milk or oream, or 
both, but into which any anima1, intes­
tinal or offal fats or oik of any kind 
whatsoever not produced from milk or 
cream shall be introduced unless the 
words *' imitation cheese" shall be 
plainly stenoiled in plain Roman letters 
at least one-half inoh in length with 
durable paint upon the sides of each 
and every oheese and also upon the 
outside of top and opposite aides of 
each and every box containing the 
tame, in letters and with paint as before 
mentioned and described. 

SEC. 1.—-For the purposes of thia aot 
the terms " n a t u r a l butter" and " n a t ­
ural cheese" . shall be understood to 
mean the products usually known by 
these names, and whioh are manufact­
ured exclusively from milk or oream, or 
both, with salt and rennet, and with pr 
without ooloring matter or p.age. 

SEC. 5.—Every person, firm or corpo­
ration violating the provisions of this 
act shall be deemed gnilty of a misde­
meanor, and upon conviction thereof 
shall be punished by a fine of not less 
than $50 or more than $200 or by im­
prisonment in the oounty jail for not 
less than ten nor more than thir ty days, 
or by both suoh fine and imprisonment, 
for each and every offence, in the dis­
cretion of the court, one-half of such 
fine to be paid to the- complainant, the 
other half to be paid to the officer or 
officers having charge of' the poor fund 
of the town whore such prosecution 

.occurs, for the snpport of the poor, or 
if the poor of suoh town are supported 
by the county, then said moneys ehall 
be paid to tbe officer or offioers having 
obarge of the poor fund of the county 
in whioh said town is located, to be 
used for the support of the poor of 

jraoh counJV^ .^But.j ioJihin&in-thia a c t 
Tsttau tie so oonstruedTaa to interfere 
with or abridge any right obtained^ se­
cured or guaranteed by laws o f Con­
gress or by any patent duly granted by 
the United States government, 

S E O 6.—This act shall take effect 
sixty days after it becomes a law. 

I t will be seen thaiUhe amended part , 
as above quoted, BosflflB-to be the vital 
parts bf these laws, if the interpretation 
here given to it is correct 

Wool, and its Increased Production-

These terrible visitant?, apparently 
becoming more frequent, and attended 
with more and greater devastating 
effects, have been for a long time the 
subject of attentive study by the Signal 
Service Bureau^ While nothing has 
been or oan be done to avert or oontrol 
them, a long series of observations has 
shed Borne light upon their origin. 
These data have been extended over a 
longer perjod'by gathering in"all the i n ­
formation obtainable from records of all 
kinds, eked out by personal recolleotions 
of observers in all parts of the West. 

Que fnot seems to be fixed, to wit: 
tornadoes always move from West to 
E a s t Another point not so decisively 
settled,, bat still protty oertain, is, that 
they oome from tbe desert plains of Ida­
ho, Wyoming and Montana. Kansas 
has suffered more severely from them 
than any other section, although her first 
visitation was as late aa 1859. Sinoe 
that year; and up to 1881 sixty-two des­
tructive winds nave plowed through por­
tions of the State. Illinois has had 54 
from 1854 to 1881; Missouri 44 from 
1814 to 1881; Iowa 31 from 1854 to 1881; 
Ohio28'from 1823 to 1881; Indiana 27 
from 1852 to 1881, and Georgia 85 from 
1304 to 1881. The storms have usually 
occurred about five o'olook in the after­
noon, and oftenest in the month of 
June. From observations of 600 
oyoiones, of whioh the Bnreau has a 
reoord, it appears that the average 
width of the path of the most destruc­
tive tornadoes has been from 60 to 65 
rods. In^ha t space the velocity of the 
wind has been from 60 miles on hour on 
its outskirts to 800 miles an hoar within 
its vortex. The storm aloud has always 
a black center before whioh all objects, 
even those reckoned the moBt solid, 
seem to melt and dissolve in an instant. 
I t wonld seem useless for one to try to' 
escape the onset of this terrific wind, but 
safety has been attained by a rapid 
flight to the north or south, aoroBs its 
threatened path. 

The West holds out suoh and so many 
captivating inducements to the emigrant 
to moke his home on one of its fertile 
plains that these devastating storms are 
quiokly forgotten, exoept by the imme­
diate sufferers, and even they, while 
they remember the horrible soene, re­
call it more as' a hideous dream than 
as a positive occurrence. And, although 
they may sometimes fear a repetition of 
the tragioal experience, nobody removes 
from the Boene. A strange indifference 
to danger grows up, like that whioh 
holds the natives, of volcanic regions to 
their precarious homes. 

Mr. .Xynde's bill also passed the 
House, Monday, and now - goes to the 
Governor. I t reads as follows: 
AH AOT to prevent fraud ik.the.eale of 

oleomargarine, butterine or snine. 
SECTION 1.—,Any person who shall 

hereafter knowingly Bell, either at 
wholesale or retail, uny oleomargarine, 
butterine or snine, and represent the 
same to be butter, shall be deemed gui l ­
ty of a misdemeanor, and upon convic­
tion shall bo liable to a fine of not less 
than $25 nor more than $100 for each 
and every offence, or by imprisonment 
in the county jail uot to exceed thirty 
days, or by both suoh fine and impr is ­
onment, 

SEO, 2 . - T h e sale by any person of 
soon oleomargarine, butterine or snine. 
representing the cumo to *be butter, 
shall be deemed preempt ive evidenoe 
of the guilt of Buoh person. 

SEO. 3.—This act-shall take effect i m ­
mediately,' ^ 

A H u g e Contract 

The contractor who has taken the oon­
tract to construct 85 miles of the west­
ern end of the Canadian Paoifio upon 
the Pacifio Coast has made arrange­
ments to import 8,-000 Chinamen, 1,200 
of whom have already'"arrived. Upon 
this oontract the work from Emory to 
Thompson's River, a distance of 60 
miles, is probably the moBt diffioult and 
expensive on the North American conti­
nen t In the first seventeen miles there 
are thirteen tunnels, four in one mile 
and six in another. In two miles on the 
division above Emory there are no less 
than 600 trestles and bridges, and in the 
last 85 miles more- -than 100 embank­
ments, whioh at the foundation level are 
17 feet wide* and the cuts 22 feet. The 
tunnels are 22 feet wide and 21 feet 
high. In the upper seotion of tbe work 
there are 10,000,000 oubio yards of 
earth, an excavation of 3,000,000 oubio 
yards of rock, exolusive of the tunnel, 
and 2,000,000 cubic yards ^of rook and 
cemented gravel. Between .30,000,000 
and 40,000,000 feet of timber, board 
measure, are required for the structures, 
Over the entire contracts the rock is of 
the hardest compact granite, in whioh 
often occur wide and extremely rioh 
quartz veins! For miles the rood is lit­
erally he«n ont of the side of the cliffs. 
The approaches to many of the tunnels 
are galleries. At the eastern approach 
to tunnel No. 7, for over 100 feet, the 
bluff is gallerit-d, and overhangs the 
roadway twenty four feet in width, or 
two feet outside the roadbed, below 
whioh is an almost perpendicular preci­
pice of 200 feet. 

With considerable pains we have ex­
amined and collated tho decennial U . S. 
census reports to obtain a general idea 
of tho production of wool in our coun­
try, with the prime objeot of learning 
whether it increases a t an encouraging­
ly rapid rate . England, being unable 
to 'produce cotton, has always urged 
upon her people the raising of Bheep, 
and the growth of a( constantly improv­
i n g quality of fleece. The result is 
t ha t Great Britain, to-day, yields one 
hundred and fifty millions of pounds of 
• 'combing waol," and her colonies 
heap up, in addition, four hundred 
millions of pounds of merino and cross­
breed wool, annually. This immense 
total of about 550,000,000 pounds makes 
a large item in the aggregate of Eng­
land's wealttT&nd power. 

I n this country no particular encour­
agement has been given to sheep hus­
bandry, T h e famous John Randolph, 
of Virginia, in a notable apeeoh in 
Oongreas, in saying that he "would 
walk a mile for the pleasure of kioking 
a sheep," expressed the prevailing sen­
timent of the Southern States, And in 
t h e North t he production of wool lan­
guished to that degree that when the 
la te rebellion occurred—or in 1860—the 
entire annual wool crop of the United 
States did not exceed sixty million 
pounds. T h e extraordinary demand 
for woolen goods oansed by tho war, 
and the obstacles in the way of procur­
ing a- supply from abroad, excited the^, 
home production so that in 1864 the 
olip Was one hundred millions; in 1866 
137,000,000; in 18*68 177,d00,WX), "and 
so on, constantly-1 -advancing year by 
year, till this year, 1882, when tbe 
d i p of wool will overrun three hundred 
million pounds. This flattering result 
has been reached under a protective 
tariff, At this rate of increase the time 
will soon oome when importations of 
wool will cease. It will surprise many 
t o know that this country has been, and 
stil l is, a large importer of foreign 
woo l In 1861 twenty-seven millions of 
pounds were brought in; in 1863, 107, 
000,000; in 1864, 113,000,000. In 1870 
i t deolined to 29.000,000; in 1880 it was 
108.000,000. But last year it. was hap-. 
pily out down to 51,000,000 and this 
year it will be still'Ieaa. True , but lit­
t le fine wool is now imported, almost all 
of it being a long and ooarse produot of 
Russia or southern Asia, specially for 
the carpet looms. , 

With suoh vast areas of the best 
sheep grazing land in the world as we 
possess west of the Mississippi river, i t 
is humiliating that our manufacturers 
are obliged to resort to Asiatic ooun 
tr ies for even the coarse variety whioh 
enters into their carpet 16'oms. There 
is reason to hope that nnder a con tinu 
ation of recent improvement the entire 
importation will be soon cut off. 

With the exception, of Texas a very 
small crop of wool is produced in the 
South, But in that State, as a result 
of immense immigration sinoe the war, 
t he olip is very large. In California,-
Colorado ahd-Konsas^it is oertain that 
the growth of wool this year is three 
times as large as it was two years ago. 
I n 1881 California produced 48,000,000 
pounds, but it was largely of a 
ooarse, trashy nature, worth 00 the 
spot- not more than 17 eents a pound, 
or in all $7,310,000. The olip'ih Texas 
and Colorado increases more rapidly 

"than elsewhere in this country. As a 
whole the growth of wool in Texas is 
muoh finer and brings better ^prices 
than the California crop. I n dollars 
a n d cents got in hand for her olip of 
wool, Ohio leads all the res t Her oash 
for 29,000.000 pounds oounted op 
S10,150,000. Her olip was of so good a 
quality that she got an average of 35 
cents per pound. 

• New York, Pennsylvania^ Michigan 
and Wisoonsin produce about an even 
quality of wool with Ohio. Michigan, 
however, has just made her estimate 
on 11,000,000 pounds of a little finer 
s taple than Ohio's olip. But while 
Texas ranks first in size and weight of 
fleeces, Colorado, Montana and Utan 
are treading fast after her, and with a 
much better quality, and cleaner. 

The keenest demand is now for fine 
fleece and long staple. I t is called 
" f i n e delaine," and goes into the beet

Death of One of New York's Richeit 
Hon. 

Mofloa Taylor, a distinguished finan­
cier and capitalist of New York city, 
died on the 28d i n e t , aged 76 yoars. 
He leaves an estate valued at forty to 
fifty millions. A correspondent of the 
Utica Herald writes as follows. 

H e was the most Influential man in 
the "money market sinoe the death of 
John Jacob Astor. For more than a 
third of a oentury indeed his name has 
been potential 'and his word has boon 
an oracle in all tho circles of finance. 
Few men have hud suoh unvaried pros­
perity. Be seemed born to master all 
obstacles. Suooesa indeed in his oaic 
appeared natural and if there ever weie 
any difficulties in his wuy they wore 
never known to others. The whole 
business world wondered at the ease 
and rapidity with* whioh he acquired 
wealth, firbt .in trade and then in 
finauoe, and now at the olose of u hulf 
oeptnry his life closes without a defect 
in the development of A buBiuesB man. 

If, however, Moses Taylor was great 
as a merchant and finanoier he was I 
nothing when out of his element, He j 
never patronized art or learning and he 
seemed deficient both in taste and sym­
pathy. Long years of money making 
had rendered him selfish and his name 
never appeared in any of those philan­
thropic movements which occasionally 
engage our best business men. Only 
one act of. publio beneficence can be 
mentioned in connection with his name 
—a donation of $250,000 in Behalf of a 
hospital for railway operatives connect1 

ed with those lines whioh had given 
him greatest profit, Moses Taylor held 
more personal property than any other 
man in the Fifth avenue.except WiLiam 

(-HT Vandertylt, and the largest part or 
it was aoquired after he passed his 
fiftieth $ear. He was' never triendly to 
the Vanderbllts, and though he some­
times lent the Commodore large snms 
it was merely as a business transaction. 
He avoided the Vahderbilt stocks {SB an 
investment) sinoe he could not control 
them and it was his rule to only deal in 
that whioh he oould master. H e was 
born to be an autocrat and held thia 
position through "life. 

Moses Taylor was simply a buBinesB 
man and the idea of pleasure (other 
than in business) never seemed to enter 
his mind. Basinees was his sole enjoy 
ment, and hence he never sought any 
other. Although he might have been 
considered admirably adapted to sooial 
life by his fine personal appearance, 
easy manners and great wealth, he was 
never seen at receptions or public din 
nera. He avoided olab life, had nc 
love of fast horses or yachts, never oared 
to look at fine pictures and had no lite­
rary taste. In business, however, he 
took extreme delight and never wanted 
to converse on any other theme. He 
never cared to leave the city and never 
wanted a vaoation.
