Coroner** Inques t U p o n tho B o d y of

On Friday last we were surprised to 
learn that Coroner Bartholomew and 
Dr. Bridges, of Ogdensburg, with Dr. 
Felton, of this place, had gone to Bien­
ville to hold an inqneet upon the body 
of the late MosesKioh, and that a great 
number of witnesses from Brasher Falla 
had been subpeenaed there to give testi­
mony.

him that day. The poet mortem ex­
amination had been finished by Drs. 
Bridges, Felton, Bartholomew and Haw-
ley before any of the persons who doc­
tored or attendedtdece&eed had reached 
Richville. The doctors found marked 
evidence that the deceased died of 
plenro-pneumonia; that bis heart was 
troubled and one kidney very much im­
paired. The jury viewed the body and 
the inquiry continued after the arrival of 
witnesses. Doctors Obagnon and Mo-
Nulfcy were especially questioned as to 
what symptoms they found showing an 
over-dose- of morphine. They gave a 
detailed statement of the symptoms and 
were questioned by Drs. Bridges, Felton 
and Bartholomew. 

Drs. Bridges, Felton and Hawley tes­
tified to the result of the autopsy and 
all agreed that Mr. Rich died of the 
disease diagnosed by Dr. Smith, pleuro­
pneumonia. They all agreed that Dr. 
Smith's treatment of his patient was 
proper and judicious; that the symp­
toms of deceased on tbe day he died did 
not indicate an over-doee of morphine, 
bat were just such symptoms as they 
would expect to find in a-person dying 
of the disease of which the poet mortem 
showed he died;.that the symptoms as 
testified to by Drs. Ohagnon and Me­
Nnlty showed there was not an over­
dose of morphine. Dr. Bridges gave a 
vivid picture of the symptoms of a per­
son dying from morphine poisoning and 
showed that in most respects they were 
the reverse of the symptoms testified to 
by Drs. Obagnon and MoNultr. 

District Attorney Lang said "this was 
no star chamber inquiry and that he 
supposed any person present oould be 
allowed to ask any^qnestion, through the 
coroner, and that any juror oould ask 
any question." Coroner Bartholomew 
assented and a few questions were asked 
by jurymen and others. 

The jury was composed of Hiram 
Bartlctt, James Johnson, Hiram Mix, 
Webster Hendriok, Willis P. Hendriok, 
Buesell J. Taylor and GeOrge W. Hard. 
They found the following inquisition: 
"That Moses Rich, being in delicate 
health, was, on the 20th day of May, A. 
D. 188% taken violently sick with pain 
in the sid.-*, having the disease known as 
pleuTO-pneumonia; and that .the said 
Moses Rioh, on the 14th"dsy oTMay, A. 
D. 1882, did die from said disease and 
its effects. And the jury do further say 
that the treatment pursued by the at­
tending physioian,'Dr. W. O. Smith, was 
right and proper." 

It must be a gratification to Dr. Smith 
to be so fully vindicated in his diagnosis 
and his treatment and to prove that he 
was right and his critics in error.
