The evil and danger are apparent. If 
the cause oan be ascertained, may ws 
not hope to find a remedy? The cause, 
in my judgment, was in the attempt to 
disregard a very' general and deeply 
seated tradition of our forefathers. 
Washington, in declining to serva a 
third presidential term, gave reasons 
which were universally approved and 
practically became an unwritten part of 
the Constitution. Washington's exam­
ple was cheerfully imitated by Jeffer­
son, Madison, Monroe and Jaokson, as 
it would have been by Lincoln if he had 
been spared to serve" out his seoond 
term. 

The concerted attempt of three prom­
inent, influential, and leading Repub­
lican,, United States Senators to over­
ride the salutary and almost fundamen­
tal principle of the government was, to 
say .the least of i t a grave error in 
judgment and policy—an error whioh 
men accustomed to consult popular sen­
timent would not have fallen into. 
Senators Oonkling, Otimeron and Lo­
gan represented New York, Pennsylva­
nia and Illinois, three of the largest 
States of the Union. These Senators 
stood confessedly at the head of the 
Republican party in" their respective 
States. They had a large following, 
and with any candidate whose nomina­
tion would not have been in conflict 
with oar sentiments, sympathies and 
traditions, they would have been suc­
cessful, but with all their conceded 
power, supplemented by the military 
prestige pi their, candidate^ they were 
unable, afjter-'a long' and desperate 
struggle, to force General Grant upon 
the people as a third term candidate for 
President. With the nomination of 
Garfield and Arthur for President and 
Vice-President by an open, fair and in­
dependent expression of „the..m»jority of 
the delegates to the National Conven­
tion, that warfare should have oeased. 
There have been warm and excited 
struggles between the friends of rival 
candidates in former National Conven­
tions, but when nominations were final­
ly and fairly made the hatchet was 
buried, and before the convention ad­
journed eras of good feeling were re­
stored. I have myself witnessed in 
Whig and Republican National Con­
ventions sacrifices of feelings and 
friends—generous almost to a fault— 
sacrifices eminently worthy * of Whigs 
and Republicans, and snoh as could 
only be made by men devoted to their 
party and their country, I have seen 
the zealous, warm hearted, lifelong 
friends of Henry Clay when beaten, 
though with heavy hearts, pledge their 
cordial support to Generals Harrison 
and Taylor. Unhappily, however, the 
conflict between the friends and Oppo­
nents of General Grant did not termi­
nate at Chicago. While Senator Conk-
ting and General Grant; after an inter­
view with General Garfield, gave the 
ticket their zealous support, the warfare 
was renewed immediately after Genera] 
Garfield was inaugurated. His Cabinet 
was well chosen. New York was repre­
sented by a.Ufe-long and true hearted 
friend of Senator Oonkling, When 
after two or three of Senator Gonkting's 
friends had been appointed, Judge Rob­
ertson was named for Collector, then 
war was declared. The Senator, sec­
onded by the Vice-President and Post­
master-General, asked the President to 
withdraw Judge Robertson's name; the 
Bple ground of opposition to him being 
his refusal aa a delegate to the Repub­
lican National Convention to vote for 
General Grant's third term nomination 
for President What followed is well 
knownjand will not be forgotten.' After 
a protracted and exoiting deadlock in 
tbeBenato Judge Robertson's nomina­
tion for Collector was confirmed. Then 
oame the second and greatest political 
error known in the annals of our coun­
try. Senator Oonkling, for no other 
reason than that the President had 
exercised his constitutional right of 
nomination, and the Senate -had vindi­
cated its constitutional right of confir­
mation, not only resigned his seat, bnt 
induced his newly-elected colleague to 
resign a seat in whioh he had hoped to 
repose for six years* 

This exhibition of good nature and 
good fellowship has a parallel' in an 
after dinner story whioh Mr. Critten­
den, the Falstaffian host of the Eagle 
Hotel, at Albany, used to tell. Re­
turning from a hospitable banqueV'un-
der convivial influences, he found a 
man who had imbibed too freely lying 
in the gutter, and being asked to Kelp 
him up, replied that he could not do 
that, hut he wonld lay down with him,, 

From the decision of the Senate of 
the United States, Senator Oonkling ap­
pealed to the Legislature of his own 
State, for a vindication—a vindication 
which could oomo to him in ho other 
way than by a. re election of hî nseif; 
and bis deluded colleague. 

Then followed another protraoted and 
eaeiting deadlock, in whioh ha was 
again defeated.
