When the French entered 
Borne and the republican triumvirate 
fell, he took to the open country and 
oor-i'iiined the struggle against great 
o.ids,catting bis way repeatedly throngh 
superior foroes, until the fatal attempt 
to reach "Venice, which ended with the 
death of his wife and bowed the patriot 
into tho depths of the greatest personal 
griff. A fugitive from Italy and banish­
ed from Sardinia, where he had taken 
refnge, he arrived in New York in 1850,

This he var­
ied with occasional voyages to the 
Paoilic, until about 1858 he returned to 
Mi<££s and upon the breaking out of hoB-
tilrtiuH between Austria and Sardinia in 
1859 was inviteH by the government of 
the , latter country to form a oorpB, 
which invitation he accepted".

Alps," he fonght and won numerous 
buiUuy, and after a long struggle, Yiotor 
Emmanuel on the 17th of March, 1861, 
was proclaimed king of Italy, and the 
old boundaries of the kingdom were 
pnioticaily restored.

A n Estimate of the Late Demooratao 
Legislature and its Work. 

The Democratic Legislature of 1882, 
says the Troy Times of Friday, whioh 
began its session in a wrangle over the 
spoils and maintained it for upwards of 
a month, and then fell into the bands 
of spoilsmen, who held the body as a 
whole in their vicious grasp till the 
last, oloses its unenviable reeord of 
incompetency, and imbecility to-day. 
I t has done little that the state would 
not have been better off had it been 
left undone. From, the beginning to 
the end the Democratic factions have 
been engaged in a ceaseless warfare up­
on each other, and every public interest 
had to be subordinated to their bitter 
hatreds. Not a single measure of re­
form, and very little of good govern 
ment, haB^een placed upon the statute 
book during all the dreary waste of 
t ime throngh whioh the legislature has 
been in seBaion. The excise laws of 
the state remain as they w e r e - a jum­
ble that he who runs may read but can­
not understand. The .railroad commis­
sion bill, the rose of Democratic 
expectancy, became the thorn of further 
disoord with the faotions, and to the 
people whom it was to relieve from 
oppression it is neither flesh, fish nor 
fowl. .The governor has been called 
upon to veto it, and will probably do 
so in the interest of the great majority 
of the people of the state. The con­
gressional apportionment slumbered m 
the hands of the oommiftee till the last 

' days of the session, and then the Dem­
oeratio leaders, in obedience to the 
orders of the notorious Faulkner, late 
chairman of the Demoeratio state oom< 
mittee, undertook to rush it through^ 
without consideration or examination. 
They failed, of course. The system of 
taxation which recent legislatures have 
labored to improve has been made 
wo,r,se rath'ef tha.n better. Corruption 
of all kinds', has -prevailed. Fublio 
rights, especially in New York oifcyi 
have been given over to private job­
bers. ' ' The broken and scattered legions 
of, the black horse oavalry, driven out 
of the oapitol in recent years, this year 
were re united into a compact oxganiza 
tion known as the " fo r ty thieves,'1 

When the history of this Legislature 
comes to be fully written up and under­
stood, it wili reveal a depth of depravi 
ty and a disregard oi public interests 
unequaled since the day when Tweed 
and his robber gang ruled preceding 
Democratic Legislatures.

The Legislature. 

The Legislature adjourned sine die on 
Friday noon. Old habitues of Albany 
any the oloBhig Boenes were marked 
by more wild disorder, -more reckless cir-
CUB performances, a more total disre­
gard and abandonment of the rules of 
deoornm and parliamentary usage, than 
was ever before witnessed in the oapitol, 
with t he possible exoeption Of similar 
scenes a t the winding up of the Legisla­
ture of 1871. No Legislature probably 
ever before adjourned with so muoh un­
completed work on its hands. In the 
Assembly 225 bills failed that had passed 
to a th i rd reading. The "total number 
of bills introduced in both houses was 
about 2,000 of whioh less than 800 have 
become laws— a n l that is probably sev 
.oral •hundreT'Tnore than should have

*©_ Seoretary Teller has been inter­
viewed as to his Indian policy. H e 
doeB not believe in granting lands in 
severalty to the Indians, stating that 
wherever that had been tried it had 
proved a failure/The lands soon going 
into the possession of white men. As 
regards the Important question of edu­
cation, it do6d not appear that the Sec­
retary speaks slightingly of the work 
done at Hampton, Carlisle and Forest 
Grove,but that he regards thoBe eohools 
as inadequate, and requiring to be sup­
plemented by industrial schools upon 
the reservations. Hampton and Oar* 
lisle will do for the training of teachers, 
but there are fifty thousand Indian 
ohildren, and the schools in which they 
are to be taught must be brought 
where they are. On this point the Sec. 
retary says: * 

The effort to educate the Indian chil­
dren haa thus far been very expensive 
and very unsatisfactory. The present 
appropriation bill gives us a little more 
money—8550,000 in alL This is not a 
large sum, but as muoh as could be 
used economically this year. Next 
year the appropriation ought to be 
larger. We want eduoation and labor 
schools combined. We want them 
near the tribes; schools which shall 
teach farming, etook raising, trades— 
praotioal labor schools.. The trouble 
has been heretofore that when the edu­
cated Indians went back to their tribes 
they found themselves without associ­
ates. They either drifted back into 
savage life—whioh was what usually 
happened—or left . the Indians, In 
either oase, they did their tribes no 
good.

The legislature was eleoted as a Dem­
ocratic body, but it has .been several 
weeks since any Democrat has been 
heard to brag over t'hftt fadt. From the 
day they assembled together at Albany 
[he Demooratio majority has been un­
able to act together and make any good 
use of their Btrength. The bolanoa of 
power- we~t to the capital "on the 
make," and if they have not suooeeded 
first ra te it haB been beoause of oiroum-
etanoea beyond their control, rather 
than from any" lack of disposition. 
There has been from the first very little 
Henae of party responsibility among 4he 
members—it has ,been rather a go-as-
you-please Legislature. Many consider 
it about the worst Legislature that has 
ever assembled, and it may have been in 
disposition to do wrong, but BO for as is 
yet known very little jobbery was ac­
complished. Some of' the work of t he 
Legislature was good—notably the in­
vestigation of insnranoe receiverships 
by the Assembly speoial oommittee. Of 
the actual work of legislation performed 
there is scaroely a single measure of any 
general importance to the Slate. Among 
the more important aots passed are the 
railroad commission bill—a pieoe of 
botohwork legislation which wouldn't be 
greatly mourned over should the Gover­
nor permi t it to quietly smother in his 
little pigeon-hole; resolutions proposing 
the submission to the people of consti­
tutional amendments for free canals, for^ 
local self-government in cities, to pre­
vent t h e inorease of local indebtedness, 
and to increase the number of Judges of 
the Supreme Court and certain oourts in 
New York,. Brooklyn and Buffalo; four 
anti-oleomargarine bills; the Sprague 
Excise bill for New York and Brooklon, 
abolishing the three-bed clause of the 
'present law; the Sharpe Receivership 
bill, making the State Treasurer a re­
ceiver-general, and the Attorney-Gen­
eral t he legal offioer in all oases, with 
power to deoide when a receiver" shall 
wind u p his truBt; the Field Civil Code, 
completing the series of codes; the Mil­
itary Code; the revision of the banking 
laws in a oode; the code of New York 
oily laws; two bills to purify primary 
eleotions, one applicable to Brooklyn 
and one to punish false Bwearing at cau-
ouaes; the appropriation of 31,000,000 
to complete the exterior of the new Oap­
itol; the repeal of the Usury lawln rela­
tion t o call loans of 85,000 and over; 
the bill to prevent theatre tioket specu­
lation; the Brooklyn Bridge bill, appro­
priating 81,250,000; the general surface 
railroad aot;this bjll permits the build­
ing of a railway on Broadway. The 
Tax-bill makes the rate for 1882 2 45 
muX_againBt 2 25 in 1881. The Sup­
ply bil l amounts to $743,000, a little less 
than last year. 

Ths attempt to impeach J u l g e West-
brook failed. Three reports were made 
by the Assembly Judioiary Oommittee 
—the- majority report, signed by Pouch-
er, Smith , Parker, Searl, MoOIelkind 
Bind Pot te r , making an elaborate defence 
of the Judge and holding that the evi­
dence did not warrant impeachment; a 
minority report, signed by Ohambettaia 
and Armstrong, dissenting from many 
of the statements and conclusions of the 
majority, yet concurring in the conclu­
sion that the impeachment of Judge 
Westbrook should not be recommended; 
and a minority report, signed by Oha-
pin, Morrison and Livingston, recom-, 
mending impeachment Until the re­
ports were presented, Messrs, Chamber­
lain and Armstrong were supposed to be 
in favor of impeachment. The motion 
of Mr. Roosevelt to substitute the mi­
nority for the majority report was lost 
by a vote of'84 to 27. The question 
then recurring on the adoption of the 
majority report it was agreed to— 
yeas 77, > nays 35, On both these votes 
MesarB. .Erwin and Godard are recorded 
in favor of impeachment and Mr, Cham­
berlain opposed. The huge majority 
vote seoured for the application of a 
ooat of whitewash to the soiled judioial 
ermine was seoured, by a lobby pressure 
rarely equalled in influence and power. 
Every known way of influencing a mem­
ber's vote is believed to have been 
adopted. If whitewash was to be ap­
plied at all it was felt that a very thick 
ooatiug was ' necessary to cover the 
stains, 'Vyhile perhaps some of the 
more seriouB charges against Judge 
Westbrook were not sustained, it is gen­
erally felt that the characterization of 
his oonduot by the majority report as 
"indiscreet and unwise" is altogether 
too mild to fitly desoribe his judioial 
aots. Although whitewashed by the 
Assembly, the effect of the Investigation 
must be greatly to impair his reputation 
and influence and he will not hereafter 
be ab le to oommand foil respeot i n the 
exercise of bis judicial functions. 

I t was the duty of this Legislature to 
pass a Congressional apportionment 
bill, bu t it was a duty left unperformed. 
When rural demoeratio newspapers and 
politicians qharge that tnia was the work 
~of republican obstrnotion ists, let them 
be confronted with the following Btate 
ment from that rabid demooratio news­
paper, the New York Sun: 

-Congressional apportionment failed 
through the bad faith and mismanage­
ment of the Democrats in the Assembly 
and the treachery of Mr. Thomas F . 
Grady, Chairman of the Senate Oom­
mittee on Apportionment, The com­
mittees on apportionment in the two 
Houses were appointed early in the ses­
sion. The Senate committee did noth­
ing whatever, and the Assembly oom­
mittee was BO inoompetent that When in 
the laet days of the session a bill pre­
pared by other hands was submitted to 
it, i t could not secure its passage. The 
bill tha t died on the Assembly table had 
the support of a dear majority, and 
would have been laid upon Gov. Cor­
nell's table had it been mtroduoed at au 
earlier day and supported in good faith.

The names of all 
of them need not be specified, but most 
effioient among tbem were Mr. Roose 
velt, republioan, Mr, Robb, democrat, 
Mr. Morrison, demoorat, Mr, Sprague, 
repnblioan.-MrvOrane, republican, Mr. 
Chapin, demoorat, M. J . Costello, dem­
oorat, Mr. Cock, democrat, Mr. Hick­
man, republioan, Mr. Farrar, republi­
can, Mr. Hunt, republican, Mr. Monk, 
republioan, Mr. O Neil, republioan, Mr.

I t is gratifying to see the name of our 
member, the Hon. Geo.

The Pomf 2Liquor L a w Dedared Un­
constitutional. 

The constitution of Ohio provides 
that "no license in intoxioating liquors 
shall hereafter be granted in this State, 
The Legislature at its last session enact­
ed a law, known as the "Pond liquor 
law,'1 which, among other stringent pro­
visions, required every person engaged 
in the liquor traffic to pay a uniform 
Bum of 8300 annually. The law went 
into effect May let and has been the 
cause of much exoited discussion and 
litigation. The German element has 
been especially bitter toward the Re­
publioan party for passing the law, and 
in revenge has turned in and aided the 
Democrats in oarrying several city elec­
tions. The law was resisted, prosecu­
tions and conviotions followed, and a 
test case1 was taken to the Supreme 
Court, where it was argued by Mr. 
West, Mr. Hoadley, and other distin­
guished lawyers. On the 30th u l t the 
Court decided, 4 to 1,' that the law was 
unconstitutional, holding that the pro­
vision requiring the payment of a spec­
ified sum annually is in effect a license 
within the inhibition of the section of 
the constitution, which provides that 
"no license in intoxicating liquors shall 
hereafter be granted in" this State,"

Sup­
pose our exoellent Commissioner Perri-
go should send oiroulars t o . all .h is 
teaohers " inviting" them to give two 
per cent, of their salaries for the sup­
port of the Republioan party and to 
seoure his own re-election. And sup­
pose he was in the habit of discharging 
his beat teachers if they did not vote as 
he wished, and .of putting in their place 
ignorant fellows who had worked for 
his eleotion. The people would rise in 
indignation, and, if he escaped tar and

Now, are not tho oierks of the Oustom 
House, the Post Offioe, the Treasury, 
the Pension and Patent Departments as 
worthy of fair treatment as the teach­
ers? 

This is what Civil Service Reform 
means. These government oierks are 
employed in the 'large -cities by hun 
dreds, and in Washington by thousands, 
Andrew Jookson first discharged a few 
for political reasons, and the practice 
has grown with our growth, t i l l now 
elections are carried by extorting money 
from them, and by promising their 
plaoes to political bummers. The re­
formers say these .clerks should be 
chosen for their intelligence and ability; 
that they should enter the lower grades 
and be promoted when worthy, and 
that so long as they faithfully serve 
their country their money should not 
be demanded to support any party. 

I do not agree with those reformers 
who wonld Bubject the higher officers 
to these rules. The chiefs, for instanoe, 
of the N, Y. Custom House and Post 
Office may well be appointed by the 
President, for their relations with the 
Cabinet are intimate, and in some oases 
political accord is necessary to carry 
but certain party principles. -But the 
duties of oierks and other minor officers' 
are no more political than those of sail­
ors or teachers. 

r I t is often said that everybody ought 
to have a ohanoe at the publio orib—as 
though it was free plundejr-^and this 
I believe to -be a grave error. What 
vast numbers it demoralizes! I n every 
large Village there are many, in every 
city hundreds, who waste their lives in 
vain scramble for offioe. Many a'man 
who might get an honest living, sad be 
of use to his family and the world, gets 
a taste of offioe and is henceforth spoiled 
for-ltfe. .Nothing is too mean for him 
if it brings political influenoe; he drinks 
with thoBe who drink, and corses with 
those who ourse; he drags aliens and 
convicts to the polls—he votes for Sa­
tan if he is on t h e tioket 1 He d ings to 
the ooat tails of some bigger politician 
and cries for offioe. He hangs around 
Albany or Washington, half starved, 
oonsuming the valaable time—the Peo­
ple's time—of Legislators, and harrow­
ing them with appeals for offioe to keep 
his family from starving. At last he 
gets an offioe, bu t in a year or two, jnBt 
as he begins, to understand his duties 
and be of real use, he is turned out, 
more helpless than ever, to make room 
for another. 

I s this .system beneficent? The oity 
of Washington contains thousands of 
these pitiful victims of-the political ma-
ohine. 

I have in my railroad experience seen 
the disastrous result of this BVBtem, or 
lack of system. I have seen a new su­
perintendent with despotic power dis 
charge the trained and faithful engin­
eers and conductors, tp make room for 
his personal friends, and blunders and 
horrible acoidents followed. 
. If the American people want the"* gov­
ernment work well and economically 
done, they must employ trained and 
faithful men, and judge them by their 
work, and not by their political opin­
ions or donations. 

And, put t ing it on very low grounds, 
it is policy for the Republioan party to 
enforce its oft repeated platform of civil 
servioe reform. The Democrats nearly 
eleoted Mr, Tilden, and if the votes and 
not the electors had been counted they 
would nearly have elected Gen. Han­
cock. ' There is a suspicion among the 
people,-that long power has corrupted 
the Republican party, and it is quite 
possible we may 'be afflicted with a 
Demooratio President in 1884. If he 
finds the Spoils system in force, what 
-slaughter there will bet His ax will 
flash through the. air and heads of Re­
publican officers will roll in the dust 
like hailstonesl 

And when all the ofjbera are Demo­
crats, and they are a ir assessed for a 
mighty "Demooratio fund, and all the 
vast machinery of the government is 
set going to keep the Demooratio party 
in power, how will the clergy preach

New inventions oome and take the 
plaoe of old ones that go, but we doubt 
if tho new brands of "but te r" will over 
diBplaoe tho dairy artiole. Evory week 
hundreds of pounds of oleomorgarino, 
batterino or-suene are sold to the oon-
riding housewife by huoksters, disguised 
as farmers, who go aboat the streets 
solioiting trade for their "fresh dairy 
bu t t e r . ' In rnost Instanoes the houBo-
wife iB deooived by the artiole. Tue an-
pearnnoe of the artiole is so cunningly 
colored to resemble butter that tho 
hookater has but little diflloulty in sell 
ing it for 25 oents a ponud. He has it 
both in neat little prints, with a figure 
stamped on tho top, or, else in tubs, 
whioh resemble those from the dairy 
sections. 

The trade in bogus batter is not con­
fined alone to huoksters, bat many store­
keepers expose it for salp for good bat-
tor. Others keep it in stook to. supply 
tho demand, and sell it for what it IB. 
This is notably the oase in tho public 
market. The bogus buttor soils ot from 
15 to 25 oents a pound, and good dairy 
butter from 28 to 82 oents. 

At present there are two artifioial but­
ter establishments in this oity, one tho 
,'iAlbany Manufacturing Company," on 
(the corner of Quay and GanesyBort 
'streets, where oleomargarine (oil) is 
manufactured and sent to the diflereut-
"oreameries" in this section. One of 
the branohes is the Gteenbush Cream­
ery; the other is oonduoted by Whipple 
Si Co., who manufacture the grease un­
der the name of "but ter ine." At pres­
ent their factory is on Pleasant street, 
but a ,JP6W and more commodious 
"oreamery'' is being fitted up on Clin­
ton avenue, where many poands of but­
terine will be turned oa t daily. The 
proprietors of this ooneern take pride in 
the article manufactured, and olaim that 
it is as nioe as any dairy butter . One 
of the firm opened a tub branded "bat­
terino oreamory bntter," and loosening 
the oloth on top, whioh was oovered 
with salt, exhibited a truly deceptive ar­
tiole. Tho flavor was'tBat of dairy bat­
ter aud tho color of the beBt Alderney 
brand. As a testimonial to the favor in 
whioh the ortiole is held he exhibited a 
lettgBfrom Herkimer oonnty oulling for 
five tnbs of the artifioial butter. A 
postscript to the letter said "Don ' t send 
any other." 

Some oommiesion honses deal almost 
exclusively in oleomargarine or butter­
ine, and olaim that it is more profitable. 
They sell it for what it is, and if the 
hnokster or retail grooer palms it off on 
the people it is not tue. fanlt of the 
wholesale dealer. One dealer in artifi 
oial bntter said that oleomargarine wai 
a godsend to the poor man, l o r i ' it had 
not been for this new butter, the farmer 
would have run his prioe up to 80 oents 
or SI a pound this winter. , The artiole 
i« wholesome. The new batter or bat-
terine is made from beef (oanl fat) oil, 
three parts, and milk and dairy batter 

Letters are also printed from ex 
Marshal Lonis F . Payn, 8. B. French, 
polioe commissioner of New York, O.M. 
Dennison a'hd A. B. Johnson, of Utioa, 
Btating that they were present at the 
conference at Mr. Arthur's bouse in 
NeV York, that they all advised Sena­
tor Oonkling to stand for re-eleotion, 
and that Gen. Sharpe, who was pres­
ent, was urgent and emphatic in giving 
each advice.

As soon as spring opened and 
lumber began to arrive building re­
oeived a great impetus. Many very 
large and substantial structures -are up 
or in prooess of erection, while others 
and still finer ones are to be built im­
mediately. Larimore now contains 
four good hotels in aotive operation 
with a oombined capacity of over 200 
guestp; two regular boarding houses, 
besides numerous private families that 
entertain the pnblio; another large ho 
tel is bnildlng, and during the snmmer 
still another, and the largest and finest 
one in the Territory of Dakota will be 
built. Three extensive restaurants have 
been in operation for eome time, whioh, 
in addition to supplying meals to large 
orowds daily, furnish sleeping accom­
modations IOT about 100, whioh makes 
the total lodging capaoity of Larimoro's 
publio houses about 400. There are 
eight general stores, all with large 
stocks and^good bnildings, and another 
to be established in a week, three hard­
ware stores and. two more about to be 
built, a large furniture store, three 
flour and feed stores, two drag stores, 
jewelry store, two bakeries, harness 
shop, with another building, two shoe 
shops, two grocery stores, a large and 
prosperous banking house, six lumber 
yards, five farming machinery and im­
plement dealers, two eight pBge news­
papers, a wholesale liqaor house, two 
.blaoksmith shops, carpenter shop, four 
livery, solo end feed barns, two barber 
shops, numerous office buildings for 
law, land, lumber and maohinery busi­
ness, seven saloonsr-a fine depot build­
ing, large government freight bonse, a 
large nnmber of elegant dwelling 
houses just being completed, and al­
most innumerable temporary oottagos 
and shanties. 

Brown A donkey are putting up a 
good building to be occupied by Ben­
nett & Knight with a drug store and 
Dr. Oonkey as an offioe. Mr. Brown 
is lately from Potsdam, New York, and 
has put np two good business houses in 
Larimore .since coming here early in 
the spring.

A description of tbe different kinds and grades 
of buttor may bo timely. . 

Creamery butter, Boinotlmea called Bwitt, or 
Philadelphia, or spring bouae butter, la now the 
londiiiij style and make of batter In this conn try. 
Its diattnctlvB feature la that farmora haul tho milk 
to a common center, whore It la aot in cold spring 
water at a temperature from it to CO degrees, 
thereby putting it In control {I. b milk muat not 
sour) of a akilful maker who with all appllancea for 
akllful handling tarna oat a first-clana, unirorm,w«]l 
flavored buttor. Batter Is* now made in thlt way 
at thousands of croamorlea from Conneoticnt to 
Colorado, running from W0 to 1,000 cow* each, 
handling the milk as it la takou from the cow and 
turning out what la known and called regular make 
creamory butter. 

Cream creameries aro difforont Inatcad 0! haul­
ing the milk to tho spring hotuo and thoro holding 
it In control by tho cold spring watar, the milk H 
sot on tho farm in variablo temperatoroa, akimmod 
at longor or shorter in terra la, and then carried to 
tho cri-am creamery where It la churned and made 
into butter., a product making rank below the reg. 
uiar crMrnory apring water made and known aa 
cream oreamgry. 

Imitation crtamory Is a butter mado from milk 
act at homo and from cream aklmmed at homo and 
churned on tbe farm, bat not worked or salted 
thero; it la called for at a gtvon hour by a rounda-
man who take* it to head quartora, where It la 
worked and salted and picked for market aa Imlta-
tion creamery butter. 

Factory bntter dlffora from this In tho fact that 
it oomprlsoa oollootlona of all batter made on the 
farm aaltod or npulted, taken to atores for barter 
and trade, varioui In quality and Irregular In con-
dlUon, got together, pefhapa, 100 or 300 or BOO bar­
rels a week, and conglomerated Into what ti known 
aa factory bntter,'tualagoua to what used to he 
callod store packed bntter, a product oi pioneer 
farming which loiaeua as Improved procesaoa dis­
place It. 

Dairy bntter la made entirely upon the farm. 
Tho market ia strong and aotivo on all ftradoa.
