With this month oloees the- spring of 
1882. .It oan be characterized aa wet*, 
cold .and backward. Apples, oherries, 
•lilacs and other fruit and flowering trees 
andshrabsare jaat beginning to blos­
som. E.rly potatoes and garden veg­
etables are just appearing above gronnd. 
We have bad many oold rains whioh, al 
though not favorable to a rapid growth 
of vegelation, have had a most bene­
ficial effect in preventing the ravagee of 
the army worm whioh under the leavea 
in the woodB andjieside the fences had 
enrvived the winter in enoh nnmbers. 

Olbadiness—This month has giv­
en na bnt 6 entirely clear days; of 
the remainder, 15 have been partly dear 
and 10 cloudy. 

Bain—Upon the 2nd there was a 
slight fall oi snow. Rain has fallen 
upon 12 days, the greatest amoant at 
any one time being 1.12 in. on the 10th. 
The total rain-fall for the ..month is 3.87 
in. Six of'our storms came from the 
northeast, 3 from the northwest, 2 from 
the southwest, and 1 from the east. 

Wind—Northeast 13 times, northwest 
8 times, from the southwest 13 times, 
and from the east once. 

Temperature—^The highest tempera­
ture was reaohed on Sunday, the 21st, 
when it was 81°; the lowest was 26°, on 
Saturday, the 6th; range, 56°. The 
mean temperature for the month io 
51.56°, giving an average of 14.74s 

above that of the preceding month. 
Mean temperature at 6 a. m., 44.71°; at 
6 p. m., 58.42°.

These are teachers- who are raroly ex­
celled in their several departments. In 
managing young obildren " the Fuller 
girls" poet-ess that tact, judgment, pa-
tionoe and discretion so necessary to 
snooees in primary eohools. I will not 
trespass upon your spaoe by '• report­
ing" the exeroiseŝ  and will only say 
that they all boro testimohyto the oare-
ful training and thorough drill whioh 
tho pnpils, young and old, at this 
sohooi reoeive.

About 5 o'clock TaeBday morning fire 
was discovered aoming out of the ex 
treme peak near the northern gable qf 
H, Bodeo'e large flouring mill situate 
on Lake and Itiver streets at ttiu south­
erly end of tho bridge in O^deusburg. 
The firemen qniokly responded to cue 
alarm, both steamers were brought into-
requieition and the flreuieu b} 7 u'ul.jok 
had ooinplete control of the fire uu<! 
had ancoeeded in saving all but the Bo-
dee mill whioh was a total loss. 

Mr. Bodee estimates his-loss at''850> 
000- in round numbers, on whioh was 
an inenrauoe of S44.600, divided among 
the local agencies as follows: $28,800 
on the building and 815,800 on contents. 

The origin of the fire is problematical. 
The mill had not been running daring 
the past ten days, so it could"not have 
resulted from friction or heated jour­
nals. On Monday some men were 
woking in a dark room in the extreme 
top of the mill, and it ia thought that a 
spark might in Borne way .have dropped 
into the dnttt and smouldered all night. 

- While the fire was the hottest, both 
the Parker mill and the buildings on 
the opposite side of Lake street were in 
great danger, the paint on the signs 
andjwraiees was scorched till it blis­
tered. 

The steamers worked splendidly, de­
livering two"'streams each, with foroe 
enongh to oover every point of -danger. 
Taey proved good property to have on 
hand. One drafted her water from the. 
oanal arJQ the other from the tail race of 
the westerly Bide of the basin. 
' The water' works did not meet exrjeo 

tattoos. The streams had not sufiloient 
power to reaoh the peak of the roof, 
and oonfieqaently the main dependence 
bad to be placed upon the Bteamers.— 
Journal.

Sequel to the North Wooda Tragedy 

People will remember that oonBidera-
ble exoitement was caused last summer 
by an assault upon Mrs. George Bnll, of 
Philadelphia, by a North Woods guide 
named Parker. Mrs. Bull claimed that 
while .Parker was guiding her through 
the woods to Senator Piatt's camp on 
Blue Mountain Lake he made a original 
assanlt npon her. When she arrived at 
tbe camp she made a complaint against 
Parker, but before he oonld be seized 
by the men in the camp be made his 
escape and fled .to Canada, where-he 
was arrested and taken baok. On the 
night of his arrival in the Adirondaok 
region he went to bed in a. hotel hand-
oufied to a constable. Curing the night 
be made his escape and left the consta­
ble and handcuffs in bed. He was traced 
to his haunt in the woods and a consta­
ble or sheriff arranged for a conference 
with turn, assuring .him that he should 
not be arrested or. harmed. This he 
agreed to, and the officer, in violation of 
'his promise, shot Parker down like a 
dog. He died after a few hours of in­
tense suffering.' 

The Albany Argus says: "It is inti­
mated that the Hamilton county grand 
jury will indict George Bull, of Phila­
delphia, for complicity in the shooting 
of the guide, Parker, last summer in the 
North Woods. It will be remembered 
that Parker outraged Mrs. Bull, who 
was traveling under his escort, and that 
the guide- was shot while endeavoring to 
escape from a constable who arrested 
him. While at one of the hotels, Mr. 
Bull abused some of the -guides, whom 
he believed to be in collusion with the 
one that committed the aasanlt. These 
men are determined to uake him suffer. 
Last week Mr. Bull's wife died, and he 
has been-prrvately notified that an effort 
is being made to have the grand jury of 
Hamilton oounty find a bill against him, 
oharging him aa an accessory to the 
murder..of the guide." 

The Utioa Observer adds: "There 
are many points in this peculiar case 
that have never been made public, but 
they are full of interest and may some 
day be told, Now that the two princi­
pal characters m the tragedy are dead, 
the whole story may be bronght ont in 
court if Mr. BoB is indioted and tried. 
Nothing will be gained by Buoh a pnbli 
cation, but the story may satisfy the 
publio that some things are stranger 
than others."
