A ohild brought up fftth Germana 
will talk German; with French, French 
with English, English; with the Ital-
lane, Italian. We all learn to talk, and 
the ohild will learn to talk the language 
it hears, whatever that may be. And 
if the ohild hears low, volgar, coaree, 
inelegant language, it will learn to use 
that language, and will oee it. And if 
chaste, pare, elegant, elevated conver­
sation, the child will imbibe the-same 
taste. It behooves parents to take care 
of the manner and substance of what 
they say before their children, and it ia 
also very dear that the Billy, nonsensi­
cal staff talked to children is not only 
very silly, bnt equally injurious. 

Children will talk as they hear others 
talk. Parents and others are constantly 
educating this faculty in phildren by 
their conversation. To be able to Bpeak 
easily, elegantly and correctly is a val­
uable power. If there are young men 
who wish to acquire this power they 

• mnat speak; they must form debating 
eooietiee, and go at it, no matter how 
many blunders they make. They will 
soon come to excel those -pho langh at 
them. Attend religions meetings, and 
apeak there; utter yocr thoughts and 
sentiments. Express your ideas on as 
great a variety of subjects as possible. 
Learn to give utterance to all your 
ideas. Language should be cultivated 
in connection with memory, so that wt 
oan at any time tell anything we know. 
How many men there are who know a 
"great deal whioh would be of great eer 
vioe to the community if they had onh 
cultivated the power to communicate it 
Much is thus lost to mankind. The 
treasure is there, but to all the rest of 
mankind it is a sealed book. They de­
rive no advantage from the experience, 
a'nd the acquirements, and the reason­
ing of suoh men. Children and youths 
should be enoonraged to talk. The old 
idea was that " children should have 
eyes and ears, and no tongae," The 
faculty cannot be cultivated in that 
way."' Children must talk, and mnst be 
guided in their talk and .conversation if 
-they-are~to-beooip:e- expert in tberffge 51 
language, "Women have the faculty in. 
a higher degree than men. They are 
greater talkers than men. They have 
Stronger sooial feelings, whioh leads ,to 
the exeroise of this faculty; they are in 
society more'; they talk more to chil­
dren. Women are more eloquent than 
men. Men are engaged in business, in 
thought, and depress the faoulty by 
want of exeroise; while' wometi, by ex­
ercising the faoulty, aro constantly 
strengthening it.

. WomanV Xriieriority. 
Miss M. A. Hordaker is engaged in an 

earnest effort to prove the physical and 
mental inferiority of woman. She holds 
that one of the many influences that 
tend to make women inferior to men is 
maternity. The bearing and the rear­
ing of a ohild constitute a drain on a 
woman's physical and mental resources. 
The mere time required in the process 
takes away so much of her life as to 
leave her unequally matched with man 
in the pursuit of art, literature or soi 
enoe. Anna-Dickinson asserts that this 
is mere thedry and arrays against it the 
faot that nearly all the most influential 
women of the country are mothers and 
grandmothers, and of them she says 
"whatever vitality they may have ex­
pended in maternity has been amply 
compensated by their richer experi­
ence." Tho editor of the Cincinnati 
Gazette is inolined to think that neither 
of the female disputants has gone to the 
root of the matter. He believes that 
motherhood really does retard the men­
tal development of women, but not be 
oaaee It lessens their vitality so much aa 
because it renews periodically their own 
ohildhood. "The mother," says the 
eminent philosopher, "is mentally born 
again, becoming in herself a little child, 
and even a worshiper of the preternat­
ural intelligence of her babe; regarding 
its starjing eyes and bizarre motions as 
wonderful precocity; her speech red no 
ed to primitive sounds which appear to 
be a communication between her moth­
er and her infant, but whioh to others 
are gibberish; her mind going baok to 
her babe's beginning, and following ite 
slow development; and what is more, 
looking npon it as prodigious bright­
ness, perilous to its life, constraining all 
others to admire its performance; 'thus 
having; it not only her own mental para­
gon, but making it sit heavily on all 
comers." Perhops, observee.the Buffalo 
Courier, if the mothers were not so 
taken up with their families they would 
not leave the discussion of this interest­
ing snbjeot to two old maids and a man.
