An Albany correspondent gives some 
of the salient points of the new orlmin 
al oode whioh goes into effect in thJS 
State on the first of December next 
There are radical changes in the defi­
nitions of orimes and misdemeanors and 
the punishments thereof, as well as 
sundry additions to the Hats of acts 
deemed oriminah Seotion 22 of title J> 
reads as follows; " No act committed by 
a person while ha a state of voluntary 

intoxioation shall be deemed Jess crim- _ 
inal by reaBon of his having been in the past few days by the leaking out of 
suoh condition." But whenever the a little 
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I eration for tho chance, whethef caH**1* -
lottery, rofite, gift enterprise, of'ty' 
some other name. The penalty i* not 
more than two years* imprisonment 0* 
not more than $1,000 fine, or both* 
Chapter 12 of title 15 regulates the Mia <-
of passage tickets and shuts up iba 

of tho scalpers. As to bribAiJs 
the offenders, either he who offers; the 
bribe or he who accepts it, is punisha­
ble with imprisonment for not mora 
than ten years or by a fine of not more 
than $5,000, or both . 

As the laws now stand, the testimony 
pf a husband or -wife against eaoh other 
is inadmissible. Section 7X5 provides 
that the husband or wife of a person 
mdioted or accused of a crime is la ail 
coses a competent witness on the exam­
ination or trial of each person, bat i d i -
ther husband nor wife can be oompeUed 
to disolose a confidential oomnaumaatlon 
made by one to the other daring their 
marriage. It w also provided that 
women can no longer be sent to tho 
State prison; if oonvioted of folony 
they must go to the penitentiaries

Mr. Wilde, &W having taken the 
highest honorff i Trinity College, 
Dnblin, went /j. & Oxford to October, 
1S74, bavinapTjY n a demyship (scholar­
ship)'at Ms%<rdlcn Oollege^—the most 
beautiful college in Oxford. He soon 
began to show his taste for art and 
ohina, and before he bad been at Oxford 
very long," his rooms were quite the 
show ones of the college, and of the, 
university too. He was fortnnate 
enough to obtain the best situated 
rooms in the aollege, on what is oalled 
the kitchen stalroase, having a lovely 
view over the river Oherwell and the 
beautiful Magdalen walks and Magdalen 
bridge.

element to constitute a particular spe-
oies or degree of crime the jury may 
take into consideration tbe fact that the 
acoused wasictoxioated at the time in 
determining the pnrpose, motive or in­
tent with whioh he committed tbe aot. 

A person attempting suicide is guilty 
of felony, punishable with not more 
than two years' imprisonment or a fine 
not exceeding #1,000. or both. Abor 
tion is made manslaughter in the first 
degree, for whioh the penalty is not less 
than five months nor more than twenty 
years. There will be three degrees of 
assault, and two eaoh of grand and 
petit larceny. The latter offence is 
made a misdemeanor instead of a felo­
ny. Bobbery in the first degree is pun­
ishable.by imprisonment for a term of 
yeara not less than five. The right to 
carry pistols will no longer exist, for 
seotion 412 says: " A person who car­
ries oonoealed abont his person any 
kind of firearms, fieing loaded or partly 
loaded, or any kind of sharp or danger­
ous weapon suoh as is usually employed 
in attaok or defence of the person, is 
guilty of a misdemeanor." 

The oode further provides that if a 
person willfully and with intent to 
commit a felony or to injure, disfigure 
or 'disable, infliots' upon" the person of 
another an injury whioh seriously dis­
figures his person by any mutilation 
thereof, is guilty of maiming, and is 
punishable by imprisonment for not 
less than three nor more than fifteen 
years. 

I t is a felony for a- person oharged 
with a felony to esoape from oustody, 
and a misdemeanor if he is oharged 
with a misdemeanor. Here is a ourious 
seotion, No. 147, title 7, ohapter 7: "A 
person oonoemed in any raoing, run­
ning or other trial of speed between 
horses or other animals "within one mile 
of the plaae where court is aotually sit­
ting, is guilty of a misdemeanor-" 
Conspiracy is a misdemeanor. The 
orderly and peaoeable assembling or co­
operations of persons employed in any 
calling, trade or handicraft for the pur­
pose of obtaining an advance in the 
rates of wages or compensation, or of 
maintaining suoh rates, is not a con­
spiracy if none of the sots or things 
prohibited in the sections defining con­
spiracy be done or agreed to be done. 
But if two or more persons conspire 
either to prevent^ another .from exercis­
ing a lawfnl trade or oalling, or doing 
any other lawful aot' by force, threats, 
intimidation, or by interfering or 
threatening to interfere with tools, im­
plements—or property belonging to or 
used by another or witb the use or em­
ployment thereof, eaoh of them "is 
gnilty of a misdemeanor. 

Among the provisions nnder the head­
ing *•Crimes Against Beligious Liberty 
and Consoience," profane swearing is 
pnnisbable with a fine of a dollar for 
eaoh orTenoa A person swearing in the 
presence and hearing of a magistrate 
may be summarily committed to jail 
for ten days. All manner of unneces­
sary servile labor., is Sabbath breaking. 
Shooting, fishing, etc., and all noises 
disturbing the peace of tho day are 
prohibited on Snndays, and any theat­
rical, operatic minstrel or other stage 
entertainment, and all persons aiding 
any suoh show are gnilty of a misde­
meanor, including every ownet or lessee 
who. lets the place for snch purpose. 
All processions and parades on Sunday 
are forbidden, excepting only funeral 
processions for tbe aotnal burial of the 
dead and processions to and from a 
place of worship in connection with a 
religious service tnerd~oelebrated. At a 
military funeral rhusia may be played 
while esoorting the body, but not within 
one block of a ohuroh where servioes 
are being held. Sabbath breaking is 
pnnisbable witb a fine of not less than 
$1 nor more than $10, or imprisonment 
for not more than five days, or both; L 
for violations of the sections oonoeming |
