Senator to ocoupy the seat made vacant 
by the resignatic & of Senator Conkiing.

Lake Champlain Bailroad, bn t as a 
member of the Commission he will rep­
resent no special industry to the exclu­
sion of others. On the tariff question 
his views are eaid to be in favor of a 
moderate protection of every important 
industry needing protection. 

John L* Hays ih a native of Cam­
bridge, Maes., and is 60 years old. He 
was acting commissioner of patents un­
der President Lincoln. Since 1865 he 
has been Seoretary oi the National As­
sociation of Wool Manufacturers, He 
is editor of The United States Industrial 
Directory and of The Bulletin, published' 
by ttfe wool .man of actor ere. Mr. Haye 
.has written many legal,, political and 
scientific papers, among whioh is one on 
1 'The Protective Question at Home and 
Abroad." 

Henry W. Oliver. J r . , of Pittsburg, 
Pa., was born in Ireland in 1840, and is 
an extensive iron manufacturer. In 
1881 he was the Cameron candidate for-| 
TJ. S. Senator. His appointment was 
reoommended by the I ron and Steel As­
sociation. * 

Austin M. Garland, of 8pringfield, 
111,, is about 55 years old. He is an 
agriculturist and a writer of acknowl­
edged ability upon agricultural topics, 
H e is seoretary of the Illinois Board of 

Agriculture and president of t he Na­
tional Wool Growers' Association, and 
SB regarded as the highest practical au­
thori ty in the country npon sheep hus­
bandry. He is a Republican in politics 
and a believer in the efficacy of a pro­
tective tariff. 

Jacob A. Ambler, of Salem, Ohio, 
was born in 1829. He was a member of 
the State Legislature in 1858 and 1859. 
I n the latter year he was appointed 
Judge of the IXth Judicial Distriot, 
serving until 1867. He was elected to 
the XLIst and XLIId Congresses as a 
Republican. 

John Smith Phelps, of Missouri, was 
born in 1814. He served in Congress 
a s a Democrat from December 1, 1845 
to March 3, 1863, Dur ing part of the 
war he was colonel of the 25th-Missouri 
Regiment of Union Volunteers. H e was 
for a time Military Governor of Arkan­
sas, and from 187? to 1881 he was Gov­
ernor of Missouri, „.. 

Kobert P . Porter, of'ffie District of 
Columbia, was born in England about 

' th i r ty years ago, but he h a s lived in this 
country since he was twelve years old. 
H e was for some time one of the editors 
of Tlie Chicago Inter'Ocean, in whioh 
position he distinguished himself by his 
familiarity with statistios. For nearly 
two years he has been engaged in tbe 
Oeflfcus Office upon statistics relating to 
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taxation, publio and private indebted­
ness and wealth; and railroad, telegraph 
and canal lines. * 

John W. H . Underwood, of Borne, 
Ga,, was born in 1816. H e was admit-. 
ted to the bar in 1834, was Solicitor-
General for the Western Oironit from 

. 1843 to 1847 and was elected as a Demo­
crat to the XXXVIth Congress. After 

. serving a little mope than a year, he re­
signed in January, 1861, to join the 
Confederacy. Since the war he has 
practised law. 

Duncan F. Kenner is a native of 
Louisiana, where he was a prominent 
W h i g politician before t he war. H e is 
o n e oi the largest sugar planters in the 
Sta te , and' is a man of great energy and 
business capacity. 

Sinoe the above was p a t in type tele­
g rams announce the declination of both 
2£r. Wheeler and Mr, Phelps. Mr. 
Wheeler ' s refusal to serve does not sur­
pr i se those who know t h e condition of 
h i s health, bnt it is a misfortune tha t 
t h e country cannot have t h e benefit of 
h i s services. H e is about t he only'man 
named who has a national reputation 
a n d commands the entire confidence of 
t h e people . « _

The 
platform endorses the administration of 
President Arthur, and approves " the 
moderate and patriotic oourBe pursued 
by,hint*aitfit3 the ' ̂ ttfbarrassing oiroum-
stances" attending hia elevation to tbe 
office. I t affirms the principle of pro­
tection, and demands that the traffic in 

} intoxicating liquors shall bear its dne 
proportion of the public burdens. The 
constitution now provides that license 
fees cannot be exacted on account of .the 
sale of suoh liquors, and the P o n d bill, 
which undertook to levy such fees, hav­
ing been declared unconstitutional by 
the supreme oourt, the Republican par­
ty of Ohio intends to appeal to the mor­
al sense of the people of the state to 
have that^prohibition stricken out of the 
constitution, so that the liquor traffic, 
whioh has grown so great in Ohio, and 
whioh threatens by its disregard of the 
Sabbath to undermine the morals and 
peaoe of society, can be regulated like 
any other gigantic evil. This will be 
one of the iBaues—in fact, the only issue 
—of the campaign, and a warm canvass 
is likely" to result. A seoretary of state, 
u. justice of the supreme court, and a 
member of the board of publio works, 
are the only officers to be eleoted. The 
ticket is Baid to be a very strong one, 
and the Republicans of O iio go into 
the .canvass with a united front and the 
determination to achieve an old-fashion­
ed victory.

That after the first favorable trial even 
greater experiments with animals and 
hnmiyi beings shall be made, they 
agreeing to find the ' human victims; 3. 
That their success shall reap a substan­
tial pecuniary reward. They appeal ^ to 
all persons interested in the cause of hu­
manity to aid themun the realization of 
this projeot by communicating with 

them. w

So to give all the boys an equal obanoe 
it was suggested the girls be wrapped 
up in sheets, so as to be completely un­
recognizable.

"After all the fair ones were disposed 
of, the order was given to " haul up the 
sheets," and then ensued an indescrib­
able soene of mingled happiness and 
disappointment. Maidens who had 
been purchased for a mere song, owing 
to a lack of bidders, turned out to be 
the beat looking girls in the town, while 
beings whose sylph-like appearance un­
der a sheet excited the greatest admira­
tion, and drew hard earned money from 
unwilling pooket books, were found to 
be most commonplace creatures indeed."

pension bureau is that 8300,000,000 will 
be required to meet demands arisiog 
under the*arrears of pension aot during 
the next few years. Add to this the 
pensions under the regular law and the 
total for the period ending June 30, 
1886, is swollen to 8425.000,000. When

Intiido Hik tory of tbo A t t e m p t to R e -
Eleot M r . Conkiing, an Rolatod 

by Gen- Sha rpe . 
At his home in Kings-ton, on the 9tb 

inst., Gon. George H< Sharpe was vinit-
ed by a reporter of the N Y.' Tribune, 
to whom he made a eomprebeuBive 
statement respecting tho candidacy of 
Mr. OouBling for re-eleotiuu to the Sen­
ate au^i his own relation to that oaDdi-
dooy. We quote as follows: 

What I_i}Qff *my to you in reply is 
this: Mr. Unnkling retigueJ for the 
purpose of being a oandidate for re­
election. He sought to introduce into. 
Amerioau politios^tbe English method 
of resigning aud obtaining u reiudurw' 
mont from his coutititueuc'v, .u order 
that ho might wage war upon the Ad­
ministration uutrammded by party 
obligtitiooa. So trno was this that his 
friends in Albany wore informed by the 
mofat expoditiouB method*. A Hpeciul 
messenger waB bent.from Wushmgtnu 
to Albany bearing tbo le turs of 'resig­
nation, and from that nieNei-ugor it was 
ascertained that Mr. CouklinK expeoted 
immediate bt*ps to bo tokm by his 
friends to iu^ire hia reelection. I was 
myself informed from Washington ..hat 
he was to lie reelected. I wa« also 
asked to invite him by telegram to meet 
hia frii'nda in New Yurk to 'COUHUII 
about tho step* to be takou. I refrained 
from sending any aaoh telegram. Oth­
ers were* urged to &oud telegrumn of 
like purport. But at least out1 promi­
nent friend of Mr. Conkiing tilao re­
trained from doing so. I t was notori 
pas in Albany that the meesting^r who 
brought the resignations stated without 
reserve that a reelection was expected 
by the resigned Senators. Tho day 
aftor the receipt of the resignations, a 
meeting was held of members of the 
Assembly uudert-too.l to be Stalwarts, 
to consult in regard to future aotion. 
An effort bad been made to secure the 
attendance of all who were looked up­
on as Stalwarts, but leas than fifty at­
tended. Of these some left the room 
before the meeting adjourned without 
giving any reason. ~A divarsily of sen­
timent appeared among those present, 
and I felt called upon to proteot from 
attack snob members as announced that 
they could not vote for Mr. Oonkling's 
reeleotion. * * * Impressed by the 
force of these facta I went td*New YoriH 
in the hope that when tLey eurue tu be 
presented t j our friends some other 
conolufiion would be reached than tbe 
one wbioh had been decided upon at 
Washington, On the day alluded to in 
the septuple letter I went to General 
Arthur's boose in the afternoon. He 
waa engaged, I think, writing letters iD 
his library upstairs, and while I waa 
waiting in the parlor Messrs John F. 
Smyth and Charles M. D^nuison came 
to call also—not together, but Beany at 
tbe same time. Their arrival I thit,k 
preceded that of any other callers ex-
oept myself. Xuoeo gentlemen and my 
self had an p*rues conversation with 
reference to the impending atruggie. 
We agreed thut Mr. Conklmg's resig­
nation wu» a blunder, aad-b-t^-preSHir 
candidacy for reeltvtiou a greater one; 
and from our mtimnte knowledge of 
the members and their views, ve came 
to the conclusion uoauimously that Mr. 
Oonkling's reelection was problematical. 

And I assert that it was there agreed 
upon and understood between Measrs. 
Denntson, Smyth and myself, that if it 
were possible we woald-p^ca'ent fno!s to 
Mr. Conkiing to change bis mind. We 
did indeed discuss with much serious­
ness the difficulty of presenting auy 
faot to Mr. Conkiing that did not oom-
oide wi:h his wi.«he$. When Mr. Conk­
iing cume he, as is usual with him, 
substantially engrossed the conversa­
tion. Toere was no suggestion or 
understanding that this was a confer­
ence. It was not asserted or assumed 
that these men had m*.-t ur been called 
together for the purpose of deciding 
the qaestiou of Mr. Oonkling's candi­
dacy. That this was euch'a conference, 
was truthfully deuied at- that time, and 
is now untruthfully alJegod to compass-
another and a different purpose. There 
was no concealment of tne faot that Mr. 
Oonkhng expected a reelection from the 
Legislature, He desired, however, to 
have it appear that this reelection 
should come to him withont solicitation, j 
Mr. Oonkhng said in the Herald inter- j 
view: " My going to Albany was one of 
the moat reluctant aots of my life." 
That is trn«. He did not want t > go to 
Albany. He wanted to be reelected 
without his appearing to have s hand ID 
it. He continually referred to his re­
luctance. T b e reference was so fre­
quent, that I saw the opportunity to 
make the suggestions whioh had passed 
between Denniaon/'Smyth and myself; 
and in the hopV tha t it would have tbe 
effect to change his decision, I told him 
that if he expected to be reelected, bisr 
presence in Albany Was indispensable. 
I referred to the changed temper of the 
RepubboanB in tbe Legislature, and 
said that 'nothing but his presence in 
Albany, with tbe assistance of all the 
friends he could mneter from different 
parts of the State, could secure hie re­
election; and I added, that with all 
tbis, the event was not certain. Some 
doubt being thrown upon these state­
ments, lists of the members' of tbe 
Senate and Assembly were produced, 
and the names were canvassed one by 
one, the process occupying tbe greater 
part o f j i i e interview. It wis demon­
strated that the S"nate W»B largely 
againat him* and that leee than one huff 
the Republican members of the Assem­
bly could'be dfpended upon to vote for 
him in the first instance.

S0UTHJ2BH EJECTION FRAUDS 

S P E E C H , O F H O N A. X. P A R K E R -

The oontest in the House df Repre­
sentatives over tho contested elootion 
cases, resulting in the unseating -of 
several Southern Democrats, hits ro-"' 
vealed in the clearest possible light the 
illegal methods adopted by tho Demo­
cratic party in the South to secure' rep­
resentation in Oongroso, Iu no instance 
was the assault upon tho ballot box 
more openly and brazonly conducted 
than in the Sooond Congressional dis­
trict of South Carolina in 1880. Iu tbe 
debates this has been known as the 
Maokey-O'Oonnor contested eleotion 
oase, and its salient features arc doubt­
less somewhat familiar to our readers. 
Iu the consideration of this oase by the 
House on the ilOth alt., a speech was 
made by the Hon, A. X. Parker, in 
whioh ts brought out iu a more vivid 
manner than we havo seen presented 
elsewhere the extent of the frauds in 
that distriot und the democratic method 
of committing them. The speeoh wjth 
the quoted testimony oouupies noarly 
ten pages of tbe Congressional Record 
and is thorefore too -lengthy for entire 
reprodnotion in our oolumnB. But the 
following extracts will show the mate­
rial points. Mr. Parker aaid: 

M B . SPEAKER: The second Congres­
sional district of South Carolina is 
oomposed of the counties of Charleston, 
Orangeburgh and Clarendon. The 
population by oensus of 1880 was.— 
Charleston county; 102,800; Oninge-
burgh county, 41,395; Clarendon coun­
ty, 19,190; making u total of 163.385. 

In the Presidential vote of 1876, 
Hayes received 21,466 votes and Tilden 
13,038. In the Presidential vote of 
1880, Garfield received 12,359 votes and 
Hancock 17,578. • 

In the election of 1880 on'y one bal­
lot box; was used at eaoh poll, and the 
names of the national, Congressional 
and local nominees of the opposing 
parties were all upon the two respective 
tickets. 

"The oondidates for the office of Rep­
resentative in Congress at the election 
held November 2, 1880, were Edmund 
W. M. Maokey, Republican, and M'ch-
ael P . O'Connor, Democrat. By virtue 
of the lawa of that State tho governor, 
prior to eaoh general election, appoints 
three commissioners of elections for 
eaoh oonnty; these appoint for their 
respective counties three managers for 
each eleotion poll; these managers con-
duot the eleotion, count the ballots, 
and make return to the commissioners 

}of elections, who on the fallowing 
'Tuesday organize as a board of oonnty 
canvassers and oanvass and state the 
votes. From their statement the State 
canvassers deolare what persons have 
been eleoted. 

T h h u s , in short, tbe recognized State 
machinery of elections. 

By-virtue of tbo statutes of tbo Uni­
ted States the circuit oourte a p p n u t a 
oourt commissioner to be chief Buper 
visor of eleotions of the judiotal district, 
to whom the law gives ample powers of 
supervision to guard and'eorutiniz*; the 
proceedings of the election. And for 
tbe purpose of proteoting ejections 
when Representatives-and Delegates in 
Congress are chosen a judge of the 
United States court has authority, upon 
proper application, to appoint und 
commission for eaoh precinct two resi­
dent oitizens. of different political par­
ties, as supervisors to guard end scru­
tinize tho procedure of the voting and 
the canvassing*rjf the votes, and make 
full report to the chief supervisor iu 
tho premises. The vote of the district 

certified by the secretary of state 
upon the returns made by* the county 
boards of oaflvopsera appeora ah follows: 

O'Connor 37,569, Mackey 12.297; ap­
parent maj, for O'Connor 5,272. 

Tbe vote as returned by the United 
States supervisors of elections is as 
follows: Mackey 18,337, O'Connor 17,-
458; majority for Maokey 879 

Mackey contested the election, but 
before tbe oase was decided, on tbe 26:b. 
of April. 1881, O'Connor died. There­
upon the Governor of 'South Caro'ina 
issued his proclamation for an election 
to choose a member of Congress " t o 
serve for the remainder of the term for 
which the eaid O'Connor waa eleoted." 
The election was held. May 23, 1881. 
Hon, Samuel Dibble was supported by 
the democrats; no candidate was pre­
sented or supported by the Republic­
ans. Dibble wos deolored eleoted and 
,when the House met was permitted to 
take his seat. If Mackey woe elected 
and not O'Connor, Nov. 2, 1880, then 
Dibble is without right and has no just ; 
or lawful standing. 

Now, the result, reached of giving i 
color of election to O'Connor was by | 
the. manipulation of 12 precincts. One 
is the Hant Gap precinct, where *he 
vote was almost unanimous for Mackey, 
but was by act of robbery forcibly re 
versed; and the other eleven are pre­
cincts whioh the county canvassers re­
fused to count. 

As to the Haut Gap preoinot there ia 
no dispute of faot, and tbe con tee tee 
does not preaume to present an argu­
ment upon it, and the State board rec 
ognize the fraud but disclaim power to 
correct it.' Haut Gap poll is on John 's 
Island, Charleston county. Here, as 
everywhere else, the managers were 
Demoorats. The managers and the 
supervisors kept independent poll lists, 
which'corresponded, the names upon 
each being 1,083, and precisely tbis 
number of votes were found in the box. 
Fo r member of Congress Mackey re­
ceived 1,037 and O'Connor received 46. 
"• Tbe managers made and signed their 
returns, stating* the faets correctly, and 
pnt them into the box with the ballots 
a n d aealed and looked the box and then 
wrapped it in a paper and sealed the 
paper with their seals, when it wag 
given to one of the managers to take to 
the oity. When the commission era, 
acting as canvassers, opened the box it 
contained no returns, only a lot of bal 
lots and a poll list. The canvassers 
counted the ballots BO found and de 
da red tbe result 1,052 votea for O'Con­
nor "and 19 for Maokey, thus more than 
reversing the result. Proceedings 
commenced in oourt to oom pel an 
honest count were avoided by tbe ad 

luto fuuud iu the boxes iu the throo 
counties at the election in 1880 WUH 
6,2477- ThJa exoess was druwu out aa 
provided by law, and at 29 polling 
places, us -uhowu by tho tables, of tho

jonrnment sing die of the board. 
State board overruled the county board 
and re established the true vote of the 
precinct, as" to loool officw, bat held 
that they had no jurisdiction as to the 
vote for member of Congress. Thus 
Mackey is robbed of 991 majority, 
whioh no one disputes, and O'Connor 
ie given 1.033 mojority, which no m»n 
has nOw the assurance to claim he waa 
ever entitled to. * * One part of 
t he prearranged sobeme to give O'Con­
nor the district was the tissue ballots 
and ballot box stuffing. Connected 
therewith was tbe plan for the dishon­
est drawing of ballots from boxes and 
the overloiading of tbe poll lists so as to 
provide names for unauthorized ballots. 
The open voting of the Republican, 
the faithfulness and energy of the su­
pervisors, and the courageous and ex­
alted devotion of the voterH to principle 
and to duty rendered that plan ineffect­
ual, and then the scheme of reversing 
Haut Gap vote and burying the votes 
of eleven o ther preoinota was developed 
to defeat Maokey and the majority; and 
the sitting member eomep before us as 
a reeult of all tbis bad work. It appears 
that the ballot boxes were located unu­
sually high, being placed generally five 
feet high, and sometimes were Btill more 
elevated.

Tho proofs in the oaso cannot fail to 

oonvinoo any unprejudiocd mi d that 
the gen oral procedure in Carrying on 
the eleotion was,, on the part of tho 
Democrats, tho radulfc of preparation, 
plotting and conspiracy. Tho disregard 
of law and right evinced a desperate 
determination, und tho aare, ingenuity, 
and variety of the mothods used eatab-
liah the faot that those who plotted aud 
thoao who performed knew that they 
wore in a minority. 

Tho premature opening •of tho polls; 
tho rofusol to allow to tho supervisors 
an inspection of tho boxes; tho uuusual 
pluoes at whioh some polls were held;

placed; tho suspioiously largo apertures 
made in the boxes for reoeiviug the 
ballots; tho working into the boxes of a 
few oheok back imitation tioketa, to 
furnish a basis of false representation; 
tho oreation and general use of tissue 
ballots; the surcharging of the polj lists 
with names of men not voting to fit 
ballots never voted; tho painstaking 
searching nout of Republican ballots 
honestly voted in withdrawing from the 
boxes to conform the number of ballots 
to the poll list and avoid the exoess 
caused by stuffing; tho rejeotian of 
boxes, roturns and votes, upon petty 
and unfounded pri>E-exts; the scheming 
to rob oommnnities of their votes by 
unfounded allegations of intimidation; 
the burglary of the box; the etealiug of 
returns and votes and the substitution 
of votes never polled; tho circular of 
Demooratio State exeontivo committee, 
seven days.before eleotion, directing-os 
to tbe withdrawing of excess ballots 
anri'to destroy unseen; the appointing 
by the Demooratio oonnty commission­
ers of both managers for every poll in 
the three counties from members of the

Mr. Speaker, it is contrary to nature 
and to the course of human affairs that 
tbe perpetration of offences like those 
dieolosed in this case can be coutinned 
and repeated without the moat serious 
and paiuful consequences. 

The aots degrade the participant 
while defrauding tbe opponent, and 
tend to create dfaorder and violence. 
Like other wronga they will return to 
torment tbe wrong doer. The Ameri-
can people are determined that there 
fehall be, io far as their jurisdiction ex 
tends, at all hazirda and at every cost, 
at eve^y voting place upon our soil a 
fair vote and an honest count. All 
parties proclaim it, *and no party that 
seeks or conaents to profit by a fake 
vote or a dishonest count can escape 
the consequent disgrace and degrada­
tion. 

To allow thia tangled skem of artifice, 
cunning, fraud and crime to hold back 
the rightful member from bis seat 
w^-uld b e t o disregard the fundamental 
principles of our Government, and tri­
fle falsely-with the sacred rights of citi­
zenship. 

THE BEAL ISSUE. 
Bat the question presented is far 

broader than this election case. Let no 
one mistake or belittle the great issue 
whioh this case represents. Thia ia no 

.me.reJooal partisan conte&fr that haa in a. 
struggle between individuals been 
forced temporarily into publio sight. 
I t ia the *' old dragon!' of State rights 
appearing again. I t is tbe domination 
of caste and race. I t involves the do-
feat of majority mle, the nullification 
of constitutional safeguards,tbe humilia­
tion of United States officers, the degra­
dation of United*States courts and'laws, 
and the dictation of the membership of 
this Houpe by the canvassers and gov­
ernors of States. 

The colored vote of South Carolina i.-. 
stated to be at least 120.000, and the 
white vote less than 80,000, and ahrewd 
observers familiar with the facts donbt 
that there are 500 colored Democrats in 
tbe Stat.*. Yet nui a Representative 
generally supported by the colored 
Totera is returned as elected to thia 
House. The faot of tbe defeat of the 
majority is not only admitted, but ie 
eonght to be justified upon the plea of j 
self protection aud self-defense. 

* * * Theae extracts from leodere 
of public opinion prove conclnaively 
that it has been and id the determination 
of ! .the Democrats of the aection iu 
question to override and overturn the 
majority whenever that majority ia Re 
publican, regardless of right or justice, 
voters or votes, constitutions or lawn. 

CONCLUSION; 
Now, shall this lawlessness continue 

and become the permanent custom of 
a portion of our country, the defrauded 
colored men to be counted iu adding 
to the number of the representativoc 
tbey are cheated in ottempting to vr*tp 
for? Or shall the Constitution be 
amended eo as to exclude colored men 
from voting and colored people from 
being counted in making np the- num 
ber of Repreni'nlaUvtjp? Or, shall equal 
rights and f i e Conhtitotion as it in be 
maintained? These are the qncstiomt 
underlying the contest of to day. 

How will our fifty millions answer 
them? District Attorney Moltou. on 
honored South Carolinian, to the man­
ner born, Haid a f*w days ago to the 
jury in the Hope Engine poll casa: 

" I t iH imp>HBiblo thut yon can do 
better for the people of Sonth Carolina 
than to go with me heartily and honest­
ly in endeavoriug to restore the old 
timo honored honesty -and integrity of 
the ballot box. Do ' that and I know
