held in St. John 's obnrch, Monduy 
evening. J a n e 6th, at half past seven 
o'clock. The meeting was, addressed 
by BKV, B . M, Kirby, missionary for 
soven years at Salt Lake Oily, Utah, 
and now rector of Trinity oharoh, Pots­
dam. The speaker said: " Missionary 
w.ork was began in Utah fifteen years 
ago last May. The difficulties encoun­
tered by the first missionaries were 
those of concealed hostility, rather than 
of open opposition. Every possible 
obstaple was placed in the way of their 
obtaining rooms for the holding of ser­
vices, and the people were instructed 
by j;heir Mormon leaders that those 
who dame to teaoh the better -way were 
enemies. At thut time, 1867, there 
were 12,000 Mormons, and between 100 
and 200 Gentiles, so called. While the 
Mormons acknowledged tbe Bible to 
be the word of God, they declared it to 
have been almost superseded by the 
late revelation oontained in the book of 
Mormon, whioh, by the way, does not 
present the faith o f Mormons, This is 
found in their book of doctrine, &o. 
They say that God is continually reveal­
ing himself, from time to time, by 
means of Mormon prophets, and the 
doctrines so revealed, when promulga 
ted-, are received by the faithful 88 di 
rect revelation; They declare a ^belief 
in God, and in the divinity of one Lord 
Jesus Christ, but their idea of God is a 
grossly material one, and although they 
d o not openly admit it, they place their 
prophet on a higher plane than they do 
our blessed Lord. Tbe missionaries 
foand some who were ready to break 
away from Mormoniam^bnt were with­
held by fear of being unable to keep 
themselves from starvation, all place, 
all power, being in Mormon hands. At 
that period nothing worse was to be 
apprehended, bat later he who with­
drew did it at peril of his life. To the 
sbame of the Mormotie, be -it said, that 
up to tbe advent of the ohnroh mission­
aries, no provision had been made for 
the education of jthe large number of 
children in the" comnraajtyj.and after 
securing a plaoe in whioh to hold the 
ohnroh service, our missionaries soon 
saw that their best hope lay in estab­
lishing church schools. Tbey opened, 
with J4 children. Year by year they 
increased, till now their schools nam . 
ber between three and ' f on r hundred 
pupils, and these are mostly from Mor­
m o n families. Trained iu those sohoola 
and taught** true principles, these obil 
dren cannot grow up in tbe ignorant 
belief of their Mormon fathers. One 
such child, whose brother is still a 
prominent Mormon, and a polygamist, 
after going tb iongh tbe church schools, 
graduated from a church college, and is 
now an active missionary at Ogden, 
H e , I think, is the only one yet in or­
ders, though others are candidates. 
T h e ohuroh established at Salt Lake. 
Oity has been self sustaining since tbe 
first year. I t has 250 communicants, 
two-thirds of whom have Mormon ante 
cedents. The only assistance this par­
ish has required has been for the erec­
t ion of the church edifices. There is a 
church bo*ardin« school for girls, a 
select school for girls, a self sustaining 
hospital capable of receiving from three 
tb'--four i; hundred patients, a Cathedral 
and St. Paul's church, and all. this has 

: be,?n accomplished in a hostile com­
munity where local help mast not be 
counted upon. Since the opening of 
opening of the railroad, active persecu­
tion has been greatly modified. Dr. Bob-
inson was the last viatim." 

Bev. Mr. Kirby gave also an interest­
i n g account of Bishop Tattle 's mission­
ary work in Montana, describing him 
as a loved and honored fother to the 
en t i re population of the territory; T h e 
Board of Missions allows bat S2.000 for 
this branch of (he work, and the mis­
sion stations being far apart, the mis 
sionary must endure great hardships in 
order to be faithful in the discharge "f 
his duty. 

Bev. Dr. Morrison followed m a few 
s t i r r ing remarks, in which he charac­
terized Utah as '* that ulcer orT'thebody 
pol i t ic ," and after recommending tbe 
Woman's Auxiliary as a hand (o dis­
burse the offerings of those interested 
in mission work, he pronounced the 
benediction, and the meeting adjourned 
till September next.

"inviting" of men in th« employ of the 
government to contribute a small "per 
oentage of their sularies tocumpai^n ex 
penses Is not only not " robbing" tb.-m, 
but ia u thiug entirely proper. There is 
a vast amount of l e g i t i m e ei^en u at­
tending the running of a uati,mual poift--
ioal campaign. Those who own ballsr 
where pu'blio meetin"P"are "field, have 
tho insane idea that tbey should be paid 
for their use; printers who print the 
posters tmnotmeing such meetings are 
foolish enough to decline to do it for 
nothing; bands,, wholly oblivions of the 
beautifnl-idiocy know*1 as civil service 
reform, decline to exchange masio for 
thanks; men who-fcake the stump cannot 
afford to negjeot their business and 
spend two months of time and 81,000 
traveling expenses in discussing publio 
questions simply for the good of the 
"dear peoplo;" those, who publish and 
distribute campaign doouments, whioh 
are so important a factor in politics, 
selfishly insist in being paid for their 
ontlay; and lastly the printer's love for 
the candidates is not so strong that he 
is willing to print the tickets gratis. A 
national oampaign in a nation of 50,-
000,000 people is attended with expens­
es, of a strictly necessary and'legitimate 
character, amounting to nearly 82,000,-
000, ' 

Now,, by whom is this to be paid? I t 
won't do to go off into panegyrics over 
the blessedness of a state of mundane 
affairs'that does not exist; we must tafee 
mankind as we find it. I t surely would 
not do to ask the candidates alone, to 
meet th is expense, for moat of i t is in­
curred in states where the elections are 
close and hotly contested. I t certainly 
wonld no t be just to ask tbe Indiana can­
didates alone to make up the £500,000 
spent in their state in 1880, because in 
the general result Vermont and Illinois 
has an'interest equal to that of Indiana. 
The only proper, just and equitable way 
of meeting these expenses 1B to ask those 
who enjoy the emoluments of the party 
to contribute to the fundB for campaign 
purposes. If an office holder believe^ 
that it is best for the country that his 
party administer the government, he 
should be as ready to contribute of his 
means to that end as to the Bible caaaef, 
or home missionary enterprises. 
"Mr." Heath is greatly in error if he 

supposes ^ e s e contributions are regard­
ed as "robbery" by government clerks. 
I have been in the government service 
myself and in a force of over 400,000,1 
never heard but one man grumble at his 
assessment of two per cent., and he was 
a Democrat. The assessments are as a 
rule obeerf ally and willingly paid, and 
there is no reason why they should not 
be, as they are expected when one ap­
plies for a position. 

This p l an o t raising campaign fundB 
has been approved by every Republican 
President we have had.
