The correspondence addressed to the 

President is no t opened by him, and it 

is very rare t ha t he reads one of the 

thousands of let ters addressed to him. 

All of his letters are first opened by his 

private secretory. The majority of 

them are simply referred elsewhere, and 

never in any form oome to the atten­

tion of the President . I t makes no 

diflerenoe how "personol , private or 

confidential" (jn envelope may be mark­

ed, i t does no t g o by the desk of the 

private secretary unopened. Let ters 

from relatives' o r intimate friends are 

sent "to the President just as received, 

bu t all other let ters of a character wor­

thy of being called to his attention are 

simply " briefed," so that the President 

con see a t a glanoe what is wanted, 

appl icants for office who write to the 

White House a re always referred to the 

departments, i t has been the custom 

of late years to send out to every snoh 

applicant a polite formula, saying that 

the application had been referred to 

suoh and suoh a depar tmen t Some of 

the simple minded correspondents of 

the exeontivfl_oonstrue. the receipt of 

thi3 formula as one of the mos t import­

ant, steps in the way of seonring the 

desired oflloe. One happy man who 

recently reoeived one of these formulas 

wrote in reply t ha t hie grat i tude over 

the receipt of the some was " as big a s 

an Elefent," H e then added that when 

he should get h i s place h is grat i tude 

woulij be " as big as 2 Elefents," This 

formula of answer is in reality an full of 

encouragement as the the editor's polite 

"rejeoted with thanks ," sent under seal 

with a pile of returned manusoript. B u t 

no amount of ill success has any dis­

couraging effect upon the people who 

write to the President for information, 

advioe, money or office. Out of the 

50,000,000 of people in this oounrty 

there is always a daily number who 

flatter themselves that they are not 

wasting good paper, pens and ink by 

writing to the President .— from the 

Chicago Times Washington Letter.

H o w J a g h t Affects the Blind. 

An interesting account has been late­

ly famished by M. Plateau, the -emi­

n e n t Belgian physicist (who has been 

blind nearly forty years,) of the sensa­

tions he experiences in his eyes. He 

has ho sense of objective light even 

when turning his eyes to the sun. But 

his visual -field ia always divided into 

spaces, some of whioh are pretty bright 

and others sombre or nearly dark, and 

which merge into each other.' Their 

general tint alternates, in time, between 

gray and reddiBh. The relative arrange­

ment of those different spaces is always 

the same, but the intensity of their 

tints varies. The central spsoe seems 

now rather bright, now very dark 

above" and below, and on the left to the 

limits of the field,, there is sometimes 

brightness, sometimes darkness, but on 

the right there Is generally a vertical 

band, nearly black, and beyond this a 

space which is nearly always bright and 

reddish. These appearances follow all 

the movements.of the eyeB,«.whioh prob­

ably do not part icipate ' in the same way 

in the tints, but M. Plateau, cannot 

distinguish .what belongs to one from 

what belongs to the other. No connec­

tion of the general t in t with the work 

of digestion is observed. The author 

states that he became blind through 

looking fixedly at the-, sun for Borne 

time, with a view to observing his a,fter 

sensations; it was not till about fourteen 

years after this that inflammation of the 

choroid set in, destroying vision, but, 

during the interval, he often saw color-, 

ed and persistent. halos round flames, 

etc., and he advises tfcose who have 

snoh vision to consult an experienced 

oculist.
