A TRUE STORY. 

Alone in tne world! alone in the great 
oity of Paris, a world in itself! alone, 
and with scarcely a livrein my porsel 

Booh were my reflections as I turned 
away from the now empty honae, in 
which for two-and-twenty years I had 
dwelt with my poor, wosteful, nnealcn* 
lating fflthej;, My father, was a scholar 
of m o s t stopendons attainments, par-
tioalarly in Oriental literature, bnt a 
perfect child, in all that related to the 
ordinary affaire of life.

True, there are in Par is many employ 
ments open to women, bn t what was that' 
to me? Conld I stand behind-a coanter 
and set forth with a glib toDgae the 
merits of ribbons and laces; or bend 
over the rich embroidered robe of the 
fashionable lady; or even, like those 
poor washerwomen, earn ray scanty 
livelihood by ardnouB manual labor? I 
knew nothing-of business; I knew noth­
ing of embroidery; and I had neither 
the strength nor the capital necessary 
to set up,' the establishment of a blan-
chicheuse. 

I had returned home, one evening, 
after another weary tramp.

A Pennsylvania Snake Story.

T h e Philadelphia Times publishes the 
boss snake story, from Minersville, 
Ponn. The Bev. A. B. Bossiter first 
saw in an abandoned colliery a mam­
moth rattler between 30 and 40 feet 
long and as thick as the body of an or­
dinary man. T h e snake hunters of the 
plaoe started in quest of the reptile, 
and finally found its .trail in the mud. 
This trail was a trifle over IS inches 
wide. The hunters failed, however, in 
discovering the Bnake, A few days 
after David Williams, a miner, saw the 
snake, and this is what he describes as 
having seen: 

" A few minutes after the big snake 
made its appearance a perfect ball of 
rattlesnakes came rolling out of the 
tftannel. This strange ball was composed 
of 30 or 40 rattlers, each measuring 
from three to five feet in length, and BO 
twisted and twined and locked together 
were they that it appeared as though 
they woald never be able to separate 
themselves. They got apart, however, 
with remarkable celerity, and . quickly 
ranged themselves in a 20 foot circle in 
the centre of whioh, with head erect, 
glaring eyes and rising orest, was ooiled 
the " king snake," as people here oall 
i t T h e perfect silence which lasted a 
moment or two after the circle was 
formed was broken by a rattl ing cho­
rus, in which every tail wa,s used vigor­
ously. This strange musio bad a won­
derful effeot on t he king snake. I t s 
eyes became frightfully enlarged, the 
yellow crest Bwelled to double its for­
mer size, while its head and that por­
tion of the body that was upright 
swayed to and fro in perfect time with 
the rattling. T h e most remarkable 
thing was that every snake stopped 
rattling at the same instant. Three of 
the largest rattlers then left the circle 
and approaohed the king, rattl ing as 
they went. Beaching b i s body, their 
tails became silent, and the king, hiss­
ing loudly, moved down the hi l l to the 
platforms below the breaker. The rat­
tlers followed in his.traok, bu t made no 
noise. Beaching t he "platforms the 
king snake stationed himself o n . t he 
south side,' whioh is open and mnoh 
fallen into decay. The small snakes 
went under the platforms and build­
ings from the north side. A minute or 
two after all the snakes except the big 
one had disappeared, a terrific rattl ing 
began under the building. This was 
evidently a signal, as the king snake 
raised his head and glared at the open­
ing before him. An instant | la ter ont 
darted a ra t to be picked' up and bolted 
alive and kioking by the waiting mon­
ster. Half a dozen rats driven from 
their nests by the rattlesnakes came 
darting out and were snatched up by 
the serpent,- maoh in the same way tbat 
a chicken picks u p corn. When thir ty 
odd rats had been devoured the rattlers 
made their appearance and, after re­
peating the oirole performance referred 
to above, they wriggled' off in single 
file down the valley,, making a proces­
sion fully 200 feet long ."

s' Lakes and Kivors of Oil, 

The United States oonanl a t Buenos 
Ayres reports that i n the provinoe of 
Jujay, Argentine Bepablic, has been 
found a lake of oil, of 88 acre* a rea /and 
of unknown depth. The lake is oovered 
with a cap of asphalt. Analysis of the 
oil shows that it compares very favora­
bly with t he oil product of Pennsylva­
nia, and Asiatio oil. _ Large . deposits 
from springs ^and lakes have been 
found in the province of Meodossa.
