THB INSTALLMENT PLAN. -

The Courts Hold that .Goods Thus
Sold Oannot be Raoovered.

In tbe case of JohnSsrsll sgtlnat James
Cstltr, formerly sheriff of Lewis county,
an Imporlant point hat been brought out
which interests not a few people.

The
Judgement was recovered by Justice P. C.
Williams, as Wsuful's attorney, in April.
18M. J\» three years the cue has been I
the courts. In Hay, 19M. a verdict t»lng
rendered In faior of the plaintiff for the
possession of his property and tDOO dam-
ages for tbe wrongful detention thereof.
Tbe defendants appealed to the general
term sad this Judgement was reversed and
tbs action banded down hut May,
which the general term held that the plain-
ilff could not maintain an action to, recover
hia property froaS the sheriff or from the
purchasers st tba sheriffs sale.
