The
amount of farm mortgages increased
immensely, however, from 1880 to 1890,
so that from summing up in round num-
bers $525,000,000 in 1880, they amounted
to (877,000,000 in 1890. But meantime
600,000 new farms were opened to culti-
vation between 1880 and 1890. Really,
