The battleship ot the futon will,
like) all human contrivances, be of
rrairoal growth, resulting from the
adaptation to her ate of improvements
ind discoveries In many branch—of
Kience. Under the crucial test of war
It may be foond that many mistakw
lave beenmaderlf IahoulaTtoturoto
point out one of these, it would b* the
lulttplloity of davioc* whieh'.rary

branch of physical (donee ha* oontrib-
nted to overcrowd our *hij«. Not that
they do not admirably serve their pur-
pose, bnt I fear that we, u sailors, are
growing to rely upon them and will b*
lost when the rnde shook of battle
hreaiks our electrio vrirei and disar-
ranges the delicate machinery upon
which we now depend In a'thoutand
way*.

In the main, however, I rentur* to
think that the btttleanlpot today hu
a.Bound reason for all her principal
features, and the typo will persist. Th*
stability will continue to be carefully
protected by vertical armor. Many of
the aoddente, both in battle aad In
time* of peace, to which great ships ar*
liable, will be diminished by th* adop-
tion of liquid fuel. The main battery
will be mounted in turrets furnithins
complete protection to the gums, and a*
far aa possible to the machinery for
their manipulation, and for the supply
of ammunition. The secondary battery
wil l he protected In proportion to its
importance, while every gun position,
with its crew, will be protected sgaln—
machine and rapid gun fire. The time
wil l never come when we shall oet**
to demand higher requirement* inth*
battleship. Fortunately,' all reqnlre-
ments are interchangeable.

Armor may be substituted - for gun*,
guns for fuel, so that the saving in one
direction may at one* be ntUiMd in
another,: The advent of hard surfaced
armor will demand that th* caliber of
the main battery be maintained, for
until projectiles of greater strength can
be produced, the only way tonnmnt
Harvey armor it to crush it with an
overwhelming blow. In addition to
this it will undoubtedly be found that
al l amor under tb*_conitantly varying
angles of impact in battle will furnish
greater protection than is oottriaerau
poasillewhen jndged by the remit of
normal impact ou th* proving ground.
For this reason again, tho iargatr caliber
of the gun must be maintained, aad
this, in Its tarn.'deterniines th* great
sise ot the battleship ot the future,
subject to the restriction! which have
