To make a very convenient
one take * common fruit banket, quart
size, and pad it thinly with cotton inside
andont. That in the bottom is s$ental
heavily. With plain or flowered silk
cover the basket. Cat thVsilk wide
enough to lie'lobsely from the bottom
inside over the edges to the bottom out-

tide. Catch i t loosely in placeby stitches
through the wood, letting it lie in folds
all around the basket A shirr string all
around jnst nnd«r tho wooden edge
around the banket on tbe ontsldewill
gather it in the proper folds. This i»
concealed by a narrow ribbon band,
with bows on the front corners.
Overhand a squnro of tho silk or eom
other goods neatly around tho bottom
to cover it mid to catch the folds there
in place. Cnt a pleco of pasteboard ox'
actly the sizo of the bottom and pad it
very thinly on one sido with scented cot-
ton, covering it plainly with the silk.
This bottom piece neeils only bo laid hv
and if it fits will hold tho inner ride
folds of Bilk nicely in place. Cut an-
other piece- of pasteboard exactly th
silo ot the top, rounding the corners so
it will fit on perfectly. Pad this also
slightly and cover on both sides neatly
with «ilk. Fatten it on tbe basket with
two ribbon bows for straps, and a loop
on the opim-ito or front sida to lift it by.
If desired, a big bow to match may be
laid over tho top. A pretty patterned
Eilkolino will do just as well as silk for,
this purpose. ' A. I. W.
