The Chicago Girl*1 KutualBenefit^lub
reioioea in the nnlftue ditttooUcm of hav-
ing a clubhouse all ita own. Tbe orig-
inal oonwpUon ot theolnhwaa only*
thought that took root in fteb»art» w d
mind* of aorne Balf dozen Chicago girl*
gathered together to dieouts how aglrla"
olub could be organized among the wage
earner* of theettyv After tome dlsout-
tion the few formed themtflre* Into a,
band of King's Danghtert, and to gain
fund* for their ache—e gave & conoert,
with the proceeds of which they rented*
cottage and fornwoMasaesfortheBtudy
of pracHosl topic*, like newtog, milli-
nery, typewriting, embroidery and the)
.test.

These olaaso* are taught oy aome two-
tcore volunteers and oho paid teacher,
t h * club members, pay dues o f Bcent*
per week/except the teachers, who pay
SO cents per week, to defray partially
the expense of a carriage, as t h e street
car lines do not run near the cottage.
AU this of course has been written over
many time* in the history of girls' clubs,
but tbe distinctive and interesting thing-
about this organization is that when tbe
small clubhouse became overcrowded
the plucky gtrlKdetermined to build*,
clubhouse of their ovvn. Byv_riovaen-
tertal—uenta and subscriptions they
managed to xaisa enough money tow-
cure a lot. A friend then came to their
aid and made a> generous offer to build
tbe clubhouse, charging them 8 per cent
on the invontmenf, to' be paid a* rent,
and giving them the privilege o f paying"
tho principal any time within five yeao.

The olub* took possession of tbe. new
louse iu May, 1893, and already nearly
ine-hnlf the tit bt IB puid. Even in New
York, where the working girls' olub
movement began and is supported by
wealthy patrons, none of the clubs ha*
aa yet attained tha dignity o f a olub-
housa ol ita own. Tho Thirtyfeighth
tauot club, of whioh Miss Dodge ia pret-
ident, has an entire house rented and
sublets portions of i t , but most ot tha
aocieties meet inrentsd rooms. Sorosis,
the great pioneer club, with it* largo
membership, has no permanent home of
its own and no headquarters for the
keeping ot i ts archive*.
