spirit and sometimes use unconventional
varbalitie* when a batch of jokes for
Feb. i t la ordered, for nothing seems
left after tbe work of themselves and
their fellow hnmoriatainpaetysars. Tbe
funny artist has tba advantage over the
writer, for by divers Mclaof the time he
may make the dullest joke aooepuble
sometimes. Hen is reproduced a part of
a two page piotnre by O. D. Gibson that
appeared In Ufa in 1888. the year that
thsvoentennlal of Wsthinjrton's inaugura-
tion as president was celebrated. No
legend went with this picture:

It ia difficult to realize suoh a man as
the Father of His Country. He waa so
greatly mythologiied by the admiration
of bia.own times and the worship of the
time* following that the real man is ob-
scured in the halo. The nimbus round
about Washington ia greater snd more
luminous than that of any other figure

-modern history. He has' been the
dol of poets, philosophers and statesmen
in all the continents, Byron summed it
up in the concluding stanxa of the "Ode
to Napoleon Bonaparte:"

Whore can the weary eye repose
--- Whongaslng on the great,
Wliara neither guilty glorv glows

Nor deeilcabl. stater
Yet, one-th. nm, the last, the beat-
Tu. Clnelnnatus of the went.
Bequeathed the name of Wathtagton.
To make men bltuh. there was butone.'

Bnt Washington waa real. Like other
men, he hail a bodily and personal life.
He possessed peculiar mental (sanities
and a remarkablocharacter. Allof these
may be weighed and estimated, not in
the spirit of the myth, but in actual de-
lineation. '

In person the man Washington was
strongly individual. Once seen, he was
never forgotten. Hs was so shaped as to
bo distinguished from the common type.
He waa tall, even to majesty. His sut-
ure, however, was attributable to great
length of body and not, aa in the case of
Lincoln, to long limbs. Lincoln's body
waa hardly beyond the average in length,
bnt his legs were extraordinary. These
features were reversed in Washington.
His limbs were' not greatly beyond the
usual meaanre, but his body waa very
long, so that when he sat he towered
kbove his cabinet. When he arose hla
height was still conspicuous, but not so
itrUringly shown as when he was sitting,

In his boyhood and youth Washington
had extraordinary strength. Westmore-
land county and the old Potomao towns
still preserve traditions of the young
man's feata. He was the greatest jump-
er in all the countryside. Hia strength
of arm vhen in hli vigor wag tremen-
dous. He ia said to have thrown a atone
across the Potomao. opposite Qeorire-
town, bnt the story may wall be doubt-
ed. He wss the best rider among all the
young men in hia part of Virginia. He
mattered the hone with a skill and
strength unmatched in his times. Even
after the Revolution, on a certain occa-
sion he took from Us groom a refractory
and cavorting hone that had thrown
him, seised the animal, mastered him,
mounted him and rods him, laughing
Immoderately at the discomfiture of th*
groom. His great strength waa fre-
quently exhibited when he aa a youth
wag surveying on the upper Potomac,
and particularly when be waa tent by
Dinwiddle to Fort I * Boraf. Be bad
great endurance in early life. Kothing
could fatigue or exhaust him.

Washington's bodily vigor remained
with him until the Revolution. He was
iS years old when he was apneinted
commander in chief. Hs wag JkM DO
wbenr.lieved.of responsibility. It waa
in this epoch that his constitution was
shaken and undermined. It ia probable

This feature wa
intensified by the bungling attempt of a
dentist to fit him with a tat of artificial
teeth. The work waa not successful,
and tbe dignified Washington wss an-
noyed through the ratt of hi* life with
the deformity of hi* features.

In mind the young, Washington, at
well as th* aged hero, was sedate and
severe. It appears from a diary-which
he kept when a boy that he never wata
boy in instinct or manners. Ht waa
born a man. White still in his teens he
was as sober and saturnine aa moat men
are at (0. Only on occasion did he show
some,sign of humor. He never did or
said humorous things Mmself. It might
be difficult to discover a single joke that
he ever perpetrated, bnt he was capable
-ef appreciating a humorous situation I
and of laughing at it. the gleam, how-
ever, waa only momentary; then the
somber hue returned an* settled on bis
visage and manner.

On the whole Washington waa not a
smart man. In hit boyhood, though at-
siduona, he was not quick to learn. HU
intellect was rather strong, bnt at the
same time somewhat alnggish and inert.
This led him to benearly alwaya a little
behind hia countrymen in opinion and
even in policy. This wa» particularly
true In hia relation with the domocratlo
patriots by whom he wss surrounded,
These were nearly always vexed with bit
slownet* and want of enthusiasm.

Washington's attainments were never
vast or varied. They were not ev*n
large. Hla limited "education was not
re-enforced, a* in the case of Lincoln,
with intensive' study. He wa* capable
of serious thought and careful analysis,
bnt the subject matter of hi* thinking
wa* men aad affair*—particularly, af-
fairs. Hs was able to judge and to meat-
