Education Among Colored People.
Tha bulletin ol the census of 18W

with regard to the education of Axnerioan
negroes Is more encouraging than the
moat sanguine might have expected. It
shows that in'spite of the Ignorant ne-
groes who undoubtedly swarm around
southern cities the race an a whole ia
making rapid progress from darkness)
to light In the matter of education.
They were slaves only 80 yean ago, and
inmanyof (he southern states it was •
punishable offense to teach a slave to
read ana write.

The percent of increase among col-
ored children attending school in ths
southern states hai been 61,64 in the dep-
ade from 1880 to 1800. Of colored chil-
dren of school age in 1880 there wen in
the southern states and the District of
Colombia 8,800,378. GreaHyaa the num-
ber at school has increased, however, it
ia to be regretted that rather tees than
half of the colored children of school-age
even aa yet receive instruction. Much
aa haa been done, then still remains
more to be accomplished.''

The census of 1800 shows us 4,850 col-
pred students attending professional
schools of the higher grade. They an
Btudying for all. the professions, from
theology to trained nursing. Only one'
colored woman is'studying theology and
one law. Of the 4,830 negro students in
professional schools 1,750 are women.

The Inhabitants -of large cities have
their round of-wlnter amusements and
are sure all the rest ot the world must
envy them ball, opera, theater, reception
and skating rink. But the wild western
man haa his winter fun too, Even the
cowboy has a pleasure before whose
blood stirring excitement all city amuse-
ments pale their fires.

It is this kind of exercise that has made
the western American, in tho opinion of
Colonel Dodge of tho United States army,
the beat rider in the world.
