But while advancing the seductive and
glittering banner labeled "water power,"
which hu so many times magnetized the
hard dollars In the pockets of would-be
bondholders, they havo piled the firs
principles of the science learned at Tona-
waoda and Depew, The result seems t
have beta unfortunate because the Wad-
dlngton people have had some before.

Itaeemitousthatthat the hard-heade
and holders of Waddlngton have not been
fairly tinted. Valuable property invaria-
bly produces an Income. Our good farms
are all worked, our-good business blocks
well located, are all rented; the various
lines of business «t which a profit can b
made are all carried on. Others are not

It is Hid that the dam at Waddlngto
was built In 1810. Ever- since then our
people, like the people of Colton, hav
anxlouslr awaited the sound of the magi
thunder which was to reveal the golden
treasures under their feet. Alleged hea
lightning has been seen, hut the thunder
has not rolled, up to date, so that it can
be heard even by telephone. When th
water power project at Niagara
started <lx yean sgo Its promoters said
that In two yean wheels developing thou-
sands of hone power would be drivin
factories, Although three times the mon
oy has been expended and three times th
time expired, it is stated that not a alngl
factory is In operation ready to do bul
ness.

A water power hV'ao value unless It
used, and it will not bo used unless somi
one wants to manufacture somethin
which "requires power. tlntCM sfwater
power Is directly at hand it Is generall
cheaper to carry the coal to the article t
be manufactured, rather than to carry the
article to anout-of the-way, undeveloped
back-country water power. Hundred!
of mill) and factories nominally using tb
power are fully supplied with steam. N
power Is so sure,' so steady and so co
trollable as the latter. Coal, cheaper than
ever before known, can be transporte
anywhere. If It so happens that the
goods to be manufactured are naturall
within teach of water power like our s »
mills and paper mills, or if great dlstrlbu
dng points, like th«o where some of thi
cotton mills are loca.ted, happen to
supplied with water power It will bo user
and profitably, but if it requires a larg
investment ta put It in operation, or if
has natural disadvantages, or If It Is n
accessible, It will almost always be, neg-
lected. Even If such powers arot. l f
a time they are likely to be abandoned
and rotting nulls and pirllally dwtroyoc
dams tell the story.

The power at Waddlngton lsi wol
known by practical men to be serjousl;
handicapped. While amply su'»pll
with water, the fall Is so slight that ve
large wheels, which require expensive am
difficult Same work and which consumi
vast quantities of water, are requisite
Beside this such wkeels move slowly, am
it Is necessary to supply expensive gearinj
to obuln a proper speed. It is wel
known that the Oolton power, although
has a fine fall. Is Ufa serious disadvantage,
because, located tn a atone gully whe
there Ii not room for factory building*.

IP'lucalsu
port" fails to materialize the promote
likewise vanishes Into mist, (sometim
badly missed.) Honorable men, wel
known to U» community and rcsponslb
tot what they say, should beconsultei
before we Invest in things about whl
we know nothing, no matter how enthu
astlc some outsider may be.
