What Constitutes Bread and Blotter.
Liberal chunks of cold: fact are given

to the readers of Harper's Magazine by
Junlus Henri Browne in his paper enti-.
tied "The Bread and Batter Qnestlon."
Mr. Browns does not take a merry or
very hopeful view of the subject. He
says Americans live above their means
because their wants grow faster than
their menus do, and they do not know
how to adjust the ever increasing dis-
crepancy. We do not know how to eeon'
omizo in America. Economising is in-
deed not popular among Americans.
When, therefore, the disagreeable neces-
sity for it faces an American family,
they frequently pack themselves off to
Europe and stay thero, where nobody
knows them and they can economize in
peace. The art is much better under-
stood across the water than here.

Bread and butter, as Mr. Browne sees
i t , means not merely that, but the things
which the individual considers he must
have—his living, in short, whether that
be pork and beans or champagne and
terrapin. The efforts of most Americans
are expended in a lifelong struggle foi
bread and butter. We live more luxuri-
ously than most other nations, which, sc
far from being against us, is much in out
favor. To secure for himself and his
family what Europeans call luxuries,
but which'to us are necessities, th<

-American man struggles and hustles hit
life through and is accused by those whe
see only the surf aco of things of trying
become rich. Instead of that he is only
wrestling with tho bread and bnttei
question. When hocan no longer meet
the ever increasing wants, he fails in
business. Mr. Browne says, "It is hard
to discover a rich man at COwbo has not
failed m^re tTTa^^nce "̂ o>fbre^attaTning
permanent riches."

"Panics, as they aro called—and they
are reputed to occur every seven years-
are really nothing hut periods of settle-
ment for which every solvent, well con-
ducted firm, should be prepared.

Tho reason the Sicilian farmers livo in
villages' iriBtead of on the farms they
till is found in a curious survival of a
meaUevnl ,lasv.. .Under that law tillers
of tho 6i til were not allowed to live upon
the lands they funned, but were hud-
dled toj-othiT in villsigfcn, possibly, so
they could rherHbybs more easily watch-
ed and kept from insurrection. Sicilian
'farmer* have maintained tho ancient
system from choice apparently. Me-
difeval customs are found in Sicily more
frequently than in any other part of Eu-
rope. Tho octroi itself would not have
been submitted to so long it the Sicilian
peasants had been aa intelligent as the
rural population elsewhere. By tha me-_
dltevnl custom under which the octroi
was levied cities Imposed a tax on all
food products brought into their gates.
ThiB tax went not to tho national gov^
'eminent, but to defraying the expenses
of the city government itself. It im-
poses a double-tax on the Wretched peas-
ant. He pays taxes on tho land ontsido
the city. Then when he brings food for
hisownusoto. his home in. the village
he is mot at 'the city lino'by the octroi
collector, who levied" on overy bushel of
potatoes the former consumes in his own
family.

Paoiflo islands—they constitute a third
of the inhabitants of the civilized world,
They are increasing faster in all these
continents than the people of any other
bloojj. Divided- as they are by seas, by
government and by apparently diverse
interests, they ore still the same at heart,
energetic, aggressive, strong and steady
and in the main honest. Say what you
will, on the average they are superior to
any other race. ... •.

'.. The areamof the enthusiasts-iMihat
these English speaking nations, bound
together by every fif-that constitutes
real kinship, shall form one great -fed-
eration. Whatever their form of gov-
ernment, they should unite not politi-
cally but in a pledge of unity of_ sen-
timent and harmonious action, and hold
all the rest of the world'in the ways of
peace and civilization. English speaking
peoples today hold the world's balance of
power if they will uao it. A war between
Great Britain and tho United States
wonld really be as monstrous as a fight
between parent and child. Whatever
else may como, the true interests of the
English speaking peoples of tho globe lie
along this path.

Tho Next Paris Exposition.
' Other nations may have world's fairs

in tho meantime, hut tho next Paris ex-
position will take placo in 1000. With
the painstaking fidelity to industrial art
that characterize* them, the French are
already preparing; for it.

The present hard times everywhere
may perhaps give a great impetus to state
socialism, at least in tho direction of gov-
ernment ownertthip of railroads and all
matters and industries in which the
wholo publio is interested and of state
labor bureaus and state enterprises foi
the employment of those-out of work'.
