Gustlo, of Colton,
was notified by telegraph of the traglo
ending of the career of his son, Ohsrles,
who cut his throat while confined In the
Platttburgh Jail. The deed was commit,
ted with an old pocket knife which aus-

hid borrowed ot one of his fellow
prisoners. Whcrfhe commltteed his rash
sot he was in the exercise hall, and when
Jailer Boper was attracted-by the cries ot
the Inmates a fearful spectacle met his

The floor was covered -with blood,
which was flowing freely' from the gap-
Ing wound which, extended almost across
bis throat. Oustin was on his knees and
w u holding a newspaper which he had
been reading over the cut, evidently hav-
ing changed his mind about wishing to
die. He was weak from the loss of blood
and fell forward on his face several times,
Hla clothes were, saturated with gore and
the spectacle was a moil gruesome one'.
Four doctors were on the spot but It was
found that the windpipe was completely
severed, and that there was' no possible
hope" of recovery. After being made
comfortable as possible, he made signs
that he wished to write; and a pencil and
paper was furnished him, on which he
wrote: "Do not "Send for my girl or my
folks. Some one ha* gone for my girl.
Slop them." After repeated urging as to
wheie his people lived, he wrote: "My
father is iu Colton; my brother Is In Man-
chester, N. H." The effort at writing
wss evidently a hard one, for at the finish
tbe*'wriUng w u hardly legible, while
when he started to write 11 wss bold and
clear. A friend, H. N. Friible, called at
the Jail a couple of hours after' the deed
wu committed and Guitin recognized
him, shaking hands with him. Quetln
received the most careful attention
throughout the night and On Saturday
the doctors sewed up the gaping wound.
