The disinfection of housea after the,

occurrence of infectious disease is often
a matter of great trouble and inconven-
ience as well an a serious expense, and
anything which tends to lewen-thesede-.
serves our consideration. Under pret-
est conditions the room itself hat to be
fumigated with sulphurous aoid vapor,
the floors and woodwork have to be
washed with Rome disinfecting solu-
tion, the walls have to be washed flown
and repapered, and the bedding has to
be sent to some special dlsinfeotor or
eheraicil pnrifier. By the use, how-
ever, of formalin—which is really a 40
per cent solution ol formaldehyde in
water—In the form beth of vapor and
spray," the bedding, furniture and walls
can bo thoroughly disinfected, and ren-
dered perfectly innocuous. The colors
of papers, silks, satins, plushes, etc.,
are. quiteunaffected both by the vapor,
and tho spray, and this adds very ma-
terially to its value, while the effect Is
said to be stronger than that of carbollo
acid, sulphurous acid, chlorine or bro-
mine. For spraying iptnay be wed in
the proporfftn of two, four or eight
drams to the gallon of water. For the
fumigation of mattresses a little of the
pure formalin should be placed, say, on
a vaportor under the bed, and to pre-
vent too great diffusion of the vapor the
lower part of the bed—that is, the legs—
should be thoroughly covered in with pa-
per. When one side Is thoroughly done,
the mattress should be turned and the
fumigation repeated. I may say that I
have tried this method-and. have been
satisfied with the results.—London
Lancet.

Abasia]
compound being, necessary, equal
weights of salts of aluminium and lead
axe employed, and care is taken not to
intxeduco too large quantities of free
acid with the aluminium sulphate, since
tho latter contains always a certain
quantity of snlphurlo acid, which, dur-
ing desiccation, displaces tha acetic
acid. To avoid thin inconvenience, they
are added per liter from 10 to 80 grams
of «oda. The moat favorable tempera-
tutu is 50 degrees, and Bt.an. heat direct
is avoided. In preparing tho soap bath
the fact is utilized that an aqueous so-
Iutiun of soap forms true solutions with
mixtures of fat and resins, wax, min-
eral oils, and even caoutchouc, and to
this end a 10 per cent solution of gum
Paraguay in oil of turpentine is taken,
The proportions employed for a square
meter of cloth are 80 grams tallow
soap, 25 japan wax, 1.5 gum Paraguay,
1 gram good varnish. Tha wax Is
first melted, the gum and varnish add-
ed, and fojr each kilo of solid is put 0.5
grams of a solution, saturated in heat,
of potassium sulphide. The mixture is
stirred and boiled, when sulphurated
hydrogen is liberated; a boiling solu-
tion of soap is added, when the lath is
fit for use.
