With tho
police Under the control of a governing
board composed ol two representatives ot
each of the great political parties, tho pro-
tection of crime and illegal voting which
the police have maintained in New York
would cease, and evon the metropolis may
yet get to a point whore a fairly decent
and respectable election can be held. Tho
bill la on a line with all tho other -com
mandatory measures which a Republican
legislature Is giving to tho Stale In the
Interests of good government and should
beconje a law before the session ts ended.

In the varioua lnvestlgauons now pend-
ing. Senator LexoWs committee Is shaking
up the police force in New York, and Is
boring down to the bottom of tho rotten-
ness which extsu In the management of
metropolitan officers. The New York
police force may bo tho finest in the world,
but in their methods of lcvylne blackmail,
Ot protecting crime and ot general all
around malfeasance in office, they seem to
be a rather disreputable lot ot law pro-
tectors. The Smoker committee Is mak-
ing things lively for the State board of
health and hu unearthed a wonderful
amount of fanny work In connection with
the management of that branch of our
State governnent.
