Some time In the early summer of 1893
tuo New York Times (democratic) sent a
reporter through Northern New To: k as a
special Investigator of tho pen,lnn frauds
with which, la thelt opinion, republican
and consequently "hide bound" St. Law-
rence Co. waa in'cited. The reporter

ime, Investigated and departed, and ever
alnce there have been warning) In the
Times to look but for the fowful disclos-
ures that were to follow. Finally about
the last of February the Times be'ehed
forth Its grape shot and c nl tor upon th?

G P. B. was a Corporal in Company B
of the Sixteenth New Tork Volunteer In-
fantry.
