.vote for any particular candidate; disobey

Who daro say It is not gross and re-
epnnslble negligence for a corporation of
the proportions, dignity and consequence
of Norwood, to suffer the Streets therein,
In the-nlght time to be in a condition i f
dnrkm.-s3, that people who live theroin or
who happc-n to bo here from elsewhere,
can not move about In safety during
reasonable evening hours of the night?
The objection to the resolution as present-
ed waa, th.it it seemed to bind the village
to deal with ono man, and not bind the
man, unless he was willing to be bound.
If the resolution Is carried out on and
after Oct. 1,1804, Norwood will let her
light shine In tho night time, and try and
about two months ago.
