Several interesting subjects came up for
consideration at the meeting of the village
fathen In Squire Crane's office Saturday
morning, The first was precipitated by
tie presentation of a bill, by Jos. C, Gtrevr,
for thirteen dollars, for hauling the fire
engine at the three recent calls. The bill
exceeded the stipulated amount, which
only allows two dollars for simply bitch-
ing on to the engine and five when It is
drawn to and from the fire. As the
enginewasnot taken to the .fire either
lime ten dollars was allowed for the ser-
vices performed. Mr. Grew waa present
and presented the claims of the teamsters,
claiming that, considering the weight of
the engine, about four tons, and the roads,
over which It has to be drawn, especially
at this season, the allowance was a meagre
compensation, for tin labor and strain up-
on the hones.

The subject of relaying the drain on
Elm street, from Lawrence Avenue to
Cedar street received a tnorough discus-
sion. "The drain in thjs section, compris-
ing some 1160 feet, consists of a six. Inch
tile, emptying Into a twelve. Inch tile.
The small tile hat given continual and un-
ceasing annoyance to the residents of up
per Elm by filling up and flooding the
cellars. The chief cause of this waa the
growth of willow and elm roots which
found their way into the tile through the
joints, and In relaying this will-be guarded
