T H E TELKORD ROAD.
The Racspt lon ot Our N«w York

Inspect ion P«r ty In Naw Jer -
•ay.—-Jaruy Parmart Relate
Spma Surpr la lngExper iences.

The Introduction o[ the Kerr bill in our
>giilsturo led to a lour through New
fersey by a party of prominent New York
State men, who are I teraated In road Im<
rovtment. New Jersey, like the Empire
tate, was slow to enact laws for better

Ing her highways, soil the turners, u a
ule, were opposed to such laws. The re
uit, however, has been that the farmers

have learned the value of a goad solid
in eTery towu whete an IDS^

roved" road has been Introduced the far-
mers living upon Out road were found to
have such an Immense advantage in haul-
ng their produce to market that every

resident of the town haa been unceasing
n his clamors to hare the system extended.

The Inspection parly gava more parUcu-
r attention to Burlington county, be-

cause there was a farming community
more nearly corresponding to tho average
srmlnn community in this State. The

party first slopped at the little hamlet of
AlerchaatvDto and wen driven to Moores
town by a circulioul route of seven or
eight miles, the object being to show
them various kinds of roadway, from the
best telford. to the original mud and mire.
A telford road la a macadam highway
rith a tinner foundation- of stone which

the nature of the soil In some places ne
ceultates. Aiido from the foundation
this road was made of three different
sizes of broken stone, the finest on top.
This atone waa trap rock and waa brought
by rail from northern Now Jersey. The
msradam road war was twelve feet wide.
On either ride of this crater strip ot stone

the ordinary soil turnplked and
rounded, with draiosge only by gutters.
There Is no srUflctl "under drainage" by
tile or otherwise. Notwithstanding that it
tad rained considerably thu day before

the stone roadway was like adamant and
hones' shoes resounded sharply as

they struck ll. This road was built last
ear under the "stale aid act," and cost

about $6,000 a mile.

Another mactdsm road, the macadam
portion being tea feet wide and ten Inches
n thickness, was driven ever. Then a
rave! road w u followed for some dis-

tance. There Is plenty of excellent gravel
about Moorestown and it makes a good
road, but the farmers there say they pre
er to bring the trap rock by rail from a

distance than to use tho gravol, as It is
cheaper la the end. Another piece of
highway inspected before reaching Hoores
town was an unimproved, natural dirt
road, which UM farmers ale gelling rid of
as rapidly as the lsw allows and complain
because the law Is too slow. Still another
road traversed was macadamkud nine feet

Ide and six Inches deep Th« width
and depth of the stone on Ihcso different
roads varies according to the nature of
the soil and tho amount ot travel over the
road.

The system of roadbuildinic was ex
plained by a prosperous farmer named
Borroughs, whose f v m a few. miles frow
thevillsge was visited by the inspectors.
He said one of the first things they did li
New Jersey was to abolish the office o
overseers of highways. The officeholders
objected and made a hard fight, hut were
conquered. The highways are BOW in th
hands of the "township commUtee,"
body similar to a board of trustees. Thl
committee can UM the money'appropria-
ted for highways just as it pleases. Its
members a n responsible for goodroad
and thereto something. Where responsi
bility was divided among a large number
of separate highway officers Mr. Ho:
roughs said the result was spending the
money every year without much perma
nent Improvement;

Engineer Harrison, who built the road,
said that the fanners had got the notion
that they would bankrupt themselves It
they put down macadam roads. Mr. Har
rison and Mr. Borroughs knew differently.
The former told them he could buil
roads, import all the material and have
good results fot $8,500 a mile. They
laughed at him, since they had been given
to understand that It would rest (0,000 o
$7,000 a mile at least. Finally they lol<
him they would try to bond the town f oi
fiO.OOO. Mr. Harrison could have thi
(40,000 if he would bul'd ten miles o
road such as they jpeciBed. He took the
offer. Of course, a popular voto was nee
owsrv. before the bonding could be done,
in order to carry the election in favor 'of
bonding it was necessary to lake in some
outlying roads and make the amount of
improved highway eleven and onetmlf
miles. Mr. Harrison agreed to nuke the
whole eleven and onehalf miles for no
more than vtO.OOO. He dld.lt, brought all
hit stone by rail many mllea, and then
csrted It overland In wagon*, pocketed
$1,000 for about four months' services o
his own and left • » » balance In the town
treasury.. These eleven and onehalf miles,
therefore, cost the town just »8»,776, or
about t8,l60 • mile, and they were built
under quite unfavorable circumstances, a
.all the englneeri present at Moorestow
agreed that the hauling of the i tone Is the
greatest Ifcm of expense. These eleven
and onehalf miles of road w i n built three

if taxation ia Inslgofacaut. Thofarmiits
ll uso wagons with narrow tires, though

tho engineers Bsy they ought to uso wide
tires. A load, including tho weight ot the
rsgon, of four tons ia common. Mr. Har-

rison cays about $50 a voar should bo

'1 ho Spanish MOM-Is mostly
in the o k trees and when It awayt In the
wind the effect hi beautiful Even this
mots It uwful and Is sometimes made Into
mattresses. Tho mlnletoe grows on the
live oak and just now Its white waiy ber-
ries are perfect. The magnollaa are bud-
illng and single red and white oleanders
are In bloom. Uneofthe characteristic
uowcra ts the wild yellow Jesmraluo. It
climbs 11 thn tops of the trees and In its
glory Is covered with fragrant yellow
llnweH. But It h unless to attempt to
nsmeall the trees, lliwert and palms.
Tho darkle* are fond of the cabbsge that
grows in the cntro of the cabbage palm,
and after it is taken out the tr.e dies.
