vestlgate police departments In all the cit-
ies of the State, and the comtrlttee which
ia now so thoroughly stirring up the New
York police derailment will bo given
power to inquire into the methods' of the
other departments of that city.

Senator Smelzer introduced on, behalf
of the special Senato commlttco which
has been investigating the wide existence
of tuberculosis in cattle in this State, a
bill providing for a further Inquiry into
the existence of the dlscaao. The result
of the work ot such a commission, Senator
Smelzer saji, would be of great benefit to
the dairy Interest* of tho State. It would
also tend to solve ono of tho most Impor-
tant questions which tho State Board of
Health rays alfecta the health of all our
people. The wide prevalence of consump-
tion In cattle has been a question of much
concern to tho State Board of Health, and
last year the board's Inspectors killed over
twenty thousand head of cattle which
were afflicted with the dlseaso, and for
which claims aggregating thousands of
dollars are befog filed dally with tho State
Board of Claims.

Senator SmcUer'a bill provides as fol-
lows: There shall be a commission, to
consist of one member of the State Board
of Health, to bo designated by said board;
threo breeders of thoroughbred cattle, each
engaged In tho breeding of a separate and
distinct breed, to be selected by the dine
tors of the Now York State Datrymcn'e
Association; and Prof. James Law, pro
fessor of veterinary medicine in tho Unl
vctslty of Cornell. Tho commhslcn Uiu»
created shall organize by the election of a
president and secretary. The latter shall
receive a salary of $250 per month and
expense*. No member of the commission
shall receive a salary other than tho icerc-
tary, but they shall be allowed expenses.
The commission shall havo all tho power
now granted to the State Board of Health
to examine the cattle of this State tor Iho
disease known u tuberculosis and It shall
examine uto the said disease, Ita exist-
enco and any other facts concerning It
that may bo now or hereafter brought
forth, and report tho aamc to tho Senate
by the 15th day of January, 1805, setting
forth all work done and all cxperla cnts
msde, and such suggestions for the proper
continuation of tho work as will tend to
remove the said dlseaso from tho cattle of
this State.

The Forest Commissions policy of soil-
ing stumpago under caroful and thorough
restrictions, and thus bringing to the Stale
a largo annual revenue from Its great Adi-
rondack property, hu received a check
from the Land Board, which has Intro-
duced resoutlons opposing that policy
The question of thus cutting off spruce
timber above twelve inches In diameter
was submitted to State Engineer Adams,
who Is also opposed to selling any timber
whatever from tho State Park.
