Would Shoot Him for a Tll lman
' Spy_

For the past ten days the city of Darl-
ington, in South Carolina, has boon under
martial law owing to a riot over an at-
tempt to enforce the liquor law. i The
state voted that liquor should be sold only
by slate officials but tho law has been con-
stantly violated. Qov. Tlllman sent out
spies to discover the violators.and in D^rl
lngton the citizens attempted to mob the
spies, several persons being killed in tho
affray.

He
finally reached Florence where Jio^found
sixty armed citizens who told him, that lie
was exceedingly fortunate and had a nar-
row escape from.bdng shot. The driver,
who Mr. Danls says was as black as the
ace of spades, was ̂ dually pile, and said
to him, "Boss I'M done gone fro Darling
ion-forthe—Isit^tlrms;"" Torwmchr Mr;
Danls responded with a fervent "amen."
He says further that he is dono'u'rlvlng ,jn
South Carolina.
