Very likeljr thei'e«aer buoftea heard
ol It, bnf until I -was «ent for by;« flnn
of London marine contractors with ref-
erence to it I knew nothing of tho fa-
moos shipwrtck of the Britiib. mail
steamer Fondicheny off the Chineae
coast.

It Beemi that is the year 18S8 the
Pondicheny, en ronte from London to
Shanghai with acsrgo of good* u d
£50,000 (terilng in treasure, tan npon
a mnken Mgo eff Capo Ya»g-T» in a
thick fog, The steamer retted npon the.
rocks long enough to enable the paaMW
gen and orew to get off, «nd than the
parted amlilahipe.

The forward portion rolled inride the
ledge into comparatively «D«1IOW wa-
ter and wa» easily reached, bat the aft-
er part went down info very deep water
onttide, and no trace of it could be
found.

Unfortunately it waa tb« after part
of the wreck which contained the bul-
lion room, and with it £50,000 in Eng-
lish gold had tone oat of sight, seem-
ingly foiewr. .

That ii to say, it was still oat of
sight whou, 80 y e»r» after the Pondi-
cherry m i wrecked, I waa summoned
to the ofHra of Barbsld & Co., in Lon-
don, and liked i f I could go to Shang-
hai, lanppoeemy good Inck in getting
op, from a depth of more a n 25 fath-
om, a gnat part of tho trwsnra that
went down with a transatlantic at«amar
off the Asorea had something to do with
the call I received from Barbold, & Oa
Tiro newspapers wen fall of it at the
time.

Of coarse I waaready to go to Shang-
hai or to the north pole if I nceWfd
ay transportation thither and a fair re-
muneration. Within a week I embark-
ed, with my diving apparatus, for
China.

Oar little expedition WM in chargt
of Captain John Reese, an enterpris-
ing Welabmen. kjr companion l i n t ,
Georg. Cowlssv aoouaiwsM «s>

in xaj ear and tniimf
rlble ringing »nd hammering that the>
rapid lightening of the preeanrs waa be-
ginning to canse, but meantime I was
somewhat reassured by the fact thit
they wen giving me air with the pump.

I felt faint and straggled as desper-
ately as I could to prevent my unseen
and unknown enemies from dragging m»
upward to suffocation and perhspa
death, but of conns it was in vain.
