| ' the.dltoMdant clamor'of pugnacious pol-
iticians, and Ihe animal* in the menagerie
wan stirred op as they have seldom been
before. The tcene In the Assembly cham-
ber during many- ot the sessions ot last
week resembled a tort of a crow between
a Black Friday on the Stock Exchange
and a couple ol college teams playing foot
ball, and the spectators In the gallery
were uncertain In their mindt as to
whether it wasn't equally as exciting as a
riot in the coke regions. And leader Wm.
Bulzer, of the youthful yean and windy
ways, was the cause of all the commotion.
Now Mr. Bulier It a first rate fellow on
the street and has friends who personally
think a good doal of htm, but in the arena
of politics he resembles the big yellow
dog that comet out to. bay the moon, and
unless ho gels In hit dally quota of baying
something Is wrong with the gun. And
sitting close to hit left it another demo-
crat, little sandy haired Hennessy of
JUugs, who it either buzzing around in a
red hot condition, like a fourth of July
pin wheel, or else effervescing like a
telzer bottle under pressure. These two
gentlemen represented the hot bo).es of
the machluo during the scrapping lut
week and In that capacity they stirred up
the rumpus and caused all the fen. Tbe
row was started by Mr. SuV.jr demanding
t reconsideration of the rote by which
his factoiy Inspector bill w u lost l u t
week. In order to reconsider, ttxtyflve
votes were neeeuary, but Mr. 8ulz_>r only
got slxtyfour, owing to the refusal to vote
of one of hit colleagues, Adolph Schlllln.

I assure you I never had a more unpleas-
ant duty to perform in my life, and I
truat that your conduct shall be such that
I will never again be railed upon to do tt.
Now, gentlemen, this U a serious matter.
It is a serious matter, I repeat, to break
the constitutional quorum. It Is a' serious
matter to violate your rules. We must

(.proceed with legislation. That Is what
the people havo elected us for. Perhaps
In the heat of discussion you may have
bun led astray Into violating the solemn
oath of office which you took to obey the
constitutional rales, but that Is not a cir-
cumstance tint goes toward anextonua
tton of tho offence you have committed.
It Is within tho power of Una house, I
would remind you, to flno you, to expel
you from the chtmber or to Imprhnn you.
But it is not deemed advisable upon this
first occasion to do so. But I assure you,
