But the testimony of Inhabitants
of the oout section proved conclusively
that this was never d-no and tbnt when
ever any refuse washed ashore It had to
ha taken out by the property owners
themselves, while ihe shore Inspector
used his big appropriation of Stale money
for his own, personal and political ends.
That item- has, however, been ^ut-out-of
the appropriation' bill so that the shore
inspector will have but few funds lo
divert In that manner during tho coming
year. The Governor Is alto making a
very serious mistake la his threat to veto
tho general appropriation bill unless the
clause relative to the employment of

by the various commissions Is
stricken .out, For years past thestalo
commissions havo been In tho habit of em'
ploying lawyers nil over the Ststo at o r
bavagant figures to do tho work which
should come under the jurisdiction of tlio
Attorney Generu1, und these lawyers have
as a rule been retained btxMise of ihelr
value In helping along the prnitrtm cf the
democratic machine. Now if the olllce
of the Attorney General K uf iiny vulue
to the Stole it should hive jurisdiction
over tho logol mattera In which Ihe Stutu
U involved.
