SHALL WE HAVE WIDE TIRES?

Do tho Farmers Favor the Move-
ment for Good Roads?

At the last meeting of thu Board of
Trustees tho Mowing by-law was read
and lal '• upon the table uutll tho meeting
of the Board at 7.30 p. m., next Monday:

It shall n it be lawful tor any person,
firm, company or corporation to use any
wagon un which two or more horses are
used In hauling or cirrylng any load over
nne th'iusaid pounds en any road in the
village of Fomliim, which lire Is lets than
throe Inches lu width, after the flrs'rlay ot
July, lbM, and where any such load Is
placed mote on one axle ttan Ibu- diner
such lire shall nut bo leu than four inches
In wldih.

The trustees spent some tlmv discerning
the proposed br law and the majority
seemed to favor lu adaption. Opinions
of various business mcu, cngagnd In man-
ufacturing, lumbering, quarrying and- so
forth, had been secured and themojirltv
very strongly favored the use of wide
tires exclusively for heavy hauling.

Miny of the farmers are known to be-

number throughout th J county have al
ready adopted the brood tl i". Whatever
oppofiltlon tjiero may be to tho by-law
will doubtless come fn<ru thu farmers and
those who d) not understand tho good of
the broad wheel, m tho villagers, who
nlso a highway fund of $£WKhi year,
see the folly nf h»Iag their work dam-
aged by the narrow tires' which cut deep
ru's wherever the ground is soft. The
expe»ec of refitting an old wagon is par-
tially returned by the rebate which the
law a'lows nn the roal tax.
