A Coll ision At T h a r e i a Kills t h e
Enalrner—An At tempt t o Wreok

a. Train at Water town.

Two exciting Incidents are recorded in
the annals of the R. W. & O. for hut
Week. In the first a train was saved from
deatructlon by the vigilance of the ongi-
neer; in the second an engineer was killed
by the carelessness of tho switchman.

The attempt to wreck the night train
rom tho south was mado by aomeono, as

yet unknown, at the railroad yard at
Watertown. The wrecker had extinguish
ed three of the lights placed at the switches
to show whether they were open or shut,
nd turned the switches tho wrong way.

Engineer Angley had charge of the train,
which consisted of a baggage car, smoker.
nd day coach well loaded with passengers.

Angley Is a man of much experience and
an locate almost exactly every light along

the road, As the train approached the
placo of tho Intended wreok, at a high
peed, tho engineer missed the familiar
ights and instantly set the air brakes and

reversed the engine. With a jolt the train
topped within six Inches of the open

switch. On the aide track where the pas
senger train would have run had not the

anger been discovered In the nick of time
were a number of heavily loaded freight
cars and had the passenger crashed into
them thoy would have withstood tho col-
ision and the passenger trala would doubt-
less havo been telescoped.

The fatal accident at Theresa occurred-
Thursday afternoon, shortly after five
'clock. Theresa Is a junction where the

road from Philadelphia branches; ono line
oing, to Clayton and the other to Ogdena

surg. The trains to and from Ogdensburg
pass there. Tho passenger train going to
Ogdenabure reached Theresa first, ran
ast the station and backed In on tho Y to

lot the other train havo the main track
lear. Engineer Williams sat In the cab

sndeawbrakcnian John Dickinson and
baggageman Van Blyfcc at the switch and
lttlo dreamed that he h»d only a few mo-

ment's more to live. I t was the duty of
the baggageman and brakoman to close
the switch as soon as the train was on tho
i", but thoy had discovered a mud turtle
and all their attention was taken up with
hat so that they forgot their duty.

The train had stood upon the siding
fully 5 mlnutesand during the time tho bag-
gageman and brakeman were at tho open
switch.

Even tho rumbling sound of the far-off
pproaching train did not arouse them to

the sonio of duty. I t was not until almost
t the twitch that engineer Egcrt of the
ipproachlng train saw tho danger.

Quick as a flash he applied the air
irakes, reversed his englno with a full
ead-of steam, gavo a startling blast of tho

whistle, and, together with his fireman,
umped from the cab and escaped unhurt

The sound of thu whUtlo aroused every
railroad employe on W h trains, and the
