"Born at Madrid March 17, 1805,
Osrela's earliest recollections are of the
Peninsular, van, which, when he was In
his sercnth year, esuted his family to re
move from Spain to the greater socnrltyof
Naples.

A Ohastly Crime a t Adams.

The little Tillage ot Adams, In Jefferson
Couoty, hti been the scene of another
bloody crime, the perpetrator being Will

Bath were alive but
breathing heavily and struggling in agony
and everything was (pattered with blood
Green had la his hand the knife with
which he cut his throat and behind a door
wu tbe axe Kith which he struck the wo
man. Doctors wets summoned anct tried
to sew up them w's throat but ho dial
while they were working ovtr him.

The causu of the crime w u the cxtremi
jealoua nature of Green who was always
quarreling with the woman and had from
time to time beaten snd abiued her tor-
rlbly. Her name wss Hsttlo Bccbco and
she was rather a pretty brunette of
yean. She was married when fifteen
years old to Gilbert brock but ho secured
a divorce because she wax untrue to her
marriage vows. Slnco then she has lived
with Green tod hai been lnllnute with
other men.

Tho wpravi'a hod was terribly battered
and her skull broken In several places.
