DANQEB IN THE BRIDAL TOURS,

The Kedlcal Aqweil of tin C w FnwnK*
to.TbOM About to Harrjr.

The custom which obtains so general-
ly of taking* fatiguing journoyas »
part of the nuptials is regarded by high
authority as one of the barbarisms of
civilization. Let us illustrate tho inju-
rious physical tendenoiee by a typical.
case. Dnriiig extremely cold weather
there occurs a -wedding, which, trom
the standing of the parties, attract*
«ome attention. The happy oonple, we
are told, are off for their wedding trip
to a Btill moro frigid section of country.

Though consoions of danger and dis-
comfort, to some extent, -which is great-
ly increased by their inexperience iu
traveling, they cheerfully assume the
risk and responsibility, as to oil mar-
ried conplos a bridal tour seoms to be
considered as absolutely essential to give
the marital union an importance with-
out whiohit would, in thoir opinion,be
unromantio and but a partial marriage.
The tour causes fatigue, exposure and
excitement, making regularity of life
Impossible—in faotj tho aot involves the
reverse of all thatthernlesof health
and physiology require.

Again, i t constantly happens in the
case of both sexes that a slight indispo-
sition, whioh passed unnoticed in tho
hurry of preparation, is aggravated to a
serious and even fatal oxtent by the ex-
citement, exposure and neglect on a
wedding tour. No man, for instance,
wonld think of postponing his marriage
on account of a slight cold. If)ho staid
at homo of tenvard and toolf care of him-
solf, it would pass away like other slight
colds, but often on the bridal tour the
malady develops into a chronio disease,
A prominent physioian recently said:

' 'Many cases ofbridesand bridegrooms
in my professional (experience camo un-
der my observation-dying of typhoid fe-
ver just after a wedding tiip, whioh
had caused the early symptoms to bo
misnnderatood and .neglected. In ono
instance that eame'nnder niy observa-
tion a healthy and vigorous young man,
