Katie RUDP 1* Daoalvedi BatrayaoV
Robbed and Murdered by her

Supposed Lover.

In a lonely spot among lbs trees and

lieve that ho intended to marry her.
With this purpose In view, she met him
in the train at Utlca one day last week
rad together thejr went to Jersey City.
There the two took a walk Into the
country to a rocky, wild and uninhabited
ipot whore the fiendish Altenberger do
liberately shot her twlco in tho breast and
IDCO in the tad, leaving lier for dead

among the roclu. She recovered con
Bclousness in a short time and lay thero all
night moaning in anguish and unable to
move. In the morning some laborers dlB-
covered her, she was taken to the hospital
where sue described her -murdeier, and
after lingering a short'time died from her
terrible wounds. Altenberger believing
tbat hiB crime would not bo discovered
took a train from Now York for Rome
without any attempt at concealment. Hit,
dUcrlptlon was published In tho morning
papers, which he did not read however,
and between Albany aud Utlca a couplt
of gentlemen on' the r̂aln-'read'the'dcscrlp
tlon of the murderer, aud woro struck by
the accuracy with which it fitted a young
man sitting just aeross the aisle ot tho air.
At Utlca they followed him into tho lunch
room whero they shadowed him until an
officer was found. Altenberger when ar
rested, broko down and confessed his tear
rible crime giving all the details It was
a deliberate, cold blooded and exceptional-
ly fiendish murder and if the machlnory
of the law docs its duty ho will occupy

murderer's grave In three months time.
