I was a farmer's lad in northern Hli<
noisand joined, tbe Fifty-fifth Illinoii
in its moroh south when I was 18 yean
old. My experience: was that of every
boy under similar oiroumstanoea>
Buoyed np by enthusiasm and natural
youthful Bpirits, t took kindly to tht
drill and in a shortwhile considered
myself a model soldier. I was admitted
to be an excellent shot and took great
pride in my target practice.

"In the spring of 1863, during the
first tew days in April, I had all ths
ohanoe I desired for target practloe and
availed myself ot i t As every cau
knows. Grant was in charge of the
Union forces and had landed about 85,-
000 men down belowthe little SMloh
chapel at a plaoe oalledTittsburg Land-
ing.
