» they should dalre. The convention has
as Its presiding officer, the Hon. Jos H.
Ohoste ot New York, a man whose ability
In the legal world has won for him the
first place In the profession, and whose
brilliant mental attainments, and whose
attractive personal characteristics make
him peculiarly well fitted for tho position
of president. The personnel of the con
ventlon Is largely of memben of the legal
profeulon.and In Intel l igent and ablllty.lt
Is an ablu body of men, somewhat in ad-
vance of the body of assemblymen who
usually occupy that chamber. But nearly
every one o t these delegates has hb own
peculiar Ideas at to the points necessary to
make our State constitution what It ought
to be, and these Ideas they are- advancing
as fast as they can put them -on psper and
Introduce them to the house. Mr. Steele
of the twenty second district, who has
spent a great deal Of time and effort In
compiling a manual and rules for the
guidance of the convention, concluded that
the only proper word In the Interest of
economy of language, which could be ap<
piled to the:e suggested constitutional
changes, was the word "overture" and for
several days all such measures wero termed
overtures in consequence. Bu t the word
did not take well among the members and
It was finally thrown out to give place
to tho more ordinary expression ot "Con
stltmlonal Amendment" These proposed
Constitutional Amendments embrsce every
variety of Ideas for the government of the
human race that the human mind can
originate and whi le many of them aro
worthy of serious consideration and adop-
tion by the people, a quantity of them are
vagaries which causes one to wonder that
men of intelligence could Hop long enough
In the affairs of life to seriously consider
such questions. The convention being so
largely made up of lawyers, It therefore
follows that tho flow 0! speech throughout
the deliberations of the body would be as
ceaseless and as unlimited as the flow of
the old Hudson unless some method Is
adopted by which too much talk can bo
plugged up . The rules for the guidance
of the convention have not ye t been fully
adopted but they contemplate this dlfUculty
of too much freedom of the voci l organs
and attempt to remedy the difficulty In so
for ts may bo consistent with the purposes
of the assemblage.

President Ohoate but week appointed
the standing committees after nearly two
weeks of careful arduous consideration of
tho abUlllei-of the members and their fit-
ness for the work before them. This con-
vention as Is well kown was conceived and
fostered and nourished by the democracy
who entertained the fond but fleeting hope
that their party would beta full control
and that therefore they could fix the con-
stitution of the State to harmonize with
democratic Ideas of things In general. But
In the all around convulsion which ripped
the keel, stem and Bternpoat off demo
cracy's barge, the convention was turned
from black to white by a very handsome
republican majority. Therefore In mak-
ing up the committees, president Ghoato
very properly save the Republicans a
majority of each. The delegate! at largo
Wero each gtvon a chairmanship and the
other chairmanships woro given out ace 3rd
Ing to the best judgement of the president.
Our delegation-did not ask for a chalrmin-
ship but were vory well satisfied with the
committees to which they were ssslgned.
Mr. Molntyre especially has very Impor-
tant work before him In the session, being
the scored momber of tho commlttoe on
railroads and slso a momber of the com-
mittee on education These two com
mlttees are among the most Important ot
the contention and will have to consider
somo questions of grave Import. Mr. Ab-
bott Is a member of (ho Important com
mittea on suffrage and also of tho com
mltteo on Governor and State officers. Mr.
Brown of Watortown Is on the committees
on Appointment and Education, and Hon.
John 1. Gilbert Is Chairman of the com
mltteo on Industrial interests.

Tho suffrage committee Is already hav-
ing a lively time wi th the ladles whodeslro
to see that obnoxious word "male" stricken
from tho constitution, and a large hearing
was given before that committee last week
at which time tho Indofatlgable champion
of tho cause, Susan B. Anthony, once

, more presented her pica for tho women's
right to vote. She Is pleading a lost cause
however, for tho sentiment of the conven-
tion Is decidedly unfavorable to the Ideas
advanced by tho women suffragists. Whon
the ladles all really desire- to.ga to the.polls.
and drop in their ballots like little mon, all
well and-good. The horrid mon will bo

•' 'rtxUfy and willing to accord thorn tho op-
portunity But the ladles who want
to vote aro yet in the minority and are
y « y milch divided themselves over the
question. Therefore tho time ,for the
change Is not yot ripe and another decade
tattn roll by before the ladles will be ad
milled to the ballot box.

Mr. Elon ft. Brown of Watertown h is
Introduced an amendment providing that
no public officer and no juror shall ride on
a railroad pass, and Major Moore of
Pi t tsburgh , who don't fool that way, has
Introduced a measure providing that state
officers. Judges and district attorneys shall
have free transportation aver all lines of

. travel.
The Governor, who should perhaps bo

termed the "pardoner" from the lags num-
ber of convicts he has set free, Is the sub-
ject of some consideration and a resolution
was introduced by Mr, Kellogg calling up
on the Governor for a statement of the
number of pardons limed by him and the
reasons therefore. Mr. Bteele also Intro-
duced an amendment on the same subject
providing that all pardons by the Gover
nor shall bo confirmed bv tho Senate.

NEW YOBK OITX, May Hi, '64.

EiiUrra Courier and irteman:

It has been some time slnco I have
written a letter for publication and the
thought just occurred to too that perhaps
some of my Potsdam friends would like to
hear from mo. I know they are not "all'
broke up over my continued absence, bub
good men ate scarce and it Is well enough
to let the people know where thoy aro lo
dated. I left Potsdam on tho 1st day of
January 1804, after a severe wrestle with
What Is now known to me as tho Potsdam'
grip. I havo been gripped before In sev-
eral different languages and colors but this
was the ant case of the Potsdam grip, and
I never want another. I t left my consti-
tution In.a condition pretty well tattered
and torn and I assure you now i t It ever
collars me again It will have to get Its
work In quite early In the season as I will
not be there. I t has taken me nearly all
winter In the sunny clime of southern
Florida to fully recover from Its effects
and get back to my normal condition and
weight of 235 lbs. This has been a hard
winter in Forlda asl find It has been
almost everywhere. The orange market

been dull and the prices unsatisfactory.
Our orange orop wss badly Injured by the
severe gales o f October, and take It
altogether It has been with the most severe
struggle that we have been able to keep
the wolf from the door. However, as the
old deacon Niles used to say, we keep
looking up. As.the orange market was so
very unsatisfactory during the time for
harvesting the crop, I concopled the Ides
of plckirg my crop and sending It to cold
storage In this city (or the. late market. 1
did so and on the 16th of April I came to
New York to disposo of my fruit and have
been hero engaged In that business slnco
that tlmo. I find these aro democratic
Uses In New York city1 as elsewhere.
Confidence Is fully restored and things are
boomlDg-that is everything except fralt
and vegetables, firm products, manu-
factured attlc.es and several" other things
too numerous to mention.'

per gallon, !3 cents a drink and 4 cents fur
"a d—-l of a big horn." The luxuries were
more expensive and embrace calico and a
few minor articles. It cost (3.08 to pur-
chase a dress containing seven yardt or
11 cents, per yard called three and six-
pence. Cotton cloth 121c loaf sugar 2S
cents, writing paper, V3 cents, per quire 2
cents. The accounts were largely balanced
by notes but sometimes a man had a few
athos to spare at 12} cents per bushel for
which he got credit. Labor was from
87i cents to $1 00 per day; team and man
(1.60. In an Instance a man went to
Pariahvllle for a load and Is credited (1 SO
for the trip and on the same date charged
with three gallons of whiskey at fifty cents,
presumably to pay for drawing a load ot
the same fluid as that was where the stuff
was made. We often hear people pining
for the better days of yore, but from
what we can glean of the early life of the
pioneers her* their condition, although
happy to them in their day, is not to be
envied by us tbelr descendants.
