Hyra Sradwell'a Career.
Mrs. Myra Bradwell, the first woman

to be admitted to the bar in the United
States, passed away at her home in Chi-
cago on Feb. 14. Mrs. Bradwell was
well known throughout the states. She
began the study of law in IMS, when
nhe became the wife of Lawyer James
B, Bradwell. After carrying the case
of women in law to the supreme court
of the United States and meeting with
defeat she succeeded in having a law
passed by the legislature providing that
any person of either sex might practico

law in any stato court.
Mrs. Bradwell studied law under her

huBband for several years, She was the
first woman who was made a member of
the Illinois Bar association and also of
tho Illinois Press association. The first
weekly lugal {taper published in the west*
era states was the Chicago Legal Hews,
which was established 83 years ago, with
Mrs. Bradwell aa manager and editor.
Lawyer Bradwell retired from tho bench
in 1609 in* order to assist his wife in her
largo business to which the Legal News
company had grown.

Mrs. Bradwell managed to find time
in her busy lifo for much,charitablo and
philanthropic work. During the civil
war she was an active helper among the
sick and wounded soldiers and did good
work in tlm nanltary commisEton. She
was a member of the Soldiers' home
board.
