way against many nations' of Indians.
They found but little difficulty in BUD-
duing them all except one tribe, who
were known by tho name of Yankoos,
whioh signifies'invincible.' Aftei; the
tfaste of much blood and treasure the
Yaukoo.i were at last subdued by the
New England men. Tho remains of
this nation, agreeably to the Indian cus-
tom, transferred their name to their
conquerors, For awhile they were called
Yaukoos, bnt from corruption common
to names iu all languages they got,
through time, the namo of Yankees, a
name which we hope will soon be equal
to that of a Roman or an ancient Eng-
lishman. ' '

,T*he Federation'* Seriona Problem.
Mrs. Ellen M. Henrotin, ex-national

president of the General Federation of
W.omen'B Clubs, says that it is not pos-
sible for tbe General federation to con-
duct a bureau of reciprocity. . It has
grown too large to do so. She uiges,
however, that state federations should
sustain, these bureaus, limiting their
work to tho needs of the state, ./ffhese,
he says, would also greatly assist the

General Federation, .as the problem now
before this body is to retain the loyal
o-operation of the state federations'

and the individual clubs, and this,
further says-Mrs. Henrotin, can only be
done by assisting the clubs to take a
broad and national view of the olnb
movement. T*he-General Federation oah
serve no purpose except as the servant
of all dubs. .The federation is by no
means a fixed fact, and while today it
is apparently advanoing it is a yet on
trial. There never was a time when so-
ciety was less tolerant of large organi-
zations which do not justify the anionnt
of exeouti-ve ability^afld., energy dis-~
played in sustaining" them. The oon-
Bervation ot energy displayed should bo
turned to account. The faot is fh'at the'
federation, having grown so large, has
really come to a parting of "the ways.
The question oame up at Louisville and
again at Denver and isEtill unsettled as
to whether the federation shall continue
on its existing lines or shall be recon-
structed, remodeled, one might say, so
as to consist of only state federations.
