About every
fourth house displayed -sorae, ̂ decora-
tion—a palm branch, a bit of retC'whlte"
and blue bunting or a flag. Not a dozen
flags were to be seen fri the stately -Pra-
do. The roofs, the streets, the parks and
the wayside in the suburban districts
were crowded with curioue- but for the
most part silent spectators. Now and
again there was a cry of "Viva Jos
Americanos!" followed by a bur,st iSf
cheering, but there was no general ex-
pression of public rejoicing, though Ma-
jor General Lee, who1 rode at the head
of the column on a gray charger, re-
ceived a personal ovation along nearly
the" ent'lreToute.

It
has mado our country the freest, the most
powerfurtttid -tho richest In the world; 16
has made the oonditions of ..our people
more full ot intelligence and happiness
than those ever before enjoyed by a whole
population; it han solved the problem,
whioh seemed Impossible ot solution for
years after the olose of the Civil War, ot
tho Industrial development and Intelligent
self-supporting conditions of the freed-
mtm.

Ho made the treaty of 1796, a
treaty in which all disputes arising be-
tween Great Britain and the United States
should thereafter bo Bottled by arbitration.
It was only by.his personal power that he
secured its ratification. It has remained
practically a dead letter for one hundred,
years. In spite of it, we haathewarof'
l?ia with Groat Britain; in splto.of it,
tbo action of the British Government dur-
ing our Civil War was suoh that, except
that our hands were tied, we wojild have
fought again; in spite of it, during the
Venezuelan controversy four years ago,
if.the people of Great Britain had not be-,
oome so extremely cordial and'f riondly to-
ward us, the challenge of JErestdent Oleve-
land for war would have beon accepted.
But in 1898 the purpose of Washington is
accomplished. Wo havo a war with Spain,
and France would help her becanso Bhe
owns Spanish securities, because of ties of
blood and because of relations of territori-
al contiguity; Russia, Germany, Italy and
Austria would < help her for dynastic con-
siderations. England, alone, stands aloof;
England refuses to join in the offort to
have tho rjaviod or tjie World intervene;
England, alone, says, "If you intervene
without us we will be, w|th our navy, on
the sido of tho United States." The clos-
ing days of 1898 witnosB a fraternal rela-
tion and "ententeoordiale" and.a full and
complete understanding between thoEng-
llsh-speaking peoples of the World. It sees
America and Great Britain together the
controlling powers for civilization, for lib-
erty and for comniorco. If, as I believe,
those who havo gone before,in their spirit
lives, follow in tho family those they love,

In that
brilliant nssciiibly of, .immortals was one
of those oreative minds of which thu world
has possessed very few, Alexander Ham-
ilton was an architect of government.
His mastermind has left its linpross upon
the Constitution of the United State* and
the organization of our judiciary. He de-
vised the revenue system under which we
now live; he was the author, in the main,
of tho Constitution of the State ot New
York and thu creator of o'urpresentsoheme
for edqeation. Rising from the intermlna*
ble debate, with the shifty propositions to
make the United States a nation, he said:
"In time, and In spite of the theory or the
spirit of tho Constitution, war will conr
oentratc power in the Federal -.Govern-
ment." This prediction ha» boon fulfilled
beyond the wildest hope of this belleTor
in centralization.
