RAILROAD MATTERS.

Importance of the O, « L C
Sal*.

„ A railroad transaction poaaesaing a large
degree of internet for Northern Now York,
aa well an for railroad otrolen generally, la
the purchase or the Btock and bondn of
The Ogdensburg and Lake Champlain
railroad, by the Hutland Railroad ubm-
pany. It is eipeoted that the new own-
ers of the Ogdenaburg line will take pos-
sesalon of the property in a day or two,
and preparations will be made for the
practical rebuilding of the road in order to
equip it for the heavy Western traffic, for
whioh its management will bid.

Dr. W. Seward Webb has been negotiat-
ing with Oharles Parsons, chief owner of
the Ogdensburg road, for a considerable
.period, and his success in acquiring con-
trol of that handsome property praotioally
assures tho extension of the Rutland road
to Rouses Point under the charter granted
by the Legislature to t'le Bntland-Oanadian
Railroad oompany. It is believed that this
extenBionwillbeobnsffucfea'-tli'rdughith-e
ialanda, shortening the distance between
Tfnriingtonana Rouses Point by rail
miles; and the now management will thus
gain the opportunity to open up to the
traveling public some of the finest scenery
to, be found in'the Unite/I States, and
build up a large summer tourist business.

The full importance of this railroad deal
does not appear until': all of its bearings
ire understood. -It is-announced that-the

Ogdensburg road under its new manage
menb will be.operated in close relations
with the New York; Central and the Rome,
Watertown and Ogdensborg road whioh is
also controlled hV the Vanderbilte. Tho
Ogdensbnrgh road, whioh is 118 miles in
length, oonneotst with the Vanderbilt
jystem at Ogdensburgh', at Norwood and
at Malone, while at BeuseB Point it touohes
the Delaware an'd Hi_ -

By his genins for, large railroad opera-,
tions Er'. Webb has noi onlyuueceeded in-
Beouring a connecting link for these differ-
mt branohes of the New York Central
lystem, bnt he has also consolidated into

one trunk route a series or lines reaohing
from Ogdenshnrg to Bellows. Falls, a dis-
tance of nearly 800'miles.
;his road will, connect
lines from Chicago and
commercial ports on the
The itae will also have working relations'
with the Canada ' Atlantic >nd other
Canadian lines, ana an immen,sa\ Western
traffiowfil thuVhe s&rareo1. Dr. \WeBbis
also a director In the Fitohburg
with whioh ther Rutland conneotsfeat Bel-
lows Falls, and it does'not needvapro
phetio eye to see that very olose relations
between the two systems, will be
lished with the ohanceB very Btrongl̂  in
favor of ultimate consolidation. It is
nifieant in this connection .that the stobk
of the Fttohburg has advanced from par
109 "during the past few weeks.

The relations between Vermont and the'
Ogdensburg road, which have been of a
somewhat iutim»to character during differ-
ent periods in the past, are now establish-
ed bn a firm and^ enduring basis. The
business firm of Bradley & Canfield, -for
many years one of the most flourishing
conoerns in the. Champlain valley, were
interested in the building of the OgdenB'
burg and Lako Chainplain railroad while
the Rutland and^ihe Vermont Central
were waging their famous contest to Bee
which should first reaoh Burlington. Sub-
seqnently Bradley & Canfield established
n line o£ propellers between Ogdensburg
and Chicago, later operated by tbe Cen-
tral Vermont railroad, but then known as
the Northern Transportation line.

For a number of .years previous' to~the_
aonstruction of-' a railroad into Ohiongo
from the East the Ogdensbprg -and Lake
Ohamplain road enjoyed a flourishing traf-
Bo in Western freight, and owing to its
connection with lines leading into Boston
itB securities were long a favorite f6rm o£
investment* for capitalists of the NeV
England metropolis. During a consider-
able period Hon. •William A. Wheeler,
Vice-president of tho i United StateB dur-
ing the Hayes administration, was presi-
dent of the Ogdensburg road. Later It
had a somehat checkered career and it was
lubjeot to rapid changes of management.

On June 1, 1886, shortly after the Og-
donsburg road had secured the bridging
of Lake Champlain and the building of
the Lemoille Valley extension as a con-
nection with the, St. Johnsbury & Lake
Champlain at Swanton, the line passed
under the control of the Central Vermont

stSpand was leased by the Vermont
road for a period of 70 years. On Jnne
10,1888, the consolidated railroad assign-
ed the lease to the Central Vermont_ rail-
road company, .and" the Ogdeneburg re
mained an important feeder to the former
line nntili1.89£'l̂ when under the receiver-
ship of the Central Vermont the lease
tEereof was surrendered. In October,

i, H. Walter Webb, was appointed
receiver of the Ogdensbmg road, but
after a period of litigation and the bring-
ing of foreclosure proceedings, Oharles
Parsons gained possession of the road and
he has continued to operate it under dif-
ferent forms of control including a re-
ceivership up to the present time.

The OgdenBburg line now becomeB
link in a system of lake and rail transpor-
tation which we believe is not only to
gain an important 'frhare in Western
freight traffic, but which is also to con-
tribute in a marked degree to the upbuild-
ing of the material interests of the. Cham-
plain Valley in particular as well aa the
Green Mountain State-and Northern -JTew-
'ork in general. It means the permanent

identification of Dr. W. Seward Webb
and of the large Vanderbilt Interests with
thlB section, and the development of enter-
prises on a scale of which our people have
not yet dreamed.
