to members of the royal family. The
storthing, when rendering an addresser
a bill or any other communication to
the king, heads i t simply, "Til kongeu"
("To the king"). Asa matter of oourae,
in speaking to the king or to any other
member of the royal family, "Your
majesty" or "Your royal. highness"ia
used. The press, with the exception of
11 few ultra consemvtive papers, h»H fol-
lowed tha'example set by the storthing.
Such honorary titles for certain public
officials as "His excellency" or "The
honorable" have also fallen out of use,

their "official title after they step out of
office—as, for example, one who has
once been a member of the cabinet al
ways afterward Mains the title "stuts-
mart" (Btate councilor).

The BnronesH von Bahden, who is at
present astonishing London with her re-
markable equestrian feats, is the only*
ohild of a Bnssian banker and was born
at her father's country bouse near Riga
36 years ago. From childhood she
evinced a great lave for homos, and aa
the years rolled on she beoame an expert
rider.

When the baroness was 18 years of
age, financial difficulties overtook her

father, and pressure was usod by her
family to induce her to marry a wealthy
bnt somewhat anoient suitor. Bather
than submit tbe high spirited girl de-
termined to take her future in nor own
hands and secured aa engagement to
ride in "the circus at Moscow, much to
tbe chagrin of her relatives, commenc-
ing her professional career in 1891.

The baroness, who lias-a wonderful
influence over horses, soon distinguished
herself iu the profession of her adoption'
by completely subjugating a most vi-
oiouB horse that bad been bought by the
director of tbe hippodrome ont of a rac-
ing stable after the brnte bad killed a
groom, '* '

The baroness owes her introduction
to her husband to on accident. About
fonr mouths after the incident men;
tio'ned the baroness was performing in
St. Petersburg and had arrived at tier
sensational finale on Czardas, where she
makes the horse rear up and walk on
his hind legs, she throwing herself
right back until her head nearly tonobeB
he horse's tail, when the animal over-

balanoed himself and fell backward,
The Baron Oscar von Bahden, aid de-

camp to his uncle, the governor of Si-
beria,Jeaped4ntoJhe ring Jwiib^BoveHil
ither gentlemen, the baron being the
Irst to assist the fallen artist, 'They
were married fonr months later. Al-
ihongb the baroness has been the cause
if no less tban six duels and one tragic
leatb, she is entirely free from blame in
he matter, having lived a most exem-

jlnry life, and never has the breath of
eoandal smirched Her fair fame.

The baron died last October at Brnns-
wiokof heart disease, accelerated doubt-
loan by the years of nervous tension
whioh culminated in the shocking trag-
edy at Clermont-Ferrand' in August,/
1894, when the baron shot an inf ntuuted
young Danish nobleman who had per-
sistently pursued the baroness for two
years with his undesirable attentions
and with whom, tbe . baron bad already
fought two duels.—Cincinnati En-
quirer.

vide for the physical requirements of
its high school girls in—the practical
way of having a physician in attendance
each day to give proper medical super
vision.

Dr. Katharine Kollock has.been giv-
ing her attention to high school girls
and their ills for nix .years past, most
of .the time without compensation, and
so necessary has a physioian-keen found
in the great institution that it would
now be deemed impossible to get along
without one. • . -.

The idea of having a physician at the
school every day emanated from Dr.
Hionias G. Morton, chairman of the
board of education's committee, on the
high school for girls. The plan was a
novel one, and it was not received with
such enthusiasm as wonld back up the
proposition with financial support. If a
physician wonW give her eerviqes free1

ol charge, the committee was ready to
accept them, but i t was not ready to
talk about-salary. T)r. Kollpok-'nnder-
took the 'work, however, and has con-
tinued- to-carry.iton^yer since. During
the last two years she has receivod-a
Ba.lary of" $750 per auuutn, an amount
ridiculously incommensurate with the
work sho performs. The entice number
of girls treutecf during t te lost school
year, from Sept. 9, 1897, to May 27,
181)8, was 8,080. This was an average
of 18 a day.—Philadelphia Times.

Bnt uoinotimen it hap-
pens that he oannot help hfmself. He
must feed the beea or they will starve.
A season may be so poor that not only
'Will the beea yield no enrplns, but they
will-not gather enongh stores to keep:
them \)Ter winter. Some people say,
"If the bees oannot get their own liv-
ing, let them starve." This is not the
polioy of that very practical beeman
Dr. O. O. Miller, who savS in The Na-
tional Stockman: '

Suppow itores are lacking, what shall
be fed? Tbere'i probably nothing better
in all the world than a good comb of
honey. And he is a wise beekeeper who
has on hand some extra combs filled
solid fnll of sealed honey. In too many
oaaes it will happen that, no combs of
honey can be had. The next beat thing
is to feed granulated sttgikr. That's bet-
ter than any other kind of sugar, and
in the long run perhaps the choapest.
How shall it be fed?, there aro a/good
many way's, some of which may be giv-
en at another' time, bnt for the present,
it maybe anffloient to mention one of
the feeders most soitqd' for feeding ei-
ther large or,small quantities, but es-
peoially for the rapid feeding of large
quantities.

The Miller feeder is shown in the ac-
companying illustration. Yon can make
one yourself if yon are something of a
mechanic. In the picture one end is cnt
away so yon oan see the meohaniein. In
the center is a place where tbe bees oan
get up. Then, when they get up, they
can go down on either side into the
feed. If they could get right into the
full dish of feed, they'd drown by the
wholesale. But in tbiB case there's on-
ly a narrow place where they can go,
so that they can promptly climb up ei-
ther side if they do fall in, lor the
partition board that goes down into the
box in each Bide goes so near tbe bot-
tom that no bee can"get through; only
the feed oan leak through. The large
open space that yon see on eaoh eide in
the picture will hold the feed, but no
bee will ever get into it unless it flies
in from the outside when you have the
cover off.

quite harmless when dried. Observa-
tions at the New Bumpsbire station
appear tosbow, however, that (be fresh-
ly cut loaves yield nearly as'mnoh as
the wilted jnea do when calculated on
the weight of fresh material taken.

The leaves of the wild blaok cherry
are tbe nioet poisonous of tbree specie!
investigated, thongh all are dangerous.

Both tbe wilted and fresh leaves are
poisonous, while tbe dried are to be re-
garded with suspicion.

Vigorous, succulent leaves from
yoDuu shoots, which are the onea most
liable to be eaten by oattle, are far more
poisonous than tbe leave* from • ma-
ture tree or stunted shrub.

Autumn'* GraHea.
The crystallizing of gracscsjiqs once

more become a fad. Here are some
points to be remembered:

The grasses should be Beleoted before
the see'd pods have burst.

Occasional wheat or oats heads mix
well with the grasses.

Pretty, nodding varieties always
should be freely mixed with the stiff
sorts.- ' --«»•»*..

The different grasses should be thor-
oughly dried first, not in stiff bunches,
bnt allowed a natural droop.

When dry, suspend them in a deep
jar and pour over them a strong Boln-
tion of alum in the proportion of two
ponnds of alnm in one quart of boiling
water.

The grasses should not touch tbe bot-
tom of the jar, as they will crystallize
fast to it.

They should remain untouched in the
alnm solution for 12 hours in order to
become firm.

Dried grasses and the fluffy, plumy
varieties left plain (without airy, at-
tempt to improve on nature) may be
mixed with the crystallized grasses in
the bouquet making, or the fronted,
shimmering orystal specimens- may be
sronned br theuijelves.
