Peck, of Albany, arrived on the Heeno
and exhibited a deed which he hud ob-
tained from the comptroller on a tax
sale of tho land, and demanded that
Caawell. ami the other Hettlers in that
vicinity buy the land of him. Peck^who
had bought the land tit tp,x aale before
the Hariaons 'contracted to Cuswell, came
u second time from Albany, und_ threaten-1

ed Caawell with ejectment, und the whole
purty went to see Thus, .L. Harison at
Morley and tried to fix the thing up,
without avuil, Mr. Harison denying-
PeekV.title aud refusing to protect Caa-
well. Caswell waited three or four years,
and then, tiring uf Peck'n importunities,
purchased the land of him", and took a
deed.
