- Housework Not In Favor,
, Hun'Kowoik is uot lookeci,,upon with
more favof by workers in shop and fac-
tory than it bus been heretofore, accord-
ing to tbe investigations recently made
by the committee of domostio reform
nf the Women's Educational and Indus-
trial union, which.is reported in The
Labor Bulletin of Massachusetts. Of
the 200 workers in shop and factory
statistics of whose hours and wages' are
given tbe majority of women agree

I .that housework 1B mote healthful and
[-pays tatter than shop or factory work,
but there are enongb disadvantages to
make it objeotionable to tbem. Finding
this general objection to domestic serv-
ioo, the committee of domestic reform
has deoided 'to turn its attention tjo- the
employers, to interest them, and if the
interest becomes general speoifio changes
iu tbe conditions of domestic, service
may be made, and women will fiud it
agreoahle to leave shop and factory for
the home.

Tbe social stigma whioh 'attaches to
workers ut domestio service mas found
tb be one of the strongest objections tbo
majority of girls in both shop aud fac-
tory have to undertaking it, though it
is a feeling, it was found, of which
tbey wero not always consoioua. Onlx a
few—20 of each class of workwomen—
objected to the housework itself, and
many said they would like the work
if they could do it for themselves. The
factory girl doing hnmi work, it was
fouud, nntde fewer objections to honse-
work tbnn tbe machine workers. Yet
they objected to tbe long hours and to
working alone. The isolation of house-
work whioh follows frorh' the greater
number of families employing only one
servant was tbe objection offered by the
greater number of the workers. It hats';
boeu fouud among the ./women who do
go out Co domes(io service that, while
they really prefer general housework to
tbe work either of oook, chambermaid
or waitress, they will take these posi-
tions for the Hake of company. "

The various reasons given as objeo-
tions to domestic servioe by the diffor-
eut workers interviewed, ranged in or-
ilor, are as follows: Stigma; loss of
onste; luBa satisfactory hours of labor;
isolation, working alone; lack of inde-
pendence; wornen employers; too hard
work, even without the laundry work;
both hansework and laundry work -dis-
tasteful; less pay and housework not
more healthful. <

Black Sea Water IH Polioia.
Tbo explorations of tbe Russian

scientist .Andrusaow have established '
a' very curious fact. The Black sea,
which in some parts has a depth of
more than (it500 feet, is poisoned by
sulphuretert hydrogen wherever the
water is deeper than 1,300 -feet. This
aooouuta for tbo curioutt fact that there
is no orRnuio life b'elow tbat depth, ex-
cepting perhaps tmme bacteria of very
low order, impregnated with sulphur.
The nausea for thin phenomenon are ox-
plained by tha quick outflow of the
fresb water tbruugh the BoBpotouB,
while salt water coming from the Med-
iten'an«jan outers tbraugh a deeper our-
rent into tbe doptha of tbe Blaok sea.

Tbo waMers cm the surface are, there-
foro, controlled absolutely by liorizoutal
currants uf cnnsulerablo force, and ver-
tical ourrt'iiis which might carry the
noxious giif-ufi from the bottom to the
surface ami fri>*u osyguu from the sur-
face tn tbo bottom aro hardly ever no-
ticouhlo. Thy water at great depths is

POTASH WITH MANU'RE.

A Simill Item Whieh Mny Account
For\Some Unexplained FireM.
'Evejy farmer knows that when

wood ashes are applied to stable manure
the effeot"of "the caustic potash on the
moist' nitrogenous excrement is to get
up a violent fermentation, with the re-
snlt of rapid loss of the ammonia that
will thereby Ira liberated. Consequently
this praotice is generally and also prop-
erly oondemned. But it is a well known
fact.thatmost stable manure is deficient
in potash, and that if it oonld be sup-
plied withont \vnrting nraruoiiia tl*e
effectiveness of the manure, would. be
greatly increased," soys- Tho American
Cultivator, according to which author-
ity there are two ways to accomplish
the objoot: , ._

One of these is to top dross land with
wood ashes whom stable manure has
been plowed nnder. Aa the potash
menus down by rains to tbe manure it

..^imnlates fermentation, but &B the
manure 1ms a cbveriug of earth this nb-
iorbs the ammonia, GO that" there is no
)es. There wi'I' be very little loss if tbe
.lauureia spread and ashes sprinkled
iver it, to bo'very soon plowed under.
Jbis is the best way to insure the im-
mediate effectiveness of munuro, as the
contact of the ashes with the manure
is thus made cectaiu.1

But another way equally effective in
anting potash with stable manure is
;O use tbe German potash salts and ap-
ply thorn to the manure directly. Tbis

Wherever there is ammouia tbe ashes
will absorb it, and if any oil comes in
contact with the nitrate of potash, a
blaze is likely to bo the resnlt.' Many
unexplained fires in henhouses or ash-
houses have undoubtedly originated in
