Within Ten Days.

ALOERAOT MILES TO BE BLAMED,

Comnilaalon Will 8 w Secretary' Waa
Weaib—Bnd neel Ohnrarea VnfonnA-
ed—Little Fault Wl«» Sl»»««r-Con-
• r e » to Be Severely Orltlclned.

New York, Jan! 16.-The Herald'a
Washington correspondent says: . .

"President HtKihley will have in, his
possession the.*ull report af~the war
commission wlqiin the next ten days.

"Thl» report, it M asserted, will not be
»• whitewash' oC t ie army administra-
tion. It will pe unanimous on all^ssen-
tlal points. It will: declare that the pri-
mary trouble Is due to the' lack of prop-
er military orgahlzatlon.

• "It will show that -Secretary Alger
•was weak, especially' In his relations
with Major General Miles, but it will
not.jlnd film responsible; for the camp
horrors. SutjoiMinate officers will be
blamed for tlie 'conditions which existed
with' reipeei to these matters. Neither
the' secretary nor any member of his
family, It will be stated, had any Inter-
est In any of the,e.amp sites.

"Major Ge**ral Miles will be criticised

for his ooriduot before, din-ins and slnoe

"The report will show that It was no
who reoommenaed the location of tho
camps at" Miami and Chiekamaugn.;
that it was ohe or his aids who selected
the camp sited at Camp Alger; that be-
fore the war h« recommended the con-
oentratlon.of-the regulars at Oliloka-
mnuga and that Secretary Alger strong-
ly objected to the location of a, camp
at Miami, but was overruled.

"It will show that Geperftl Miles was
directed by the secretary to make tiwln-
speotion trip of all tht camps, but In-
formed him that he was In the habit of
making out hl» own orders.

"It Is also stated that the secretary
should never have permitted Miles to go
to Santiago, though an observation ot
this Hind may not be Included in the "re-
port.*! These instanoes convinced, the
c'omrMsIlon that tn* secretary should
have taken steps to have compelled
General Miles to comW'Wtth his In-
structions.

^Coming down to the beef controver-
sy, the pommiasl'On will flnd..ihat Gen-

. eral Miles' charges were unfounded;
that the 13 officers, .whose reports Gen-
eral Miles submitted as showing the
b«ef supplied .{or the Porto Rlcan army
w.as unlit for use never served In Porto

Shatter All Riarbt.
"So far as the Santiago catnpaign Is

concerned, the commjsslon will report
that General Shatter conducted that
movement as efficiently as could have
been expected, under the circumstances.

"No fault will be.found with General
Shatter, except with . respect to the
points which he in his testimony ad-
mitted.

!Thfl commission will recommend that
the transport system be placed under
the navy.

"The report will also show that con-
gress was responsible for the equipment
of the:' soldiers with black ponder, as
the ordnance department did not get in
time ^he necessary appropriations for
smokeless powder.

"It has been found by the commission
that a, war has never been operated
with sUch a small* loss of life. %Only 1
per cent of the army died from illness
and in battle.

"With respect to Montauk.Point, the

commission will find that It was the
best point that could have been selected
for bringing the troops home from
Cuh>a, that 'it would have been better
had 4.he several thousand men and sev-
eral „thousand animals not. been sent
to that point from the south, but that
there was no foundation for many of
the complaints which were filed."

After learns college Mr. t>lngley
tudied law in 1S55-G with Merrill &
eiwcn'den in Auburn, to which city hie

parents had removed, Ttfhile he was in
college, and in the lust year he was ad-
mitted to tho bar. Instead of entering
upon the practice of la-w he decided to
became a journalist, for which" profes-
sion "he always manifested a decided
aste. In September, 1856, he purchased

the Lewiston Journal, of which he had

been practically the e'iditor while study-
ing law, and to whlchv in 1861, he added
a daily edition. >v

In 1861, at the age of 29, he was elect-
ed representative from Auburn to the
state legislature, in which body he at
once took high rank, was re-elected in
18G2 and chosen speaker of the houne at
the session of 1863. In .1863 he removed
to Î ew'iston, which he represented In
the legislature from 1863 to 1873.

In 1873 Mr. Dingley was nominated as
the Republican candidate for governor
of Maine by a vote of two" to one agatn'st
t^.popular opponents, and was elected
by about 10,000 majority. In 1874 he was
re-elected by over 11,000 majority, de-
clining a third nomination in 1875. H<
Was one of the delegates from Maine to
the Republican national convention in
187« and served on the committee on
resolutions and was one of the subcom-
mittee of five who drafted the platform

He took part actively In the presiden-
tial campaign of 1876 and in the state
conventions of 1877, "1878 and 1879. In
1879-80 he waa chairman of the Repub-
lican executive committee.

Elected to Cougrcss.
!th 1R81 Mr. Dingley-was nominated-by-

the Republicans of the -Second Congres-
sional district-of Maine to fill the va-
cancy in congress caused by the resig-
nation of William P. Frye.^ He was
elected by a majority of more than 5,000,
nearly twice as large as ever before
given for any candidate in that district.

In the*discussions in committee of the
whole on the "tariff schedules in-1883 and
of the Mills bill in 1888 Mr. Dingley
showed such familiarity with the detail
of tariff legislation and such a wid
range of Information on the.ijubject-thal
when the Republicans obtained control
of the Fifty-first conffress0and propose
to.make a full revision of the tariff he
was appointed by Speaker Reed -to a
leading place on the ways and means
committee,, with McKinley as chairman
The valuable asslRtance which he ren-
dered McKinley in the tariff bill of 189C
brought its logical reward when, in the
Fifty-fourth congress, he was placed ai
the head of the; ways an,d means com-
mittee, a pnfiitlon.n<>arr.ying 'with It thi
leadership of the Republican /majority,
which1 he preferred to the secretaryship
ofjthe treasury, offered to him by the
president.

The tariff law of 1857, known as thi
Dingles* law, was introduced In the
house of j^epresentativea on March lftfc
1897. It passed almost'witfiout debate
on March 31 and for more than a niontl
was considered In the senate flnancj
committee, in a much' modified form
passed the spnato on July 7. Serious
differences developed between the two
"houses, nnrl thi* bill remained in confer-
ence for nearly a month, but eventually
became a law on July 24, 18H7.

LATEsf ARMY SCANDAL.

Jen oral Knitnii CIIIIH MIION n Llnr.
Tonrt Martini I.ikol

Brigadier General. Charles P. Eagan,
commissar>' general of the army, has
brought the army scandals to a climax
»y his attack on General Miles in -̂his
estimony before the war inquiry board.

The attack was a result of General
Miles' cha.-rge.that "embalmed beef" was
used bythp commissary department in
urnishinp: the army in Porto Rico.
Thf war hoard has returned General

Eagan'a written testimony to him, ask-
ing him to amend Its language, and it is
saitt; that, at Mr. McKlnley's direction,
ien'er'ui" Eopran will cut out the parts
bjected to and send the testimony back

to the'hoard.
F'a pun's offensive statements were that

General Miles was not fit to associate
with decent people and that either Gen-
eral Miles or himself must get out of
the.army. General Eagan read his tes-
timony from typewritten manuscript.
It hnd b^en carefully prepared and was
read with passionate fervor.

At one time he said of General M îles:
Ht> lies in his throat, he lies In his

heart, he lies in every hair of his h,ead
and every pore of his body; ,he lies will
fully, deliberately, intentionally and
maliciously." At another time he Bald,
"If his statement is false, arid I assert
t to he, then he should be drummed out

of the service and Incarcerated in prison
with nth$r libelers."

By this action General Eagan will for
the present avoid a court martial. This
course was determined for him by the
president and Secretary^ Ai&er, and the
latter communicated to him yesterday
the decision which had been reached.

The withdrawal of tfte epithets ap-
plied to General Miles- does, not estop
the war department from directing tho
trial of the offender by court martial.

CONGRESS IN BRIEF.

In the senate Tuesday Mr. Mason
(Rep.) of Illinois made an address In
support of his resolution that the Unit-
ed States will not seek to govern any
people without their consent.

The peace treaty was
favorably reported from the foreign re-
lations' committee. In the house the bill
providing for a new code of criminal
fanvs for-Alaska was passed, with a high
license amendment. _
^The s* mte in executive session Thurs-

day debated the question of discussing
the peace treaty publicly. The senti-
ment was apparently *agalnst-such-a-
conrse. In the - house Mr. Carmftck
(Dam.) of Tennessee and Mr. Gsfineg
"(Dem.) of Georgia made speeches di-
rected against the administration's Phil-
ippine policy.

In the house Friday the navy person-
nel bill was discussed. The committee
announce^ that it would offer ah'
amendment abolishing the prize money
system.

In the "senate Mr. McLaurln (Dem.) of
South Carolina spoke In support of the
Vest antleolonlftl resolution. He declar-
ed that advocacy of Imperialism was
inconsistent with support of" the doc-
trine,of universal suffrage. Mr, Gray
(Dem.) oX Delaware introduced a reso-
lutlon"'commending Miss Helen Qould
ijnd providing for a gold medal to be
prraen-ted to her in recognition of her
benevolcnre during the war.

On Saturday both houses of congress
adopted resolutions expressing sdiTow
for the death of Representative Dingley
and adjourned as a token of respect for
his memory.

In the senate Mr.' Hoar Introduced a
resolution declaring"* that the people of
the Philippines of jWght ought to be free
and independent.
