Nor
waa the Chair Factory at" Coltqn bene-
ficial. Nor the Sugar of Milk Factory and
if it is proper for , me to say anything
ibout it, it might' be- said- that the Knit-
iing Mill was not any great help. The
Piercefield, Paper Company ia BO. far avray
;tiat any possible benefit whioh might ac-
irne from its operation is not perceptible
here, Potsdam's money seems to have
taid for it and people living in New York
.nd Maine seem to have the' advantageof

,ntention oi diBcouragiug any hope whioh

ay linger in the breaats of t>ur citizens
;hat we are' to have better times thun the
rest of the United States, or that some-
body te'Goming into our midst* with a bar-
•el of money to be generally distributed,

if we will only give this person something
as a starter. Very likely this may happen.

We are told that up the river somewhere
;here are some very valuable water pow-
rs, for instance at Hflnnawa Falls, at Col-
,on, at South Colton and Stark Falls.
Moreover, that if a lot of money could be
ibtained to expend on these water powers
Lh&y will become more valuable and vast
ncomes will be derived from their devel-
opment and aperuUon. " If any one thing
is truer than another, the fact that Bteam
power iB the best and most praotioal meth-
od of operating machinery ia admitted and
believed by every well informed person.

The idea that factories can be pulled up
by the roots and relooatud beside some
watejr fall is very nearly exploded; All
over 'the country water powers of anlimit-
id capaoity are running to waste and can

be purchased for a Bong. Many of our
'ellow townsmen remember with anything
but pleasure their investments in Buffalo,
Niugura Falls and Tonawanda, based on
fake Hr-uenu's at Niagara, which were go-
ing to plant the whole territory within 50
LIUIPS of the Falls with factories so thick
that the residents would have to move
laewhere to have room for homes. We all

of us know the names of several dozens of
tlioBe here who'havonaudt* investments on
this idea with results aanad an unexpected.
And then tho Wuddington "boom". Aa
far as Maasena ia concerned the. vast re-
sources of English capitnl have
been invoked with reBnlto which remain
to be seen.

Nothing is so prejudicial to the quiet
Btea/ly growth of a country village and ed-
Vcational town like Potsdam, than the
ffveriah promotion of doubtful nchemea
which turn uBide the attention of honest
business men and laborers from their legit-
imate employment, until they imagine
that something ia to turn up to enable
them to get money without working for it.
