outlay for materials is a matter of in-
terest whioh has rooently been oonsid'
ered in the Ohio Farmer as follows^

The size is determined by the length
of the planks to be used. Nine posts,
rough hewn, of suitable height, are pro-
vided, and two put up at eaoh corner,
as in the seoond cut, resting upon a
block of wood or stone' or set in the
ground. The ninth post is placed at one
side of the door. The bottom planks-all
around' are thoroughly spiked to the
posts and may be more firmly eeoured
in place by spiking those at each cor-
ner. A plate of light scantling seoures
the top in place. Now it is ready for
the ice.

Sprinkle on the ground a layer of
sawdust about ten inches thick,, then
pnt in the first layer of ioe, about a
foot away from the plank walls. Fill
this, space solidly'with sawdust (B).
Place the second tier of ice, nest put in
position more planks, and so on until
the bouse is filled, storing the ioe and
carrying up the walls together and fill-
ing in between with sawdust. A door
(D) is made by simply using two lengths
of plank on the, front side, as.indicated
by the posts. When the house is full, a
thiok layer of sawduet is put on top of
the ioe. Drainage is secured by plaoing
the structure on sloping ground. A roof
of, bpftr>d.8.with the oracks_battehed is
sufficient. With a little taste this may
be made quite pleasing in ap'pearance.

Icehouses oan have their appearance
improved by tbo free use'of olimbing'
vinee. These not only answer as an em-
bellishment, but serve a useful end irk
breaking tbe sun's rays and keeping the
building mnch c.ooler than it would ba
under full exposure.

works on the farm is to open the paths'
after each snowfall. Where the path
lies across places that usually drift full
of snow much of tbe wdrk-of Tseeping"
the path open .may be avoided by re-
moving tbe obstruction to the -wind
.which causes the drift. Most generally
a drifting snow remains several days, eo
-that the path will drift full every
night, even though no fresh snow has
fallen.. In opening roads a team' of
steady, 'stout oxen hitohed to a sleigh
or sometimes to a stone sled will make
a broad path better than horses could
do it. . We have often seen when a bqy
most of the cattlo in the neighborhood
brought ont to foUow after an ox team
and sled.' By tbo time those, htfd been
driven twice over tbe road it was con-
sidered safe for sleigh vehicles drawn,
by horses. A flock of sheep driven after
all else will conipaot the snow best of
all. . But if snow drifts into the traoks
thus made it will often ba-piled nearly
as high as tire loose snow ou either Bide.
It may be all right so long as the cold
weather lasts, but let a thaw oome and
this selid snow must be abandoned and
a new track made iu the IOOBO snow on
one side of what has been used during
tbe winter.—American Cultivator.
